Story: An excessively-independent youngFirst Nations woman (Roberta Collinear, Ph.D., D.V.M.) fresh out of vet
school with a tortured/abusive past who is scientifically-talented and re-connected to her culturalroots is trapped
into working with a pathologically-patemalistic old sawbones Redneck veterinarian (Doc Henry ‘Dinosaur’ Steiner)
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with a mysterious past. Political/cultural mismatch held together by pioneer grit, compassion foranimals (rather
than personalprofit of professional status)and a need for both docs to healthemselves of familial ‘miscalculations’
they made in the past which made them the loners they havebecome. InDoc Henry’s case, it was too much tough
love thathe still does notsee as wrong.

On thetails of Roberta’sentry into Knife Bend and hersubsequent integration into the community refusing to give
itself up to the world around it is Corporate Veterinarian Tom Wilson, D.V.M., M.B.A., Esq, smooth,suaveand
very connected (to the Academic-Veterinary Establishment)blue blood who needs to prove himself to his rich father
back East. To doso, Tom takesit upon himself to colonize all of the businesses and peoplein Knife Bend. He is
particularly bent on destroying Doc Henry (a former rival of his father)and Doc Henry’s old school ‘animals -first,
profits and professional-prestige last’ practice. ~Butfirst and foremost, he takes it upon himself to make the
independent and scientifically-brilliant ‘Doc Roberta’his personalsquaw.

He informs Roberta that Doc Henry
sabotaged herdream job with the State of the Art veterinary clinic she was headingto after graduation by telling
them she was ineffective and untrustable,a ploy he used with other clinics as well to be sure that Roberta would be
stuck working for him. When Roberta confronts him with the accusation, he admits to doing such for her own
good, slipping into calling Roberta by the name of the daughterhe lost due to too much tough love in the past.
Refusing to be his new daughter, or student, Roberta decidesto work for Tom in his high-end, University-connected
clinic, leaving Henry aloneto die in the self-righteous, all-work-but-no-love, coffin he created for himself. But she
soon finds outthat Tom wants her asan arm ornament and love toy,and as the most power witness he hasto send
Doc Henry not only out of the veterinary profession, butto jail for his various offenses against the bylaws,
threateningto destroy Roberta’s career asan animaldoc if she doesn’t tow the line, and thathe will conductan
investigation into her criminal pastas well, which would land her in jail also.

Logline: Battle of wits and wills between Corporate veterinary villain Tom Wilson and rebel animaldocs Roberta
and Henry continues, with the stakeseven higher, and more personal.

Story: Two yearshave passed since the obsessively independent First Nations Libertarian Doc Roberta settled into



her niche in Knife Bend with pathologically-paternalistic Redneck Ultraconservative ‘Doc Dinosaur’ Henry Steiner.
The politically and culturally mismatched rebel vets have done very well in their common-sense, no-bulls-it
practice, having nearly driven out of town Tom Wilson, blue blood Corporate veterinarian who tried to kick them
both out of the profession several yearsago, along with trying to make the entire Knife Bend com munity his
personal ‘colony’, to please his Corporate Mogul fatherback in Toronto. But, hell hath no fury like a blue-blood
brat who’s been had by the ‘commoners’.  Tom Wilson hasdevised a devious and sure plan to destroy his rivals in
the marketplace, and from places deep inside of them they didn’t even know existed. =~ For Doc Henry, Tom sends
in anew female employee who steals Henry’s heart, then sabotages his practice, makinghim doubt the validity of
his heart and biomedicalabilities.

As for everyone else who hasortakescare of animals, Wilson uses
the new SPCA asan organization thatseizes animals from those he does notlike very legally, and not giving them
back till they do his bidding, or get outof town. And all of it done with the aid of the Veterinary Association that
hasno idea of how much they are being manipulated by their acting President (Wilson).

After figuring outthatshe was set up by Tom to haveher heart broken asa performing artist, Roberta returns to
Henry’s shop, to be a ‘normal, mediocre’ citizen again, working under Tom’s thumb to do her day job of being an
animaldoc. She finds Henry just ashe is ready to give up medicine forever, thinking that his medicaljudgment
and general state of mentation is defective, yet still believing that Marie left to go to Vancouverto take care of her
sick sister, and thatshe will return to him soon. Roberta and the now-cynical (once naively optimistic) Terri
discover the sabatoge Tom and ‘Marie’ (if that was her realname), and confront Henry with it.

Terri undergoes her own transformation and trialsin that her ‘mastery in servitude’ approach to life is tested by
being roomates with Deathhound. Deathhound turnsinto a ‘cool to be cruel’ person due to having a pen palin the
joint with anidentity she shares with no one, and dope/money she shares only with herself.

Roberta and Henry, along with Cowboy Hank and the other ‘defeated’ outlaws of Knife Bend each go after Tom and
Marie, exposing them both and foiling their operation in a planin which they pit Tom and his fatheragainst each
other aswell.

Just as things seem to be ok all around, Deathhound arrives with Kurt the Suit (Roberta’s former abusive husband),
threateningto ruin everyone’s day and life, but it is Terri and a wild bear (which is more flesh than spirit this time)
thatdoeshim in.

A tale that goes even deeper into the inner and outer workings of the veterinary world as it is, andasit should be.

FETAL DISTRACTIONS (screenplay, produced as film 2013)

Logline: Physician-scientist in 1950 Norway, with help of his wife, makes contracts with hookersto have sex with
them and then to extract their fetuses for ground-breaking scientific studies till one ofthe chosen ladies, a down and
out Polish Auchwitz survivor, wants out of the deal.

Story: Lorena, a down and out Scandinavian prostitute on the run from her Russian pimp, and who is an Auchwitz
Concentration Camp survivor is selected to take partin studies conducted by high -level, well established
Professor Doctor Horstadiusin 1950sNorway.  The ‘good doctor’ impregnateshis ‘subjects’ (prostitutes of
various varieties, mostly) with his own (superior genetic) sperm, then contracts the women to have their babies
extracted at various stages of pregnancy for anatomicalstudy of human embryologicaldevelopment. The Professor
pays good money to his ‘gitls’, the candidateshavingbeen personally chosen by his wife. But when Lorena hasa
change of heart,or more accurately,an awakeningof Soul, she wants out of the deal.

Inthis 1935 episode, an elderly Santiago
helps an emotionally-insecure wanna-be-German-NaziSpanish scientist deal with his son’s wantingto be a
musician while the aging Cajalis working on a painting he is dedicating to his deceased, beloved and still
estranged, father.

-Marie Curie, defiantly and colorfully Polish spitfire who broke her way into the male dominated world of European
science with the help and active support of her French husband, and once ‘boss’, Pierre. After Pierre’s death,
Marie fell in love with a French biologist, Paul Langavin, whose wife was abusing him quite unjustifiably. When a
vicious, washed-out-scientist working asa journalist found out about the relationship between Paul and Maria, he
made it public, labeling Marie as a Bolshevik Polish Jewish Whore who should be killed.

Another season for American ex-patriot hippie-classical music composer/conductor Alan
Kewalski to ‘wow’ internationalaudiences with his unique brand of ‘rocking-rebellions’ in service ofhis REAL
bosses, Beethovenetal. A former American draftresistor who went to jail forhis convictions, Alan spends his
daysworking with stuffy classical musicians afflicted with ‘dull out virus’, his nights with young
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revolutionaries-in-training who desperately need his help in areasartistic, political and moral. Inhis ‘spare’ time,
Alan taunts Captain Spiros, a glory-seeking Fascist whose political views keep him from advancingup the ranks, but
whose manipulative and sadistic ‘skills’ keep him from getting discharged.

Enter Jennifer Pappas, Alan’s ex-wife, once his most trusted Companion and beloved life-infused ‘co-revolutionary’
musician. Jennifer is now ultra-conservative, politically, culturally AND emotionally,engaged to a lifeless, boring
yet highly-powerful American Ambassador,whois Alan’s arch foe. The Greek and American governments a ssign
by-the-numbers Jennifer to work with infinity-is-the-only-number Alan to co-ordinate visits of influential dignitaries
and their families.  Jennifer finds her Soul startled, then awakened by Alan’s vitality, though she’s still
woman-enough to defend the Red, White and Blue and hernewly-found Right Wing beliefs againstany man, even
Alan.

Then...in the dead of night on April 21, Greece, the birthplace of Democracy,is taken overby a Fascist, Right Wing
Junta backed by the United States, the new Police State which VERY-forcefully banseverything from men wearing
beards to unsupervised meetings of more than 5 people. Spiros finds himself promoted up the ranks, doing his part
to ‘sterilize the Communist cancer’ by enforcing banson free expression in the arts, Alan his main target.

Unable to go back home, butunwilling to comply with the “Christian American” culture of the “New Greece”, Alan
does whathe can ‘within the system’ to fight back, mostly through his (now banned)music. Before long he’s
jailed, subjected to ‘special torture’ in a prison that wasused by the Nazi’s during WWII. 1It’s up to Jennifer to get
him out, a process which will require revolutionizing her perspectives and courage in ways she never imagined.
It’sup to Alan to...stay Alive. Itsup to both of the American expatriates o then end the reign of terror thatis
secretly supported by their own country’s government, and unknown to any of their friends back home.

Comment: Romantic epic, which brings back the ‘golden times’ of the 60s for those of us who lived through
them. A believable and colorful love story aswell as a saga of political defiance. Liked by baby boomersin
general, butno specific demographic beyond that yet identified.

GRASS WARS (novel)

Logline: Local dispute over the right to grow grass on your own lawn as high asyou want to escalates into
winner-take-all between rugged individualists and hard-core administrators, digging up family dirt and town secrets
which haveto date been sleeping very comfortably underground and crimes perpetrated by ‘solid citizens’ which are
farmore serious than not maintainingneighborhood botanicalbeauty.

Story: ‘Old Man Dan’ was a decorated Korean War veteran way back in the 1950s,then moved to the booming
working-man’s-Paradise of Huntingshire, Long Island, then the ‘woods’ where a man could commune with Nature
and become the rugged individualist thathe wantedtobe. A well-liked and highly-skilled and eccentric
handyman, Dan brokeno laws for forty years, atleast outside the walls of his own house, a dwelling now in a ‘living
beautification’ zone, on a plot of land that someone very powerful wants, atany price, or will obtain by any means.

But war comesback into Dan’s life with McBride, a washed-out, embittered, politician who is demoted to “Quality
of Life” ordinance inspector, a job he takes quite seriously.  As seriously asDan takestheright to let the grass on
his lawn, which he owns, to grow a millimeter, inch or even a foot taller than City Council bylaws dictateis legal.
The public arrest and the consequences bring in Dan’s loyal stay-at-home attorney daughter, his estranged daughter
and son-turned-daughter, and unfinished issues about his departed wife. From the outside, powerful friends and
enemies in the War to decide if Old Man Dan gets to keep his house, or gets putinto a mentalinstitution forthe rest
ofhis life.  The fateof Dan’s family and the town depend on the outcome.

Comment: A ‘small’ novelin terms of setting, taking place in ‘normal’ suburban locations, but with secrets held by
all.  Some gender-bending aspectsto plot-line and charactersinserted to add spice to the sauce. Specific
demographicsnot yet thoroughly researched.

WAR WHORE (novel)

Logline: Free-spirited female American Socialist/Scientist framed formurder by up-and-comingG-manin 1933
gets released from prison in 1939, sent to spy on Germany and Russia during days of non-Aggression, then given
special assignment of getting into Hitler’s bedroom, and head, but winds up pregnant with Adolph’s kid, then
stranded on the Russian Front with the Red Army and the Nazis both afterher and the child. Aided, frustrated and
love by an elusive female Russian Majorwith bigger problems of her own.

Story: 1933---Karen Lubinska, idealistic, dedicated and very-hot-looking American Socialist-Activist/Scientist is
framed on charged of murder and treason by an up and coming G-man, Buck White.

1939---Joseph Stalin and Adolf Hitler sign a non-Aggression Pact, Eastern Europe gobbled up by both of them,
Western Europe and Britain about to collapse under the Blitzkrieg.  In order to get the goods on both dictators,
White makes ‘Commie whore’ Karen an offershe can’trefuse..  She is given quick course in espionage at Camp
X, and sent off'to Europe to infiltrate Germany as a guest from Stalin’s army of Scientific Advisors, with selected
missions including sneaking out scientists to the England, and if he hasanythingto say about, the US.
1941---Karen is getting the reputation of being the best “‘War Whore’ in White’s ‘stable’ of spies, and given a
special assignment---get into bed, literally, with known sexual pervert Adolf Hitler, and get the goods from him
about the time for the rumored invasion of Russia. Adolf coughs up the info, but with some unexpected
developments. First, she is knocked unconscious while engaged with his excessive sexualperversions, waking up
in a very protected German hospital. Second, ‘the Housepainter’ gave her the wrong date for the invasion,
makingher report of such irrelevant and discredited to her bosses backhome. Third, there is a life incubating in her
womb---Hitler’s baby.

Through a series of espionagerelated accidents initiated by some friends, and some enemies, Karen finds herself
stranded on the Russian Front asthe German Army, the Red Army and Armies of uncertain alliances converge.

The price on Karen’s head and the child/’demon seed’ in her womb escalates, her strength diminishes and she
becomesincreasingly dependenton her ‘protectors’, some assigned by Washington, some by London and some by
‘chance’ encounters with Red Army and Partisan units. The only person who Karen can trust is the child within her
womb, the only innocent person in Karen’s life, including herself. And a veteran female Red Army Major with
whom she finds herself falling in love. A feeling that(forthe momentanyway)the Majorwith the mysteriousand
dark pasthas for her and the child as well.

COMMENT: A woman’sbook aboutthe horrors of war, and the Soul-opening opportunities it can present.
Enough edge and action for malereaders aswell.  Inside stories about the vast, wild and ever-changing Russian
Front. More aboutthe people than the details of the times, but then again, the Russian Front was a very isolating
placeto be. Special appeal, perhaps, forgay/lesbian marketin later part of the book given relationship the
protagonist has with anotherwoman asa lover, ally, and betrayer.

MIRACLE CENTRE (tv series, screenplay)

Logline: Mary, wife of Pastor dedicated to taking care of homeless people’s real needs despite their theological
beliefs steps up to the pulpit/plate when she hasto take over the Ministry afterher husbandis incapacitated with a
heartattack, challenged by a new insensitive and ignorant city council, her teenaged ‘problem grandchild’ dumped
on her doorstep by Mary’s junkie atheistic daughter, and Mary’srelationship with God regarding His real nature and
intensions.

Story: Half hour tv series about real-life married Pastors in Interior British Columbia whose street ministry aimed at
feeding the bodies of the homeless/pooras well as the souls of everyone else is profoundly affected by their
relationship to each other, and the ‘flock’ of children and grandchildren they made mistakes with in their past. The
main character of the story is Mary, self-taught Toronto-raised educatorand part time Pastor who hasto step up to
the plate,and the pulpit, when her husband Pierre, staunch wilderess-raised French Canadian, getsa heartattack
and hastohand over operationstoher. Maryis very new atthe Calling of being a Minister, made even more
challenging by her very rocky relationship with her own substance-abusing, actively-atheistic daughterand the
added job of caring for her ‘experimenting with different moral values’ 15 yearold grand-daughterto whom she is
abruptly entrusted. =~ What Mary believes about herself, the people around her, and the God she is trying to serve
under progressively trying circumstancesundergoes twists and turns which don’t follow any Bible Study book that
she knows, orhasaccessto. Also featured are many different characters who inhabit the real lives of street
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ministries, as well as ‘homeless’ people in ways thatrevealtheir real reasons for their fates,and choices, and an
inner humanity to them which is often more noble than those who live in paid-forhouses.

WAGON WHEELED (novel)

Logline: Series of mysterious deaths occur in Post-Civil War when wagon train of Union supporting sodbusters led
by ex-Black Slave and ex-Confederate cattle drovers combine forces to passthrough hostile territory, the culprits
NOT being hostile Indians, a ten year old White girl (Ward of ex-Black slave) being key player in figuring out who
doneit, and why.

Story: A Wagon Train of Union-supporting sodbusters led by an ex-slave/self-taught Scholar (Homer) on its way
from St Louis to California justafterthe Civil War hasto join forces with Mac McCloud and his all-ex-Confederate
free-range cattle outfit in order to survive.  Battling hostile Indians with secret scores to settle and Mother Nature
on a PMS rampageis hard enough. But there’s an enemy within the camp,killing cowboys and sodbusters alike in
ways thatare painful, horrifying and forreasonsno one can figure out.  According to calculations, there won’t be
anyone left by the time they get out of Oregon. Everyone hasa secret past,and agenda,even thenoble Homer,
who may know more about why the other Wagon Bosses were killed than hereveals, even to his adopted White
daughter, nine-going-on nineteen yearold Angelica, his Old “Masters” daughter.

The story is told through the eyes, and mind, of Angelica, a girl who hasto grow up very fastto stay Alive, and to
keep those she cares about from getting killed.

Comment: Cross genre, multi-cultural Wild West tale mixed with mystery who doneit asseen through eyes of a
small girl, but written for an adultaudience.

HESSIANS (novel)

Logline: Two dirt-poor, freedom-seeking brothers in Germany sign on to fight for King George in America putting
down freedom-fighters there as Hessian mercenaries, taking with them their ‘owner’s’ high-born woman who they
bothlove (in different ways), then winding up on different sides of the American Revolution, finding that freedom,
love and power come with high prices and responsibilities.

Story: A little-appreciated factaboutthe American Revolution is thathalf of the men fighting on the Loyalist Side

for King George were Hessians, dirt poor German mercenaries and conscripts who barely knew English, and even
less about whatthe War was really about. By theend of the War, atleast an estimated quarterofthem had joined
the Rebel side, anotherportion disappearing into the woodwork of America and a small portion returning home to

Europe with their oppressive British ‘comrades’.

‘Hessians’ is a fact based taleabout Hansand Albert, twenty-somethingmanure shoveling serfs in Hesse-Cassel,
who join up to obtain wealth and freedom when given the opportunity to get away from their fates,and to get closer
to Maria,adventure-seeking Baroness eager to escape slavery of anotherkind at the hands of her abusive father,
Hansand Albert’s ‘lord and master’.

At first, escape from the old country and ‘settled’ fatesis a liberating joy ride for the trio, who are the best of
friends, and comrades. But political forces and ghosts from their pastpit Hansand Albert on opposite sides of the
Revolutionary War for freedom, with Maria unwillingly becoming a wedge thatseparatesthem even more. Eachof
the German immigrants becomekey players in the American Revolution, butin waysthey never expected, or
desired. Internalexperimentation and transformations occuraswell along the way, including the requirement to
‘pass’ as members of the opposite sex on life and death missions which could change to course of the War, and of
Western History.

Comment: FactbasedaccountofRevolutionary times from perspectives of characters who could very well beus
today. Gender-bending true-life stories offer opportunities for sales to lesbian/gay markets or those who wonder
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whatit is like on the other side of the gender line.  Butin its essence, a tale about evolving and DE-volving
human perspective under fire during a time when the whole world was changing very fast.

COLORS OF REVOLUTION (noveland screenplay)

Logline: Three slaves ona Carolina Plantationin 1776 run by a benevolent, highly -educated, patemalistic Master
wind up on different sides of the American Revolution through a series of accidents, opportunities and wrongs done
to people they care about most, seeking above all something they never had and do not yet understand ---freedom.

Story: One fifth of the combatants in the American Revolution, on BOTH sides, were Afro-American. Even less
appreciated is that few really knew who, or what, they were fighting for, ‘freedom’ providing a very scary dilemma

for those who won or fell into it. And as for freedom, the British often promised and provided more of this elusive
gift to African Americans than the ‘Patriates’ did.

Colors of Revolution is a fact-based fictionalstory about three Negroes on a South Carolina Plantation initially
bound by friendship, then separated by War. Hector is a headstrong, handsome, strong, semi-literate young ‘buck’
who loves Athena, highly-educated and cultured ‘house nigger’ who is her benevolent, intellectual, philanthropic
and married White ‘Masters’ best friend, and only real confident.  Hercules, Hector’s best friend, is small,
homely, always subservient, and kind, with gifts to heal human bodies,and souls, that fewappreciate. Life isn’t so
bad onthe plantation untila series of ‘accidents’ separatesthe three Afro-Americans, placing them on opposing
sides of the war, with constantly conflicting loyalties, each seeking the thing they yearmn forand fear
most----freedom.

The three Afro-Americans eventually unite to fight a common foe, a sadistic and powerful British Officer with his
own private army, who kidnaps and tortures Johnson’s wife and daughter,and who is her ‘loving’ husband, working
with but not under their former master, ‘Colonel Johnson’, who atthe time of dying, reveals to them their biological
connection to him astheir father.

Comment: An epic tale, adventure andromance. Specific demographic not thoroughly studied in marketplace.

COMMUNAL CONFIDENTIAL (novel)

Logline: Veteran NY Detective (Boris) whose fatherwas vicious KGB mobster and brilliant junior-level female
Canadian Coroner (Seana)who is still more connected to life than death to find out who is behind bizzare and
ignored (by NYPD bosses) killings of Italian and Russian mobstersin the Big Crab Apple which will take outeven
more innocent bystanders if not stopped.

Story: Italian Mobstersin Brooklyn are dying of a disease thatno one canidentify. Close by are Russian mobsters
ready and eager to take over their territory, and rule it with an ever firmer iron hand. Investigating the murders,
and trying to stop the inevitable consequences of their continuing, is Seana Ryan, Canadian coronerwho still is

more drawn to life than death,and Boris Federoff, NYPD detective whose fatherwas one of the most vicious and
corrupt KGB in the ‘old country’. Working with them is Carlos, a half-insane but always-insightful aging Cuban
janitorwho sees conspiracy behind everything,

The trio must fight the clock, each other, and the ghosts of their pastsin order to stop a mob war which take out
many casualties, including innocent civilians this time, with biological warfare weaponry which Al CaponeandJ.
Edgar Hoover never evendreamed possible.

After discovering multiple problems with the Russian and Italian mob and things about Boris’ fatherthat make him
both fearand respect the old scoundrel, the trio of indy investigators find out thatthe person doing the killing of
mobsters is the mild mannered Catholic priest, killing the no-goodnicks with communion wafers drenched in ricin,
as God’s special soldier in the Cause of righteousness, as well as to extractrevenge for what both mobsdid to a
woman he wanted asa wife.
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SWIMMERS (children’s novela)

Logline: Island of non-competitive, cooperative South Pacific Natives is introduced to the evils of competition by a
clock that measures time, and embittered, beached English Sea Captain who sets himself up as kind of the game, till
Albert Einstein educates him and re-educatesthe natives about the benefits of cooperation and drawbacks of being
numberone by stepping on number-everyone-else.

Story: A short story by adult standards, perhapsa children’s book, or perhapsnot. Once upon a time there was a
Utopianisland known to the inhabitantsas Concordia in the remote South Pacific where everyone shared what they
had,and competition was something no one knew about...untilone day,an English Sea Captain came ashoreand
introduced competition to the Natives. The arena where it was applied first was swimming---the ones who swam
fastest got more fish, then all the fish, attheend ofthe day. Enter into the corrupted kingdom, Albert Einstein,
having gotten lost while on his sailboat (which he in factoftendid). Albert challenges the English Sea Captain to
a ‘duel’, winner takeall, to see if Einsteinian humanity or British-like hierarchy will rule theisland.

SURVIVING THE AVION FLU (comedic ‘scientific publication’)

(in ‘Satire’ section of web site)

A tongue in cheek mocumentary ‘medicalmini-text book’ on the ‘Avion’ Flu, the disease spread by drinking
overpriced water at expensive ‘hip’ cafesthat dulls out the brain, kills the Soul, and can turn even the most
enlightened individualists into the most hated and dangerous entity knowto man (or woman)
kind----‘cool-to-be-cruel’, ‘hipper thanthou’ Yuppie scum. History, symptoms, treatments and cures offered.

Comment: An ‘airport’ book, for those who perhaps question the sanity and worth of those sitting next to them in
First Class, or any class back home.

999 AD (script and novel)

Logline:  Atheistic Jewish Scientist-Writer hiding out asmonk in Christian Monastery in last daysof999AD
afterabandoninghis Jewish brethren from massacre to save his own ass hasto rethink his theology when
colorfully-dysfunctionalvillagers in his new home go missing then dead, victim ofthe ‘devil’ in wake of'the Second
Coming, or perhapsa more human cause, the manifestationsofthe Apocalypse resembling the images in his
heretical books and literary imagination.

Story:  St. Pierre, an isolated Christian French village in the Dark Ages during the final days of December, 999
AD. Life is harsh, brutish and short for most everyone except the ‘Duke’ (a collector of books who is secretly
illiterate, but who rules everyone’s pocket), his flirtatious Pagan wife (who has secretly taken most of the Duke’s
serfs and the Monastery’smonkstobed) and Abbott Phillip (corrupt head of the Monastery, who hasconvinced
the illiterate peasantsthatthe world will come toanend atdawnon Jan 1, 1000 AD, Christ forgiving their sins if
they give their wealth, and their children, to the Church).

In the middle of'it all is Brother Thomas, a cynical wandering Jew with a secret and shamefulpast (running away
from the opportunity to save his village of Jews from invaders, to save his own skin) who is one of the only monks
who cannot only transcribe books butactually read them, and who has secretly written his own, humanity -serving,
philosophically-challenging tales of fantasy which feature real inventions thathe had formulated. He hopes that
someday he can show these ‘heretical’ booksto the world. Thus far, the only eyes thathavelaid eyes on them are
Thomas’, his cat ‘Gwen’ (who the Abbot keeps wanting to kill asshe is, according to him, Satan’s minion), Blind
William (elderly, dangerously-wise but discrete monk who is Thomas’ most trusted friend), and Christopher,
(recklessly-smart 10 yearold born to defies the monksand the Abbot behind the back of his mentally -slow devout
mother). Amongst the other colorfully-dysfunctionalinhabitants of the isolated mountain community is Peter,
stuttering village idiot and (with his hands anyway)masterbuilder (Peter) who everyone in the village abusesand
over-utilizes, except for Thomas.
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True to the Abbott’s prophesy, the ‘Devil’s invaders’ pour into St. Pierre on thelast day 0f999 in the form of a
Viking Invasion, sending the village’s citizens into the Abbott’s ‘Last Cathedral’,a renovated underground Roman
Pagantemple. Butasthe last day of999 AD progresses into night, villagers go missing, with horrifying deathson
the surfaceatthe handsof Vikings, or perhapsaneven more terrifying foe. Thomasis charged with saving
whoever is left, a task which he fails at miserably at first, due to his inability to think like a cruel man and his fearof
those who are cruel. But astime goes by, he ‘mansup’ ashe becomes one of the only survivors, in a horrific wave
of death and destruction for which he is more responsible thanhe can everimagine. No matterhow hard he tries
to save the men and women in his new home, they are caughtup in a nightmare which omenously resemble the dark
side of the dream-fantasy tales he has written aboutin his books, made possible by the inventions that came from his
Promethian head.

Thomasweaveshis way through a myriad of demons, betrayals and discoveries of alliances he hasto trust in order
to save whatis left of the village, and the world around it.

After heroically fighting to savethe lives of those he loves and hates,and after considering that maybe there really
IS Someone metaphysical greaterthan himself (be it God or the devil, or both), Thomasdiscovers thatthe demonic
changes above theunderground cathedraland the demonsin the tunnels is NOT the makingdevil, but the handiwork
ofJesus. More specifically, Peter, the village idiot, who is instructed in how to create the illusions in Thomas’
philosophically-enriched fantasy booksusing the inventions in his science writings, under the command of Blind
William, who seeks to take the ‘show’ on the road to other villages believing in the supernaturalso he can control
them and make the population do his bidding, collecting wealth underthe bannerof ‘Jesus’ (a non -stuttering Peter)
along the way.

When Thomasrefuses the deal, William uses Thomas’ devises to kill him, or try to, which leads Thomasto a room
where William haskeptthe ‘dead’ in sleeping states, to be awakened when the time is right with the appropriate
antidotes. Thomas gets the antidotes to them before William does, sending them up to the surface before
Thomasis inactivated by William’s gases. Butnot before Thomasinactivates William, and his new Jesus, first.

YAKUTIA (novel)

Logline: ldealistic young Russian Engineering Officer (Alexi) gets sent to Siberia in 1840s for what he thinks is a
promotion, but he is actually being exiled by everyone he trusted, including his one true love.  Afterrealizing such,
Alexi is determined to build a Utopian paradise in a harsh wilderness inhabited by rebellious Natives, deceitful
Russian soldiers and the discovery of gold that corrupts everyone who goes afterit.

Story: Twenty-two years in-experienced Captain Alexi Kerisokov is on his way to 1840s Siberia, thinking thatit is
because heis being promoted and valued forhis scientific skills which will be instantly applied when he arrives asa
genius self-taught inventor with idealistic dreams thatrivalthose of his executed Revolutionary father. He soon
finds outand his ‘promotion’ was a form of exile and humiliation from Moscow, and that Siberia is asfaraway
from Moscow asone canget. A ‘dearAlexi’ letter from his beloved Elena only makes things worse. He meets
corruption atevery level amongst his own people in the Wild Wild East, finding a home very quickly with the
Native Yakuts,but they betray his trust as painfully as Elena has. Opportunities for advancinghis Visions fora
new compassionate, democratic Utopia,as well as intense personalheartache, materialize in the form o f Katerina, a
half-breed Yakut whose fatheris the most feared Native rebel bandit Eastof Moscow. =~ When gold is discovered,
Alexi chooses to do whateverhe canto make the Natives rich this time, not the ‘pioneering’ Russian soldiers,
traders and missionaries. But his plan backfires, setting up the most potentially -destructive Yakutrevolt since the
dark daysof 1628, with elimination of Whites and Natives alive in the balance.

LOST TREASURES (screenplay)
Logline: Naive, dirt-poor Albanian idealistic university graduate who desperately wants to bring home money to
his family and get enough status/money to marry his high-school sweetheartis recruited in stages into
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sex-slave/human traffickingmob operation by ‘cool, bad-seed’ boyhood friend, then works his way up the ladder till
those who are closest to him become its victims.

Story

A charming, compassionate, dirt-poorand intelligent 22 yearold Albanian ‘chick magnet (Alex)’ can’tdo anything
with the university degree he worked hard to get in linguistics and computers and feels like crap for coming home
from job search afterjob search with empty pockets forhis broke, hard working yet proud -of-their-scholar-son
parents. Through Bledi, a boyhood friend who learned smarts on the streets rather thanideals in the classroom,
Alex gets drawn into recruiting teenaged Albanian girls into going to Italy to become models, dancers and
actresses. Alex’s motivation is money, which he wantsto give to his hard working parentsand, if she will accept
it, his childhood sweetheart next door, Marrianna. Alex’s skills include the ability to speak alluring lies in seven
languages to women of any age and have them believed, particularly an older woman he meetsin a bar, Melidi,
who turns out to be Bledi’s boss.  Alex believes some of the bullshit himself, so it seems, as he is drawn to
something in the aging beauty who is more intelligent thanany girls he knows, including Marrianna. Alex is very,
very good atrecruiting young women, and asks no questions as to where the girls are going afterthey go into
Bledi’s limo fora ‘ride’, as the girls are happy,are getting paid, and can send money home to their deserving
families, and most importantly, Alex hasmoney to give to his deserving family. Bledi is partofa large system of
criminals organized in a pyramidalorganization,and soon Alex rises above Bledi, pushing Bledi downward on the
totem pole of the smuggling ring which operates on an Internationallevel, using Albanians astheir main source of
cheap ‘labor’. The reality that Alex doesn’t know, or seem to want to know, is thatthe ‘labor’ the Albanian girls will
do in Italy is as prostitutes, whether they agree to it (which some do) or not.

The ‘recruiting’, smuggling and kidnappingring is run by mobsters who are farmore vicious than Alex can
imagine, or is willing to really know about,and whose special skills include corrupting virtuous ‘employees’ into
become corrupt and vicious people .  The bosses of the ring include Melidi, a sadistic aging Italian
madamme/mobster (an ex-hookerherself) whose dwindling beauty makes herobsessed with makingthe young
peasant ‘stud’ her most special lover, and who steals from her own boss (Luke). Melidi also short-changes the
goons who work for her, said goons also being ‘recruiters’ of girls for the sex trade who arejealous of the new kid
(Alex) rising up theladder so quickly, and haveit in for the newby on the block. Luke, Melidi’s sadistic and very
intelligent boss, is looking for a young protege to be his adopted ‘son’ ashe seeks to advance his operation up to
the next level and is displeased with Melidi and most of his other employees. Over the years,the operationshave
already kidnapped, enslaved orkilled several hundred of innocent daughtersof parents who know nothing about
where their daughters are, and if they did, must remain silent to save the lives ofthe people they care formost.
With Alex on board,the operation can move a new shipment of 150 Albanian girls who will be delivered wit hin
three days---a golden beginning for an escalation of Luke’s operation. Yet, Alex still asksno questions about
where the girls areto be used, naively thinking (or allowing himself to think) thatthey will be dancers, actresses and
models ratherthan slaves whose bodies are atthe disposal of sex-hungry ‘clients’.

Rescuing Alex from his ignorance of whathe is doing, himself, his new ‘love’ (Melidi), and his newfound economic
‘success’ is Marrianna,and a ‘good angel’ boyhood friend of Alex (Arjun), who putsaside his studies as a Seminary
Student to join in a risky undercoveroperation with Marrianna to find the missing Albanian girls, andto put Alex in
jail before he gets in any deeper with the Mob.  Both newbys are recruited into the hunt for for the mastermind
of the smuggling ring, and for Alex, by a Crusader Cop (Astrit) who haspowerful enemies in the Mob as well as
even more ferocious foes in his own very corrupt Department. To make matters more personal, Astrit’s own
daughteris one of the missing girls aboutto belost forever in the biggest shipment of ‘property’ from Albania to
Italy ever.

Astrit tries to get Marrianna to turn Alex againstthe mob he is working for before it is too late.  She does so, but
only aftershe is enslaved into the harem buta jealous Melidi, and Alex sees what Melidi is really doing to the girls
he recruited, and the girl (Marrianna)who he finally realizes he loves more than life itself. But...how to stop the
next shipment of girls, and rescue the ones who are still rescue-able (those who havenotlost their minds, self
respect or lives due to suicide/murder)?

Alex connects intellect, courage and insight he never he had in an elaborate scheme to set the mobsters against
each other, hoping that Marrianna, Arjun’s lives will be spared, knowing thathis own will be forfeit.
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Doing theright thing, finally, Alex works with the Cop, and Marrianna, foiling the plot on Miledi’s plansto become
the biggest female mobsterin the human traffickingoperation,just in time to get atleast THIS bunch of girls back to
freedom, forfieting his own to the authorities in the process.

Based on a true story about kidnappingrings which operated out of Albania on a masslevel until only a few years
ago.

GOLDEN GORE (screenplay and novel)

Logline: Self-sabotaging young half-breed gold prospector blamed forrash of prospectors going missing or dead
afterstriking it rich discovers thatthereal culprits are a highly respectable Bible-thumping (and
pathologically-horny) old-hag Scottish woman and her pussy-whipped husband runningthe most popularstagecoach
station stop in 1870sBritish Columbia,and it is up to him alone to stop them.

Story: A young, down-on-his —luck, self-sabotaging halfbreed prospector(Jack Calvin)is ripped off by his older
buds and accused of working with wild bush Indians who are, allegedly, killing prospectors who strike it rich, taking
their gold and their scalps. There is no better explanation forthe rash of miners who go missing afterthey strke it
rich, and Jack talks to ‘ghosts’ in the busha lot. On the way to nowhere with a price on his head and a busted leg
in need of medicalcare, Jack runs into Steve Tingley, moral, strong and wise peacekeeperwho is one of operators of
the BX Stagecoach Company, innovative company movingpeople and goods from one part of the wilderness to
anotherso it can become civilized.

Tingley pities the well-meaning, mis-led lad, setting him up to work atone of the most popularstagecoach station
stops, which is run by Agnes McFee, Bible-thumping, moralistic old hag Scottish woman, with her pussy-whipped
husband and mentally-retarded brotherin law. Jack also meets an attractive tall-tale-telling, presumably classy
Texaswhore (Elizabeth), who steals his heart, repairs his leg, then disappearsthe morning afterstandingup to
Agnes’ McFee’s rigid morality rant atthe dining table. Jackis accused yetagain by Agnes of being involved with
Indians who are killing miners and kidnappingyoung women, even convincing Tingley thatsuchmay be true.

One ofthe stagecoach passengers on his way to places where he can spend his gold is one of Jack’s former buds, old
fart Robby Hoskins, who is now a big shit, with a trophy girl on his arm, who gives Jack a small purse of gold that
he got from whatused to be Jack’s claim.

The next day,the Hoskin and his young ‘niece’ are gone, Jack accused of working with bush Indiansto have them
killed. Fed up with it all, Jack payshis debtto Agnes for his lodging, and Tingley for a horse, and takesto the
outlaw trail, working with Lizzy to rob stagecoaches containinggold that prospectors stole from the Earth, and each
other. But Jackand Lizzy are asbad atrobbing stages asthey are young, and get caught, by Tingley.  Jackis
returned to Agnes’ stagecoach station for ‘safe keeping’ before trial, not knowing where Lizzy is.  All the while,
ghosts on the property talk to Jack, asking for his help. Nothing unusual,asJackis schizophrenic, hearing voices.
But when those voices belong to ghosts that he sees, including the ghosts prospectors who have been killed,
including Hoskins, Jack knows that there is something very wrong going on connected to the ‘real’ world.  Young
girls also beg him forhelp, from thatreal world, from below the floorboards of the barn atthe McFee station,
including Hoskin’s ‘niece’ andnow Lizzy. Jackis shackled, guarded very carefully, and ‘cared for’ by a very
homy and demented Agnes. Armed with the knowledge thatit is the McFees who have beenkilling and robbing
the miners, and kidnappingthe missing girls who are for sale to the highest bidder, Jack takes it upon himself to
somehow liberate whoever is left, and stop Agnes and her cohorts and bring them to justice before they can kill
anyoneelse, which of course would require him not getting killed himself, or losing his now-beloved Lizzy.

After a valiant escape from captivity from a sexually-obscessed Agnes, Jack frees Lizzy and the rest of the gitls,
standing up to Agnes and her very heavily armed ‘family’ alone, putting Agnes herself in chains. But not without
the help of the Native Shaman spirit who hasbeen hauntingJack all along, and the ghosts of the miners who were
killed onthe land. With Agnes’ husband dead,and hermentally-retarted brotherin law not under Agnes’ thumb
(and spell) anymore, Jack finds the gold and after giving whathe canto the girls for their new lives, gives the rest
back to the river, realizing thatthe Cree were right to call White men, particularly miners, ‘those who have gone
mad in the pursuit of money’.
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A thriller/horror Western based on thereal story of Agnes McFee, operatorof ‘Hundred and Eight Mile’ BX Stage
Station, who relieved nearly 60 miners of their lives and money, and untold numbers of young girls oftheir freedom
during the rough and tumble Gold Rush daysin British Columbia,Canada. To this day,not all of the bodies nor the
gold havebeen recovered.

LIARS, THEIVES AND TRAINROBBERS (screenplay)

Logline: The REAL story behind old-but-still-defiant gentleman bandit Bill Minerin 1905 British Columbia, who
lied so much thathebelieved his own bullsh-t about the identities he adopted, while all the while losing connection
to his only trustable friend, Jack Budd, under-appreciated workhorse buddy who Bill pulled back into outlawing,
then stole most everything he had, including the woman Jack truly loved.

Story: The REAL story behind old-but-still-defiant outlaw Billy Miner previously portrayed by Richard
Farmsworth in ‘The Grey Fox’, based on very real (but often unrecorded) events revealed to the writers of the
present screenplay by those who lived through it.

After his release from two decadesin San Quinton in 1904 atthe age of 60, Bill Miner wandered up to Canada and
started robbing trains, shocking the hated Canadian Pacific Railroad and becominga hero to the general population
whose livelihoods were threatened by the [ron Horse. Between robberies, as ‘gentleman miner’ George Edwards,
Miner was a charmerand teller of lies who believed his own bullshit. He did this to the point of putting himself and
those who trusted him in danger. But when crossed or comered, Miner was hardly the ‘gentleman bandit’ that his
legends portrayed him as. The story is told through the eyes and experiences of Jack Budd, Bill Miner’s old (and
‘wants to go straight’) friend who looked out for Bill when he could, and who paid the price many times when Bill
Miner screwed up, or caused pain in other people’s lives.  But Jack Budd was loyal to the end, even when ‘George
Edwards’ stole the woman Jack wanted, and deserved, to have ashis wife. And Bill Miner remained deluded till

his eventualend.

KOLIKOTRONIS (screenplay)

Logline: Fact-infused story aboutthe Pancho Villa/George Washington of the Greek Revolution against the Turks
in 1821,anhonorable outlawwho did more to liberate Greece than his aristocratic backstabbing Comrades,and was
tossed in jail afterdoing the job, only to be released later afterthe Turks invaded a divided Greece to save his
country. Story told from viewpoint of American ex-patriate who joined ‘Old Man Kolikotronis as a physician, and
confidant,and potentiallink to the American government.

Story: Fact-based story about ‘Old Man’ Kolikotronis, the George Washington, Pancho Villa and Socra tes ofthe
Greek revolution in the 1820s who led the revolt against the Turks, then was turned upon by “‘upper crust’ Greek
Allies in a conflict thatnearly started a World War. The story is told from the perspective of a young American
doctor/journalist (John Quincy Walton) who is swept up into the Revolution during his ‘holiday’ in Greece. He
finds himself intricately involved with Old Man Kolikotronis’ seemingly simple but in reality very complicated role
in liberating his country. Walton does his best against impossible odds to prevent the Greeks from makingthe same
mistakes which were made in the American Revolution, or by revolutionary ‘heroes’ such as Walton’s ‘hero’ father,
who in reality was no hero atall. The conflict-heavy bond between Kolikotronis and the ‘young Turk’ American
idealist is endangered by a beautiful woman with a mysterious past who threatensnot only the father-son
relationship between Walton and Old Man Kolikotronis, but the fate of the Revolution itself.

Comment: Based on realevents, asrecorded by impartialhistorians. Endorsed by formerPresidential Candidate
(and Greek) Michael Dukakis.

GHOST AGENT (screenplay)
Logline: Prolific, dedicated and humanistic writer (Frank) who hassabotaged himselfin marketplace takes up offer
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of embittered ex-wife plastic surgeon (Jennifer), fakeshis death get new identity and life insurance money to
remarket/produce hismaterial, butis transformed into a woman (Taylor) without his consent and the money.
Taylor soon learns to use feminine skills to manipulate the corrupt/crass movie execs, sells Frank’s work to them,
then gets corrupted by system herself, about to bastardize/commercialize Frank’s work till Jennifer and Frank’s
post-marital girlfriend intervene, awakening Frank within Taylor.

Story: A kind-hearted, prolific, ‘hundred years behind yet a thousand yearsahead’, severely ignored male writer
(Frank Johnson)is a self destructive marketer,and a horrible lover to his neo-Hippie girlfriend (Susan) who wants
and deserves to bemore.  After self-sabotaging himself for the last time at the biggest Film Festival on the
continent, making himself unmarketable to ANYone, Frank makeshis final statement. He goes to the steps of
MGM Studios in ‘Los(t) Angeles’, places all of his scripts in front of him, and poursthe contents of his gasoline
containerover him, but when he lights the match, he discovers thatit hasbeenreplaced by Coolaid.  Frank’s
estranged ex-wife (Jennifer) takes pity on him when she visits him in the nuthouse. She suggests a plan in which
Frank will fakehis his death to collect insurance money and a new identity through which he canuse said fundsto
market his work with a fresh start. Jennifer is now a respected plastic surgeon who secretly envies his com mitment
to and abilities in thearts and is openly jealous of hippie-dippy Susan. Completely unexpectedly, Frank Johnson
wakes up on the operatingtable without his ‘johnson’,in the form of an attractive female with a new face and hot
new body. Jennifer hasturned Frank into ‘Taylor’ for his own good, as well aswith a bit of a revenge for his
having strayed away from her and establishing a relationship with Susan.  But Jennifer isn’t cruel...she insures
that ‘Taylor’ hasenough salary money from ‘Frank’s’ insurance policy (which she ‘inherits’) to live and work asa
normalperson, and NOT a fame obsessed writer/producer.

However, Taylorlearns that with ‘her’ new hotbody, she canbea farbetter marketerthan Frank everwas.
Representing Frank’s work takes to the festivals where Frank had screwed up and becomesa hit being the
representative of the ‘dead’ writer’s works. Susanis pleased, Jennifer is pissed off. Then, Taylor becomes
corrupted by the system Frank’s works were supposed to expose and reform. She startsto bastardize Frank’s work
to make it commercial killing it’s soul. Coming to the rescue, Susan and Jennifer working together to ‘deprogram’
Taylor so she/he could remember what the Core of Frank’s work really is.

Jennifer, Susan and Taylorteam up to convert the horribly commercial and ‘cool to be cruel” promoting movie about
to be shot into something Real, from the heart of where Frank’s writing came from,and from a place of Heartand
Soul in which the three of them now live, very united.

SINGING FOR THE BOSS (screenplay)

Logline: Woman with musicaltalent and vitality most shrinks and normalpeople envy who was put in psych ward
by her morally-corrupt abusive ‘respectable’ husband (so he can get custody of her children) claims that Bruce
Springstein is en route to rescue her and bring her into his band, convinces head-heavy, soul-dead,introverted
shrink thatherstory just might be real and thatbeing insane is small price to pay for being Alive, big A.

Story: A brilliant, reserved shrink (Sidney Edelman, Ph.D., M.D.) dealing with mid crisis (dull out virus) and very
visible demons he can see encounters a colorfully free-spirited ‘tall-tale’ telling ever-singing female psych patient
(Monika Korinski) who finds a way to wake up his slumbering, guilt-ridden Soul, and who also claims that Bruce
Springstein is on his way to ‘spring’ her from the ward and take her and her daughters on tour with him.

The obstacles standing in the way of Sidney letting Monika out and go on tour with ‘the Boss’ include, firstly, a
research competitor (very proper, manipulative and secretly very sadistic Dr. Patel) who wants to shit Sidney’s
innovative ‘anti-dull out’ research work down, and lock him up in his own psych facility. Secondly, Monika’s
husband, a suave and slick lawyer who knows who to pay off and whatto say so thathis wife remains inside the
ward, thus allowing him to keep her money and hermost prized possession, her two daughters,one of whom he is
secretly abusing. Thirdly, Sidney’s own biomedical judgment, which wavers between recognizing that ‘crazy
songstress’ Monika is either the Sanest, most talented person he ever met or thatsheis living in her own delusional
fantasy, makingherself dangerous to herself, others and himself if released.
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SCARED SH-TLESS, INC (screenplay)

Logline:  Setup to scarea teenaged ‘problem child’ whose motherwas married to Mafia don into going on the
straight and narrow according the the dictates of said teen’s Preacher stepfather goes wrong when actor who plays
teen girl’s ‘ultracool date’ kidnapsher for real, requiring motherto work with ex-Cop who hired the actor,and
discovery that the Preacher she married is a bigger criminal than herMafia hubby ever was, particularly with regard
to her daughter.

Story: ‘SSI, Inc’ brings young offenders into staged crimes where said offenders become the victims in order to
show them the pain of being on the receiving end of cruelty. The organization, known only to insiders in the Police
and Justice Department, is run by Nick Dimitropolis, a highly un-orthodox ex-Cop who still hassome (but not
many)trusted friends inside the Force. Something goes wrong when one ofthe actors hired by SSI takes his role
too seriously, turning a safely-staged ‘daterape’ into a real life kidnappingofa teenaged ‘problem child’.

The problem child in question is Elaine, daughterof a widowed Mafia wife (Rayana)who decided to go
Fundamental Christian as well as ‘straight’. Rayana’snew hubby is a high-profile, super-moral, well-liked
Evangelist who, behind the pulpit, is more cruel and crooked than any Mafia dud (or dude) Rayana evermet,a claim
made by ‘problem child’ Elaine which Rayanadoesnotbelieve and which cannotbe proven.

Meanwhile, mob-hatingNick and former Mafia-Princess Rayana mustlearn to put their differences aside to get
Elaine home safely from the actor-gone-made Nick had hired to ‘kidnap’ her. Standingin their way is (a) a police
department that wants Nick’s ass in jail, (b) a progressively-demented kidnapperwhose fantasiesaboutbeinga ‘cool
criminal actor’ become deadlier by the moment, and (c) Rayana’s Evangelic husband, whose criminal activities will
be found outif Elaine if not found by Nick and her motherbefore the ‘good pastor’ can shut up his ‘problem step
daughter’ for good.

In the process of liberating Elaine from the clutches of the good Reverend, Nick and Rayanna form the kind of
romance thatis based in reality ratherthan fantasy, while motherand daughterunite in ways they can learn from
each other.

LEROY AND THE ROACH (screenplay)

Feature length humanistic, and raunchy, comedy.

Logline: A defeated-before-his-time millenial musicianin NYC is recruited by talking cockroach (Myrna, terribly
Upper class English ET in disguise) to work with her to foil plot by the Planet Mediocra to distribute
libido-draining, soul-numbing ‘dull out’ toxin into water supply of that most Alive city and then the world so that
the reproductively-sterile and emotionally-dull Mediocrans can take overthe planet,and the universe.

Extended Premise: A down on himself, given-up-on-life-before-his-time, easily intimidated ‘loser’ (Leroy)
existing in a low rent apartment in Harlem is contacted by a highly intelligent, terribly English, upper crust life form
from Outer Space,(Myma). It'sa mismatch of mind and body as Myma hastaken on the form ofa talking and
very unaccustomed to New York cockroach who hasbeen assigned a Mission to save the Universe, which can only
happen if she works with Leroy.  The planet Mediocra hasaccidentally dropped offa vial of highly potent ‘dull
outtoxin’ near Coney Island which, when ingested, turns the most vitally alive people into lifeless geeks, and the
hottest lovers into people who don’t even know how to breed.  Such is the only way thatthe Planet Mediocra, a
place where Intimidation hasbecome the way everything gets done, and inner vitality (along with the ability to
breed) is now extinct.

Leroy and Myra must work with each otherto find two little green guys (Grim and Dral) who have landed
somewhere in the Big Crab Apple, and prevent them from retrieving the dull out virus toxin and distribute it
throughout the universe. In theprocess, our dysfunctionalduo of heroes have to overcome their own fears, face

their most horrifying demons, and dealwith a romance thathasmaterialized between them even with the handicap
of it being an inter-racial, inter-planetary AND inter-species love affair.

Story:

It's a special night for Mission Control on Mediocra, where the reptilian-humanoid bosses rule by intimidating those
below them. Those ruled do whateverthey can to fake proficiency to and hide any expressive emotions from the
bosses to avoid punishment,and advance themselves by viciously outdoing their comrades in kissing the asses of
their taller superiors.  But the bosses, particularly the Intimidator General, have a big problem. Mediocra is such
a dull, boring and lifeless planetthatthey have lostthe ability to breed, as romance is considered 'bad form' and
reproductive partson male Mediocrans have diminished due to underuse. To prevent their planet from being
overun by emotionally expressive planets where inhabitant can effectively reproduce, the Mediocrans have
developed a Dull Out Neuterino toxin which turns even the most expressive life forms into boring, procedural and
asexualbeings.  The stockpile of toxin was accidently left on planet earth,and is currently buried in a marsh
somewhere nearNew York City. Sent to retrieve the toxin (so it can be distributed thoughout the galaxy) are
tiny-peckered Grim and Dral, two promising asskissing but still middle ranking Mediocrans, who havenever
experienced 'shore leave' anywhere, but harbora curiousity for whatit's like to be an expressive and sexually
active. It's a no-brainermission, except for the factthat sneakingon board the craftis an intelligent, upper-class
'English' female life form (Myma) who hastaken onthe form ofa cockroach to avoid detection by the Mediocrans.
Myma's Mission- Locatetheagenther home planethasassigned to her, find the toxin, and destroy it before it can
do any MORE harm (as it hasdulled out so many artistically expressive humanoids on earth already,aswell as
inhabitants of her planet).

Upon landing in anunderpopulated area of Central Park, Grim and Dral come upon a Rasta stonerbeing frisked by a
Cop, makingfriends with the stoner while pickpocketing the Cop (who doesn't see the little green guys), and
admiring the size of the penis of both male humanoids. They mistake a fountain spoutingwater for a verile
underground earth god-man, who they give offerings to asthey try discover masterbation. Meanwhile, Myma,as
a talking cockroach, makes herway to the agent she hasbeen assigned to work with, getting instructions from head
office on her all-head and little-heart home planet by spitting on manure, then reading the message.  After
interacting with a homeless scholar, empowering a pussy-whipped husband to stand up to his domineering feminist
wife, and arguing with earthling cockroaches whose talk she finds crude and vulgar, her pathleadsto Leroy Jones,
busking outside the subway station.

Leroy isn't the most classy musician in the Big Crab Apple, but he's the most sincere, dedicated and expressive.
While still in his late 20s, he's a washout at everything he's tried. On occasion he daresto dream,but haslearned to
dream small, if atall as the years have gone by. The only accomplishmentsto his name were in his early teens,
when he got second placein cross country running, after which even thatathletic career went downhill.  He shares
an apartment with many earthling cockroaches, who always get to his food before he does. Shocked athavingto
work with such anunevolved and unintelligent life form (Leroy), Myma introduces herself to him, and the Mission
athand. Leroy disbelieves her, thinking thatsheis a hallucination from his acid-dropping days or perhapsa kinky,
sexually alluring ‘roach toy bitch' sent by his sister to scare him into going straight. To convince him of her real
identity, Myma hasbeen authorized to grant him three 'wishes'.  Inresponse to that offer, the self -defeated Leroy
asks fora Zagnut bar(thathasnotbeen eaten by roaches first), a jobas an ASSISTANT playground supervisor (so
he can discourage kids from bullying each other, as such was doneto him atanearly age) and then...to be able to
pick up andbeloved by any womanhewants. Technical problems prevent Myma from granting that third
squandered wish, but instead, she accompanies Leroy to a classy, 'in crowd' cafe, planting herself behind his ear,
ratherthan inside his crotch, which was his original plan.

Through non-magicalmeans, Myrma helps Leroy stand up for himself to the snooty hostand clients atthe ea tery he
always got thrown out of, and coaches him in how to get the expressive, artistic, hip and cool woman of his dreams
who he spots atthe pooltable. Butjust asLeroy is aboutto collect on his pitch to her, said woman turns into a dull,
boring, lifeless, procedural, asexualNorman Rockwell Polka dancer(ala Lawrence Welk), along with the other
inhabitants atthe bar, courtesy of a canister of Dull Out Neuterino toxin Grim and Dral dropped into the place, to
neutralize Myma, Leroy and a bunch of earthlings for further clinical trails. ~Leroy somehowis immune to the
drug, rescuing Myrna from the dreaded soul-killing toxin justin time.

Meanwhile, Grim and Dral decide to investigate earth culture while getting bearings on where thetoxin is. Their
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first stop is a sex shop, where because they have lots of money in their pocket, the very small peckered and more
kind thanmean hearted ETs are invited inside by a money-hungry dominatrix. They then go into a tourist shop,
coming out all decked out as out of towners, complete with books on the locallingo.  The manualtheyuseis a
book of slang insults, which they think is vocabulary one usesto shower praise on those whose ass you arekissing.
The two little green guys try it out,then find themselves being celebs to the tourists and the kids, takinga liking to
earth culture, but then get word from the Intimidator General thatthe location of the toxin is verified. To
enthusiastic applause, they depart the tourist shop, grab a cab,and head to Rockaway Beach. Following them is
Leroy and Myrna, neither of which can get a cab. But Leroy's feet canstill run like the wind. Leroys' athletic
legs enable him to keep up with the cab,buthe hasstay hidden and get other transportation. Stealing a stolen
motorcycle from a Gangsta (a class of people he fears), Leroy continues pursuit, daring to take a jump overan open
drawbridge thatlandshim in a swamp. But, by crawling into Leroy's ass to get anothernitrogenous template to spit
into, Myrna finds the location of the toxin before Grim and Dral do.

Renting a boat, Leroy and Myrna dredge for the toxin in the prescribed location, during which Myrna relates the
drawbacks, regreats and desperation of living on a more-brains-than-heart planet, fueling even more of a romance
between herself and the emotionally expressive yet still intellectually unsophisticated Leroy. They finally find the
toxin, then are found by Grim and Dral. A chase ensues, which takesthem into the vicinity of a Tour Boat. Using
his brains in wayshe never thought possible, Leroy tricks the Tour Guide and tourists to take pics of the chase,
which is part of a movie, so he claims. As a Producer-Actor, he promises the hot women on board that whoever
shows their breasts to the little green guys (who are big stars under their suits) gets to a bit partin the film, and to
whoever gets them laid first, they get a supporting role in the next film. Upon seeing earth women who want them,
Grim and Dral develop hard ons thatknock out their weaponsand the rudder of the boat.

Leroy feels really good about himself, for the first time in...ever.  But his mood diminishes when Myna leaves
anothermessage in the shit covering the back of the boat. It saysthatshehasbeen given orders to meet him athis
apartment,and hasto do anotherdetour,solo. Leroy comeshome with the toxin, looking forward to a mealand
maybea romantic eveningafterwards with Myma, but instead finds a ransom note left by Grim and Dral. They will
kill Myrma unless he delivers the toxin to them, and will release her if she does. The RendevousPoint is an
abandoned amusement park where Leroy was scared to deathasa kid. Armed with a paint gun thatfallsapart after
he goes into the Hall of Horrors, Leroy is determined to free Myrna, carrying the bags of toxin with him. He finds
her tied up, releases her, then tells her that he brought fake toxin with him. Hearing such is Grim and Dral, who
surrender to Leroy, asthey don't wantto go home, and they also wantto destroy the toxin. They adom Leroy with
insulting words intended to hail him as a hero, and inform him, through Myrna, thatthere are even bigger problems.
The Intimidator Generalis coming to Earth in 24 hours to retrieve the toxin, as well as the astronauts sent to collect
it. Whattodo? Myna and Leroy comeup with anidea.

As it is Halloween, Leroy is madeup to look like a Senior Mediocran, who will challenge the Intimidator General to
aduel. At first, it seems easy--—-Leroy's penis is farlarger than any Mediocran's,and such is currency on that planet.
As areserve, Leroy will challenge the Intimidator General to a footrace, winner takeall. Upon landing, it seems
like theIntimidator Generalis anold fart who canbarely trot. But Leroy screws things up by trying to speak
Mediocran that Myra whispered into his ear,conveying to the Head Mediocran that he can use a champion instead.
Said Champion is a spitting image of the dude who outran and degraded Leroy when he was a kid, only he is bigger,
and Mediocran. The fate of the Expressive Beings of the universe is at stake,and there is no turning back.

By using determination, a few tricks from Myra, and the Champion's lack of experience with pain, Leroy tricks
him into going slower, and slower. Meanwhile, Grim and Dral trick the Intimidator Generalinto being held up by
earthlings thinking thattheraceis part ofa Halloween show. Conquering his fears, and overcominglearned
helplessness, Leroy wins the race, the well being of many Alive between the ears planets, and the ability of Grim
and Dral tostay on earth. When the Intimidator General scolds his Companion, trying to degrade him into feeling
like a piece of shit, Leroy makesthe Intimidator General feel like garbage, so he knows what if feels like. The
Intimidator General reconsiders the code of how one advances on his planet, and headshome.

Coming by is a Park Committee, giving Leroy an award for best outdoor costume and performanceact. Myma
askshim if he is okay with people not knowing whatthe award is really for, and he saysthatnow, finally, he is.
Myrmma is called back to homeplanet,and even if she doesn't go, she can'tremain in her current body asa roach
becausesuchis failing. She hobbles off into the sunset to a ship taking her home, promising to work with
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ANOTHER life form to save the planet besides Leroy, but promising to come back to him for more personal
reasons.

Time passes. Leroy hasupgraded his life and aspirations. The street musician who can barely spell opera is now
composing his own operatic Works, with some success, mostly because HE believes in them. While playing his
keyboard,a roach comesuponthe ivories. He relates events of his recent life to the roach, thinking it is Myma, but
it is nother. Instead, Myma appearsbehind him, in very human form, as a beautiful woman, whose current life
form is now owned, not rented.

BARKER’S BITE (screenplay)

Logline: Aged, Quixotic ex-Confederate Cavalry Officer (Captain Barker) seeks to redeem his less-than-stellar
record during the War by stealing shipment of Yankee gold in 1868 with band of colorfully -dysfunctionalmisfits
anduse it to buy Canadian land to built a new Confederacy, with all the grace of the Old South and none of the
racial/class bigotry

Story: An aging, ex-Confederate Cavalry Officer (Captain Barker)seeks to redeem his less-than-stellar record
during the Civil War by stealing a large shipment of Yankee gold in 1868 with the plan to high-tail it to Canadaand
give it to exiled President Jefferson Davis so he can buy a chunk of Crown land in Canada where a new
Confederacy can be built, with all the grace ofthe Old South and none of the racial/classbigotry. Barker also is
determined to free all Confederate soldiers still imprisoned by the Union army,a large numberof them (many of
them having been captured while under Barker’s command)now imprisoned in privately owned and secretly
operated gold mines in the West.  Holding the prisoners, aswell asa lot of Yankee gold stolen from the South is
young industrialist-soldier MajorForbes, a vicious and ambitious young Union Bluecoat who still has Barker’s
captured regiment in chains,and who also stole his daughter’sheart, convincing her to become his loving wife.

Assisting the aging and deluded, butstill determined Barker is a former Slave who found that freedom in the North
was both scary and anythingbut free, a young Eastern College drop out who got tossed out of his blue-blood family
in New York outto get rich enough to buy his way back home, an immigrant Italian who wants money to fund a
Revolution in his own country, and a half-breed half-mutilated Native Shamen who seeks revenge on all White
men except, for now anyway, Barker.

DREAMBOAT REALITIES (screenplay, half hour series pilot)

Logline: Talented, passionate, humanistic illustrator/cartoonist who is actively disrespected and ignored by
everyone in the ‘real’ world given chancetolive in an alternative universe where he can do anythinghe wantsand
which is occupied by a dream woman who appreciates his work, but none of whathe does in thatrealm will ever be
seen by the Yuppoid crap-headsin the ‘real’ world, forcing him to decide where he dwells.

Story: Rich Morata is a talented cartoonist and portrait painter who is earning a living slapping painton walls,
mostly in places where ‘hip, cool and in-the-loop’ Yuppie scum sip their capachinos. He is a struggling artist who
hasbeen rejected for so long thathe is not demoted to being ignored, asa painter and a person. He hasno effect in
the world no matterwhathe does or tries to do. While driving to his one-person ‘hole in the wall’ home one day,
he nearly hits a baby abandoned ontheroad. At great risk to himself, he avoids hitting the baby, finding thatitis a
doll. “Makea wish and it will happen”it saysonthe back. He wishes to be in a universe where he can do
whateverhe wants, with someone to share it with. The wish is granted when he meets Luna,hair down to her waist
‘hippie maiden’ with a warm smile and generous heart. Rich and Luna live in their own universe, literally. A
time warp where they can do whateverthey want and not be stopped by anyone. Hecanrob banks,spill coffee on
Yuppie scum,and even paint his own satirical cartoons on the Starbuck’s walls. ~ The only problem ---no one will
ever notice whathe does artistically in this parallel universe except himself and Luna. Rich hasto decide whether
he lives happily with the very lonely and deserving Luna, or go back to the trenches in the ‘real’ world populated by
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people with closed minds, eyes and hearts.

Rich makestheheroic choice of bravingit in the ‘real’ world assomeone whose Atrt is real and whose enemies are
many,ratherthan live as someone who is liked, and loved, for doing something thatis appreciated fordoing
something that hasno effect in the real world.

WISEGIRLS (screenplay)

Three women who havebeen abused by men in different ways. Jenna was a fat, obese, always-ridiculed kid and is
now using her surgically-altered hot,attractive adult body to lure in men, make them fall in love with her, then break
their hearts after getting their money. Gabriella is the smartest sibling in her Mobster family whose abuse,
manipulative and less-intelligent brother Joey gets to inherit her beloved father’sempire. Tanya wasbornto a
manipulative, sadistic, and sexually-abusive KGB agent who is now even more powerful asa legitimate
Russian-American politico in America. The three women team up to extractrevenge on the men, and gender, who
abused them in the past,but once they taste the sweet nectarof revenge, they begin to turn on each other, their plans
to enjoy a life of happiness, respect and prosperity don’t quite work out as expected.

PARADICED (novel)

It’s 1905, New Revolutions breaking outor aboutto do so all over the world. Sasha Barisnki is dedicated to
fighting for Workers’ rights, a free Poland and the well being of her fellow Jews all over the world. ~ She is more
dedicated to finding her father, who was carted away by the Czar’s Army with the help of Polish turncoat Baron
Dubrinski.  Papa left Sasha the responsibility to carry onhis Work asa Polish Democratic-Socialist Revolutionary,
and a map of a gold mine in Colorado from which said revolution could be funded. An easy thing for Sasha to
retrieve the gold except for Baron Dubrinski having set in motion a manhunt forher hide, a population of rather
uncooperative townsfolk around the mine, and her own ‘duel’ identity as being half woman and half man, both in
mind AND body, each of those entities fighting against each other. Making matters more ‘interesting’---Papa may
still be alive, buthasturned into someone and something Sasha never knew, or expected.

BIG UNEASY (screenplays)

Women from different backgrounds (Italian-American mob Princess, White Trash New Orleans, Stuck-on-the-Rez
Native American, and KGB/Russian Mob) who were abused by men in different ways when growing up collide
asadults, their association providing a vehicle by which they can extract their revenge on those who did them
wrong, and othersof themale gender. The revenge fest gets out of hand, pitting the girls againsteach other,
makingthem face their own demons and forcing them to realize that abusersare also haunted by demons.

Three different versions of the script written, each with a different demographic and storyline. Some comedic,
some more dramatic. Adjusted to different locations and demographics. Co-owned.

SHOES (stageplay)

A pair of stiletto heels hasmagical powers to transform whoever wears them, for better or worse. Subjected to the
power of these shoes, directly or indirectly are (a) a burnt out, abusive, overly -intelligent New York Coroner who
dances with the corpses in his lab because they make him feel more alive thanreal people, (b) a naive Janitor who
thinks he is Jesus, speaking Aramaic and welcoming abuse from others, and (c) a kind hearted single Mom from

Arkansas who reactivates her career asa Pathologist in the Coroner’s lab for reasonsthat she hides from others, and
herself.

DEVIL IN HER DRONE (stageplay, produced as 30 min film)

An emotionally-intense renegade investigative Neuroscientist seeks to find the anatomy of evil, drawing him to
dissecting the mind and soul of a Wicka serial killer suspect who he falls in love with. Said Neuroscientist is aided
by a comedically nerdy assistant who he ignores and writes off as justanothervictim of dull out disease that
happensin the modern technological world, until he realizes thatthe Assistant is the Devil incarnate, who spreads
the worst kind of evil to unsuspecting victims---lifelessness.

GOLDPLAY
Stageplay and novella, seriocomedic, with lots of political meat, and satire.
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Logline: Three dysfunctionalyetpotentially effective Revolutionaries are drawn to the same undiscovered gold
mine in 1907 New Mexico. A failed Bolshevik from Russia, a feminist who wants to arm women against men to
take over America, and a Mexican Rebel who wantsto reform his country his OWN way. They are pitted against
each other by the failed Bolshevik’s slow-witted Afro-American servant, who hasdesigns on them and the gold that
are notrevealed until his secret agenda is well underway.

Story: 1907, globally a time for cultural and political revolutions with winner take all consequences. Some
revolutionaries are noble, accomplished and intelligent, others are well meaningand colorfully dysfunctional, with
no shortage of hidden secrets and weakness. And as for which Revolution is most important for world
Enlightenment, passionate revolutionaries are in constant disagreement. Particularly when they all seek to fund
their revolutions back home by robbing a train filled with gold going through the rugged hills of New Mexico.

First on the mountain awaitingthe train is Ivan, book-smart/people ignorant failed Revolutionary from Russia
who was less than effective in the 1905 attempt to overthrow the Czar, with a mandate of returning back home with
gold to fund anotherRevolution afterhe caused so many screw ups in the one he left.  With him, a slow witted
Afro-American man, Leroy, who embracesbeing a slave to Ivan, even though Ivan doeshis best to try to liberate
him and make him think for himself. Ivan obtained partialinforma tion about howto pull off the robbery from a
letter from an anonymous Socialist Libertarian, and is confident that he will be able to figure out therest.  But,
realistically, he can't.

By 'coincidence', another Revolutionary arrives on the lookout site which is ideal as a place torob train.
Fernandezis YaquiIndian who is dedicated to starting a Revolution back in Sonora, Mexico, to liberate his own
people and ALL of'the Indigenous Tribes of North America soon afterwards. He also hasbeen given a letter
containing some of the clues asto how to rob the train and get away with the booty. It doesn't take long for
Fernendez, (anotherunder-achievertrying to make good on his past mistakes)and Ivan to quarrel about which
Revolution is mostimportant,and who should lead them, and who should takehome the gold. The pathologically
kindhearted Leroy provides 'comic' relief, while inadvertently makingthings worse between his Russian Master
and his potential new Yaqui Master.

Fighting aboutidealogy and gold escalate when a woman comes into camp,a Nun passing herself off as Sister
Thelma. Sheis a newby Revolutionary who is bad atdeception, but dedicated above allelse to funding the
Liberation of everyone of her gender, something the two men dismiss asunnatural. After she sheds her habit,and
shows her real identity, she tries to pit the two men against each other with her feminine charmsand dominatrix
persona, so that she can keep the gold oncethey getit. But reasonand collective greed persevere, in part through
Leroy's intervention. The trio combines abilities and information, successfully robbing the train.

But gold feverhits hard when they get up to whatthey think is there secret campground. Quarrels asto who
should get whatin the booty of gold, bondsand cash escalate, made even worse by the discovery that 90 percent of
the booty is missing. Each one of'the trio suspectsthe other, with shifting alliances abounding. Butthey finally
bond together when the Pinkertons find their way to Camp.

The three revolutionaries make a run for it, afterleaving the small amount of gold that is left in camp for Leroy
to have, so he can buy his freedom, something which he haslearned about and nowembracesratherthan fearsasa
result of being educated by the three idealistic and dedicated revolutionaries.

The Pinkertons start shooting the fleeing rebels, killing or capturingthem all. Leroy looks down the mountain
and gives a signal to the bushes. Emerging is a White Pinkerton Deputy addressing his superior, Sheriff Leroy,
with fearand subservience. Leroy sheds his slow witted 'Uncle Tom'persona, and accepts his share of the booty
from the train, which he himself had sneaked away from camp underthe noses of his revolutionary 'masters’. He
keeps 50% of it, as the new leader of the 20th Century Revolution, in which Greed is King, Queen and President.
Then he proudly pockets the letters send anonymously to the three revolutionaries to get them all to one location so
they canbe snared, captured,and spill the goods on their fellow rebels who would depose Leroy's Corporate and
Capitalist bosses.

FORBIDDEN MITSFAS (screenplay)

An old man suffering from survivor’s guilt mistakenly believes thathe was a child in the Concentration Camps
during WWII, and wrote a book about his experiences, which hasmade his son and daughtervery rich, and enables
them to provide tax-free contributions to Israeli Orphans, and fun very profitable ‘public serving’ companies.
Said son, against the wishes of his weaker but kind daughter, carries the illusion too farwhen, against his sister’s
wishes, he startsto identify his business competitors as Nazi collaborators to his Papa, who then kidnaps (or kills)
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them,a task which gives his aging life purpose. But things get out of hand when one of the kidnappings gets out
ofhand, the ‘mark’clearly innocent, son and daughter finally dealing with the mess they created forthemselves, the
world, and their Alzheimer’s afflicted father.

Based on a true story. One hour spec script written for ‘Flashpoint’, convertible into feature film in it own right or
another Cop show thatis appropriate.

GUSTAV

Gustav,a dashing 20-something fashionably-libertarian dude in 1848 Hamburgis about to enter a privileged life asa
brilliant physician-scientist. Buthis life pathtakesan unexpected left turn when he is summoned to meet an elderly
mentalpatient, ‘Maria 5°, who claims to be his mother, informing him that he is non other than the son of Lu dwig
von Beethoven. The clearly non-musical Gustav takesit in stride until he finds himself caughtup with, thenin the
middle of, the Freedom and Enlightenment Revolutions of 1848 sweeping across the continent, then in the
crosshairs of a diabolical and sadistic anti-Revolutionary tyrant in charge of the Oppressor’s Armies. The battle
between good vs. evil, democratic socialism vs imperialist capitalism,and idealistic fantasy vs. hard reality takes
place against the backdrop of the turbulent political revolutions in Europe and then the wide expansesofthe Texas
prairies, the fate of Civilization on both sides of the Atlantic in the balance.

OM RANGE

Bluewater is a small community nestled amongst the big mountains of modern day British Columbia. Centralto
its life is ‘Doc Hans’, a reclusive modern day 80-years-youngmountain man, backwater scientist, outlaw healer,
animalprotectorand very Germanic philosopher. =~ Hanshassaved the lives or livelihoods of mosteveryone in
Bluewater at one time, its citizens honoring him by not asking him abouthowor why he cameto Canada afterthe
War. Two of Uncle Hans’ favorite and most loyalhelpers are 17 year old cowboy -to-the-core Bill and
allergic-to-everything-natural science geek younger brother John McClure. But Hanshasa special one-sided
connection with Leonie, 16 year old super-hot self-sabotaging ‘Indian Princess’ whose 1Q is through the roof,
obsessed with trying to get herself pregnant by a rich dude, while still harboring deep feelings for the dirt poor
McClure brothers.

Secrets are safe and inner agendasnotacted upon in Bluewater until a Toronto -raised,
hungry-for-recognition-at-any-cost cop, Carl Stiller, comesto town. The University of Toronto wash out lives in
the shadow ofhis successful, deceased Jewish Mobster father, whose ghost demandsthat Carldo a Big thing in his
life, while Carl’s Catholic motherbegs him to do the Right thing. The chanceto do both, along with earning his
way back to the inner circle of his father’s uppercrust Jewish family, materializes when he stumbles on rumors that
Doc Hanswasa brilliant scientist working for the SS on Jewish prisoners. Rumorsthat could be converted into
factasrequired, or desired to, with an added prize of providing the ‘rags toriches’ Pharmaceutical Company Carl’s
grandfathersetup afterthe war with even more stolen formulasthatcan be converted into big profits, at the expense
of many innocentpeople. Brother is pitted against brother in many families as the Truth aboutwho Hansis and
whathe really did during the war is discovered, and dealt with.

SOCRATEASE (novel)
Recipe:
1. A 23-going-on-80 yearold ‘looking for a noble cause’ Greek Canadian geek -philosopherwho composes
music mathematically but, to his unending frustration,hasno musicality in his soul.
2. A chubby, ‘plain Jane’ 22-yearold ‘looking for a loving man’straight-A linguist woman whose feetand
voice channelmusic too Alive forthe ‘cool’ world to handle, or recognize.
3. A 40-yearold, snotty blue-blood once-great film star, on his way down to being a ‘commoner’ who will do
anythingto rise up to the top again.
Bringing them together, and tearing them apart---a mathematical formula which can be used to compose mind
altering lyrics and music that will make ANYone dance, mark orkill to the tune of the person playing it.

Contemporary novel. For young adults,as well asthinking adultsof all ages.
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SLEEPSTALKER’S TRINITY (screenplay)

Logline: Pacifist, street-ministering, people-serving rebel Catholic Priest (Father Sean) with sleepwalking problem
is framed forrape and series of murders by son he didn’t know he had, then hasto work with investigative reporter
ex-wife to find thereal culprits, high level crooked Cops who are Sean’sclosest allies against crime and power
hungry Priest who was Sean’s first theological mentor.

Story: Sean Leary, a progressive, honest, deep-thinking, rebel, street-ministering Catholic priest who knows the real
dirt thatis going down in his city, but fights it with Pacifism and intelligently -designed non-violentresistance. He
also knows a whole lot of whatreally goes on with his fellow Priests who are farmore religious thanheis, though
he refrains from assassination of the Church in general because there area few Priests he really does, life and
respect. Though very healthy in body, Sean has some mentalproblems, most notably sleepwalking, with a violent
alter ego thattakes overwhen he does surrender to slumber. While recovering in the hospital from standingup to
a biker gang aboutto bring ashore a boatload of sex-slaves, giving the Cops enough time to come to the scene, Sean
is visited by his ex-wife, Yolanda, now arich and comfortable LA producer/director who is assigned to do a
documentary on ‘the homeless problem’, and is assigned by her company,and the Cops,to work with Sean. Sean
is not very excited about working with Yolanda,and she is even less enthusiastic about working with him, asthey
did not partcompany 15 yearsago on the best of terms, and have had no contact since.

Quite unexpectedly, Sean finds himself framed for rape of teenaged boys, particularly a street kid who remains
namelessand hasaccess Sean for spiritual guidance. Seanhasalso beenaccused of being the serial killer who has
been takingthe lives of homeless people and respectable citizens. The person framing him is the nameless street
kid, who visits FatherSean while heis locked up in the prison psych ward and tells Sean thatheis his son, Jimmy,
who is now demandingpayback forbeing ignored by Sean,and thrown into the streets by his mother. ~After
getting out ofjail, and makinghis way to Yolanda, Sean discovers that Yolanda didn’t even know their son was in
the country,ashe was sentto Europe to attend college. Sean, a felon who hasto prove his own innocence, and
who may have passed his genetic predisposition on to his son, is on the lamb,along with Yolanda. Together, they
get whiff of who is really doing the murders, and it is NOT Jimmy, but people farmore dangerous and
psychotic-—the head of Detectives who hasbeen working with Sean for years,and the Priest Sean trusted most
within his Parish.  And their nexttarget is Jimmy. And their motive---kill off Sean and his family, because they
may knowtoo much aboutillicit operationsinvolving top level Clergy and Copswho can’tafford tohavean
altruistic people-serving street-Priest and his documentary-makingex-wife still alive.

DAWN OF EVEY (screenplay)

Logline: A rebellious teen is brought back to her homein the rugged interior of British Columbia, discovering
secrets about herreal genetics, the families who spawned her, and a curse lingering on the multi-cultural town in
which she grew up which she must explain or untwist before another200 years of agonies afflict the community that
seems to be pristine and perfect to the outside world.

Story: Evey Smith, superbright, rebelliously moralistic, self-taught non-linear scientist and under-listened-to 15
yearold First Nations-White halfbreed is being brought up in Western Canada by self-absorbed, psuedo-liberalstep
parentsin New York. Sheis brought to her ultimate Destiny by (a) a lightening bolt that makes her forget much
of her pastthen (b) a letter from her home town in British Columbia, Canada from her Uncle Eddy, requesting that
she come back to the spacious multi-use Estate/Mini-Community her great-great grandfather founded 150 yearsago
when he formed a ‘special’ alliance with a colorful and smart Indian chief.

Outside of some culture shock the fast-paced New York conditioned First Nations girl experiences upon arrival...No
problem. Until Evey re-discovers memories that her fatherturned from being a peace-loving draft resistor (who
went to jail for his beliefs) to becoming a sadistic child and spouse abuser. Thather motherdisappeared without
notice, in a car ‘accident’. Thatherbelovedyet more adventurousthan bright younger sister, Renata lefta
suicide note in the woods on the night she went missing afterher fatherwent mad. And thatUncle Ben,
black-as-spadesservantto Uncle Eddy, was always around to make things ‘right’, or atleast comfortable. After
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being greeted on the bus by a kind, collected and annoyingly civil Uncle Ben, Evey encountersa very rich,
guilt-ridden, rapidly aging and mentally-unstable hippie Uncle Eddy who did not send for her and doesnot know
who did. Armed with a naturally inquisitive mind and one which is invade by psychedelic ‘visions’ thanksto the
lightening thatstruck her back in NY, and something she senses is in the air, water or food around her, Evey sees
more than she wants to.

There areindeed colorful and potentially dangerous charactersin the town a built around ‘Smithburg’, the estate
built around the trading post established by Jack Smith back in the 1860s, which was everything from an opera
house, hospital, tourist resort and mining camp, each of its financially -successful owners havingdied insane,
violently, or both.  There is Mayor Stony Buena, washed out and now mostly -stoned, always smiling, formerrock
star who still thinks that ‘all youneed is love’.  Constable Wilson is the town Cop, adamantly against the
weed-oriented culture that dominates the town and the Rez next to it, who is very concerned about Evey’s welfare
andsanity. Leonie Cloud, crooked Mafia don who runs all thelegal andillegal affairson the Rez. Leonieis a
descendent (and according to her pictures, an incarnation of) Chief Grey Cloud, the clever Indian Chief who made
the first deal with the Whites thatallowed the Abolishionist-anti-slavery New York based Smiths to establish a
colony in Canada that made them rich, with the help ofblack servants, the ‘Browns’, who were always smarter,
sanerand poorer than their white ‘partners’.  Billy Cloud, Leonie’s crazy brother who claims to be Evey’s real
biological father,and whose body is becoming more female by the day for reasons Leonie will notreveal.

Evey is followed by ghosts, some of them birds thattalk,and one of them very human, herdead sister Renata, who
may be hiding outin the woods, or merely in Evey’s progressively expanded imagination. An imagination that
could get Evey locked up, or killed, if she talks about it too much.

But some things are very real, and of THIS world, including a hidden cabin on the Rez which houses
biologically-altering drugs which were, and perhapsstill are,being used on the White and Indian populationsin and
around Smithburg, under orders from the US Army, havingbeen administered by Uncle Eddy and continued by
others for reasons Evey must find out before it is too late for those unassumingvictims, or her. Inthe end, she
figures out thatlike in Ancient Rome, it is lead in the drinking water delivered only to the wealthy which made the
rich people crazy and self-destructive, something that started with Grey Cloud and which was perpetuated by the
Browns, while both of them stole whatthey could from their White ‘partners’/bosses. It was the lead thatdrove
Uncle Eddy mad, enabling him to used mind and soul altering drugs on his own brother and sister in law and other
human guinea pigs in town, including ‘Uncle/Auntie’ Billy. And it is Uncle Ben, due to a long standingcontract
that was passed down from one generation to the next, who standsto inherit the now rich town of Smithburg, as
soon ashe and his US Army-contracted cronie (Constaple Wilson) and Uncle Eddy are dead,and Evey is declared
insane, or dead.

RUN FOR THE FORTY-NINTH
Feature length screenplay, dramato-comedic contemporary Western.

Logline: Two Canadian slacker ‘neverbeen outside of rural Saskatchewan’ loser teens, an aspiring rodeo Cowboy
and his trusted Indian buddy, cheat their way out of High School and fumble their way into the Montana Rodeo
circuit in 1970 where they discover the 60s Revolutions, their manhood,and a Mexican weed dealer conne cted to
crooked Cops who offers them the business deal of a lifetime that will enable them to return homeaskings. The
arrangement works until the boys take it upon themselves, against the wishes of their powerful new bosses, take it
upon themselves to return home to ‘nothing ever happens Saskatchewan’ without permission of their bosses to
smuggle life-saving illegal medication from Mexico to their fatherback home before it is too late.

EAT, BEG, BARF

A satire on the book and film, ‘Eat, Pray, Love’ from the perspective of a self-absorbed, deluded and ‘like-so-cool’
authoress. Short story for those who (a) were disappointed with the book/film, (b) hated the film/book or (c) liked
the film/book but can still take a joke about it.

ASSASSIN HERO
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Novel.

Logline: Ina futuristic age where Democrats and Republicanshave equally screwed up an expandingand corrupt
American Empire (the UAU, which now includes Canada and most of Latin America), a popularNative American
stand up comic (Whitey Green) runs for President butis in need of publicity. ~ An intelligent, homeless, burnt out
Army veteran sharpshooter (Ivan Schaumburg)is hired to shoot Whitey to give his cause publicity, until something
goes wrong with the ‘assassination’ plot, plummeted Ivan into a web of intrigue in which the Presidency becomes
even more corrrupt than ever, with even more dangerous consequences for the citizens of the UAU unless the real
operators behind the scene are found out, and neutralized.

CANINIS ORALIS (novella)

Logline: A super-intelligent, cynical yet still caring talking dog who is raising an overweight, low-self esteem,
sensitive teen-aged girl and her superficial, ‘beautiful people’ dysfunctionalparents,hasto double up his efforts
when the girl gets pregnant by anunidentified boy afterher first, and only, experience at partying.

Story: A super intelligent, and very cynical doghasa history with his dysfunctionaland not-so-bright human
family that works itself out when his favorite memberofthe two legged ‘pack’, more caring than beautiful 14 year
old Jennifer, becomes pregnant, refusing to seek help from her ultra-cool Hollywood Mom and always-at-work
dulled out father. Maarleey (smelt with an extra a and e, atthe insistence of his barely-literate, rich owners) takes
it upon himself to help Jennifer do the right thing and the practicalthing, forcing the entire family to face their
demons and hopefully come together, or to fall apart completely with the m ost severe consequences forhumansand
dogalike. Twist atend is that Maarley in a previous incarnation was Jennifer’s fatherand herstep -father’s best
bud, and hasa special mission with regard to Jennifer, and her mother, and the baby Jennifer should notabort.

SCAMMER
Stageplay,3 acts.

Cassandra Dmitrotich, introverted, love-starved divorcee trying to make ends meet in her independent bookstore
seeks and finally finds a life mate on line, correspondences with such splitting her very quickly from her money, her
family, her friends and her true Life-giving self. Trying to keep Cassandra from slipping futherinto her fantasies
and irreversible financialdebt with the on line love interest who promises to show up but never doesare
-—Professor’ Elliott, a middle aged ‘mench nextdoor’ geeky, over-intellectualized failed writer whose love for
Cassandra isnever felt, nor acknowledged,

-—Curtis, hot-looking, slow-witted, fetalalcohol syndrome/bipolarstud foster kid who is in trouble with the law, but
whose a whiz with computers.

---Adrianna, Cassandra’s once highly-rebellious biological daughter who made something of herself, despite the
horrible fathershe had with a cruel and manipulative father who catalyzed the corruption and suicide of her
biological brother.

--—-Lormne, dreamboat RCMP officer with a secret past, who takesit upon himself to look after Cassandra in the real
world as she continuesto look for love on line.

THE SUIT
Stageplay,one act. (60 min)

Gary, middle aged ‘average Joe’ Canadian who alwaysunderachieved in life, is on his way to thealter. He is
assigned by his ‘ImmortalBeloved’ (who he never calls by name, forhis own inner reasons) to get fitted fora suit
by Gustav,expatriate middle aged artsy German tailor with a very high 1Q and an elitist cultural opinion about his
home culture to matchit.  Gary is uneasy about the wedding, and unsure about the sanity of the tailor who insists
on finding the RIGHT suit to match Gary’sinner soul. ~ Gustavhashis own problems, in the form of Elaine, a 22
going on 45 years- old ‘stable’ mainstream Canadian woman who wants Gustav settle down to a non -artistic life
with her and her kids. Pulling Gustav in the other direction, forty -something Wanda, gypsy-like former
co-adventurous in Germany who begs Gustav to come back home to Germany to make anothergo of it asan actor,
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writer and director with her. Gustav declines invitations from both women, nottelling either of them why, but it is
aboutmore than Gustav havingfailed as an artist before in home country and refusing to give up on his dreams by
settling into a 9 to 5 “commoner’s” life in Canada.  Throughoutit all, Gustav and Gary share stories about

themselves, life and death as well asissues metaphysical, which Gary avoidstalking about.

Meanwhile, sparks of love and lust go back and forth between Gary and Gustav’stwo women, and between the two
women themselves. Time clock ticks down to Gary’s meeting his bride atthe alter, and finding the right suit to do
it in. Finally, he readies himself on the inside with courage, and the outside with the right suit for his eternal
merging with his Beloved. ThatBeloved is not a woman, but someone and something beyond both men an
women--God.  Gustav sends Gary on his way to the alter of death, or rather ‘transition’, still notinforming his
two women about his secret and important job of preparing them for that Passage.

COMMITTEE

Short story and 10 min film. Fact-based satire.

Tale abouta typicalcommittee, explaining its anatomy and patho-physiology,and revealing why everyone on the
planethasbeen either frustrated by being in a committee, or the victim of (mission-statement mandated)
inefficiency coming out of one.

PIZZAFACE

Edgy young adult psychological crime thriller.

Novel

Danny ‘Pizzaface’ McLean hasa rather uneventfullife as anacne-plagued 17 yearold in urban Alberta as someone
who sees it ashis job to be ridiculed and abused by others, asit makes others feel bettera bout themselves. Such is
Pizzaface’srelationship with his boss Ivan, sleazy Russian owner of the pizza shop where he works asa delivery
schlep. Dad is a rich oil executive who is never home,and someone Pizzaface admiresand fears. Ashley, the
girl of Danny’s dreamson his delivery route in the most dangerous area of town, throws sarcastic digs at Pizzaface
every night, none of which he really understands. Mom is the only person in Pizzaface’slife who calls him by his
real name, Danny’s deep feelings for her being something he never shares with anyone else.

All of thatis changed when he wakes up one night from an uneasy slumber and is told that he murdered and raped
his mother, presumably something he did while sleepwalking. Danny is putin the nuthouse,on his way to death
row for his 18th birthday,butis determined to get out and find out the real truth about his mother’s death,as well as
the demons,and angels within himself. His rights of passage take him into the world of drug, armsand people
smuggling and enforced prostitution,aided by the ghost of his motherand a host of others who do what they canto
make Danny a ‘real man’,or a dead corpse, their agenda changing without Danny, or Pizzaface,knowing about it.

JESUS’ PAGANS
Novel. Forthe ‘Game of Thrones” demographic.

Multi-characterepic set in the hinterlands of Northern Europe asthose still connected to the old, decentralized
Pagan ways struggle with the encroaching Christian world led by people who Jesus would hardly approve of. At
stake is a mountain formerly occupied by ‘the gods’ which is loaded with gold, a new ‘super-weapon’ (gunpowder)
which canmake anyonerich aswell aspowerful, and the ever-expandingmind of a young girl (Lydia) who was
once a kind, trusting and abused village idiot who is becoming a super-genius, with the help of anaging former
Wizard/Inventornow posing asthe new Christian King’s Abbott.  Lydia finds herself unwillingly appointed the
new Philosopher Queen of a People’s Revolt against the Papally-supported, recently baptized King, who was oncea
beloved, yet brutal, Pagan Chieftain.

FREETHINKERS

Screenplay. Epic character-driven Civil War Western.

Logline: A young German Pacifist-Revolutionary (Ludwig Steiner) who flees the failed People’s Revolts in 1848
Europe and settles in Texas. Twelve years later he refuses to join the Confederate Army (which supports Slavery),
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hunted down asa deserter/Union spy and then by the sadistic Prussian Colonel (Vogel) who was responsible for the
massacre of Ludwig’s Revolutionary Comradesin Europe. The manhuntby Vogel involves aswell a satchelof
what could be Beethoven’s unpublished music which Ludwig was given by his certifiably crazy mother, who claims
to have been Beethoven’sImmortalbeloved, powerful music in the wrong handsasthey contain ‘musical
formulas’ for manipulation of human emotions.

Story: As a youngman, Professor Doctor Ludwig Steiner did his best to lead a Pacifist People’s Revolution for
human rights in 1948 in his German homeland during the period when Revolutionary fervor threatened to bring
down all ofthe Monarchs and Imperialist Capitalists in Europe. But Ludwig had to flee when Colonel Vogel, an
aristocratic Prussian officer working for the King, and himself, made it look like the crowd was firing on his troops,
justifying a massacre of everyone on Ludwig’s side of the barricade, except for Ludwig. Ludwig, like other
‘Freethinkers’, fled the failed Revolutionsand moved to Texas, where he (like other Freethinker Germans) formed
solid bonds with the Commanches, married a down-home Texan wife (Redskin-hating Southerner Lorena, who
doesn’t share all of his political views but thinks she loves him anyway),and hasa son (Gustav) who is a brilliant
mixture of himself and his mother. Ludwig is haunted by the memory of those who died around him in Europe, as
well as by the ghost of his mother(Maria), a certifiably crazy woman who claimed to have been Beethoven’s
ImmortalBeloved, Ludwig Jr being the Maestro’sson. When Maria disappeared from Ludwig’s life, she left him
with a satchel of manuscripts which represent the framework for Beethoven’sunpublished works (which she
claimed to have written with him).  According to her claim, and Ludwig’s experience with them, they have special
power to inspire humansto do great and noble deeds, though when the notes are ‘inverted’ they can make
compassionate and smart people do cruel and ignorant things.

In 1861, Civil War breaksout. ‘Doc Ludwig’, a brilliant physician-surgeon and aspiring cowboy, is integrated into
every aspect of Texas society despite his poor ability to ride horses and herd cattle. But he refuses to join the
Confederate Army asit supports a country thatallows slavery. The ‘Injunlover Dutchie’ is ostracized by the
racially-driven ‘real Americans’ around him, then put on an active “Wanted’ list by Vogel. Herr Baron Professor
von Vogel hasimmigrated to Texaswith his money and powerful connections with European nobility with the
intent on carving out his own Empire in the Confederacy,and to get back the Beethoven manuscripts which would
fetch a big financialfee once sold. But if the music within thenotes can be flushed out, it can make ANY man or
woman march to the beat of his political/personalagenda, if the notes are properly altered (i.e., inverted). For this,
he needs Ludwig, who hasa special connection with Maria, who knew more about Beethoven’s music than the
Maestrodid. Vogel also wants to own Ludwig’s soul, converting the Revolutionary into a ‘son’ to help build his
new Capitalistic ‘law and order above freedom’ Empire.

The battle of wits, wills and shootouts between Ludwig and Vogel pull everyone into their personal vendetta,
forcing life-changing transformations in Gustav, Lorena, the White Texans,the Commanchesand even Maria
herself, who it turns out, is farfrom dead. Ludwig, who is not the most mentally -stable man himself, must deal
with his ‘relational connections’ to both Beethoven and Vogel which become very, very real, and dangerous.

In the process of destroying of destroying Vogel’s private Army of Confederate soldiers who would take the
institution of slavery to a new level, ‘Doctor Ludwig’ reconnects with his family in ways that Maestro Ludwig von
Beethoven (his biological father)never was able to do with any family members or lovers.

JACK’S SH-T

Stageplay,one hour.

A Cop who was selected for the job because of his bullying personality, and conditioned to escalate it on the job,
gets singled outto be putin jail for police brutality when the politicos are up for election. When in jail, Jack does a
moralturnaround, trying to make amends forthe things he did, including havinghis best friend killed because he
informed on the ‘Boys in Blue’, which also involves Jack taking care of his beloved and abusive widow forreasons
he never reveals to her.

DAUGHTER DEAREST (Novel)

Logline: Motherextremely jealous of her daughter’sbeauty and musicaltalenthasto putthat aside when they both
get involved with the wrong men, and pulled into a mobster-run slave and drug traffickingring connected to the
music industry.
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Story: Ashley is anintroverted 18 year old classical music performer/composer with enormous amounts of talent,.
a big heart,buta severely underdeveloped mind with regard to how people manipulate and hurt each other, still
living athome with no plans toleave. Her mother(Elena) is a failed concert pianist who envies her daughters
talents,and looks, who lost her shot atbeing artistic and recognized when she married Ashley’s father, Steve, a
manipulative and abusive mobster, from whom she is now finally divorced.  As a result of connections Ashley’s
new boyfriend has, motherand daughterareaskedto be a ‘Classical Judds’ duo. A win-win situation that would
work for everyone except for the factthat Elena is highly competitive with her daughterand will do anythingto win
at contests with her thatare artistic, and romantic. Additionally, the power behind the musical promotion winds up
in thehandsof Steve aswell as his competitive mobsters.

Ashley and Elena are forced to face the most intense mother-daughterissues imaginable while they attempt to pull
themselves out from under the thumb of several men who are using them professionally, then pulls them into
inadvertently working fora sex-slave operation they must stop to save themselves, as well asthe girls whose new
‘owners’ they are forced to entertain with their music.

RIPPLE

Stageplay,one hour. Serio comedic.

An overused, overly-responsible and under-appreciated aging female hippie widow operating a ‘General Health and
Well Being’ Store on VancouverIsland deals with her beloved and delinquent ‘dreamer’ husband, who comes back
from Purgatory with the agenda of seeing that she finds the right mate in the land of'the living so he canmove on
to his appropriate, and desired, post-death destination.

GENIE SANTA
Novel, contemporary character-driven Christmas-theme thriller.

Logline: A cyber-Santa doll gets mailed to a bus stop/general store in a small British Columbian ‘on its way slowly
to a ghost-town’ mountain community (CrystalRiver) from an unknown sender for an un-findable address.

Rubbing Genie Santa’sbelly and giving a dollar to the town’s charity fund for starving kids in Africa will, according
to fantasy that becomes fact, grant the wisher his/her gift.  There is no shortage of suspects behind the ‘makea
wish and get what you want, even atthe expense of someone else’s well being’ Santa doll that can walk, talk and see
who is ‘naughty or nice’ onterms thatareits own. ‘Santa’andhis secret ‘backer(s)’ havetaken it upon themselves
to take over Crystal River and surrounding locations with ‘real’ populationsin waysthatarebeyond their wildest
imaginations, and worse nightmares. The ‘Christmas Mission’ must be stopped before the chiming of midnight on
December 25 by ‘ordinary’ colorfully dysfunctionalcitizens who have to becom e functionalextraordinary
supersluths.

FINDING SVETLANA

Logline: Naive, vitality-enriched, musically-talented young Polish woman abruptly recruited into Red Army in a
mobile combat-medicalunitatstart of WWII, taken underthe wing of over-experience, burnt out female Russian
Army Majorwho hasno vitality left in her, both women becoming friends then lovers, then foiling counterfeiting
plot that could destroy Russian and Polish economies even if they do win the War.

Novel, WWII Russia, romantic and lesbian themes.

Story: Sventlana,a naive,very feminine 28-year old Polish musicalprotégée relocated to the assembly line in a
Soviet Russian factory formost of her adulthood, hasadjusted to her ‘go nowhere, expect nothing and openup to
nobody’ life until 1940 brings in Hitler’s surprise attack on MotherRussia. Just asthe factory thathasconfined and
defined her life is destroyed by a German bomb, she is given a chanceto start a new life, heralded in by ‘Major
Tanya’, super-heroine leader of a mobile Red Army combat-medicalunit thatis fighting the war on its own, with no
communication orcommands coming from anyone furtherup theline. ~ Though Svetlana’s fellow female factory
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Comrades adopt well to their new jobsas medics, mechanics, fighters and horsewomen in their new military-guerilla
community, Sventlana is inept at everything, except for being able to play music, and to awaken the Life Spirit in
her laconic commandress, Tanya, with whom she falls in love. The officially-forbidden and
clandestinely-developed relationship is tested and redefined by the invading German Army, a love triangle with a
charismatic very manly Red Army ‘morale’ officer with a mysterious past,and a very secret mission back in her
home village involving counterfeiting which, if it fails, will destroy her native Poland and adoptive-MotherRussia,
even IF the Red Army wins the War.

NINA
Novel, contemporary character-based thriller.

Logline: Mother made a widow by 9/11 and her daughter-in-law have ongoing rivalry about who said mother’s son
loves best, his mom or his wife, but put aside their differences when said son goes missing aftersaying he want to
‘see thatjusticeis done’, bringing his motherand wife into the thick of a rogue operation aimed atkilling everyone
in Mecca during peak of pilgrimage season.

Story: Nina Alberghetti, a displaced overly-responsible Toronto Italian-Catholic living in the Interior British
Columbia, hasbeen a widow ever since her beloved husband Danny died atthe World Trade Center during 9/11
afterhavingtaken a ‘business trip” with his Israeli ‘secretary’ to New York. More than ten years later, the only
other man in her life, her son Denny, hasvanished, his last message being thathehasto ‘do something important,
for the family honor’. Equally in the dark about Denny’s disappearance is Ashley, ‘solid-citizen’ Denny’s very
alternative-culture pagan’ wife, who is now unexpectedly pregnant.  Ashley’s hatred forNina is equaled only by
Nina’s jealousy of Ashley, particularly when it comes to who Denny ‘loves best’.

But the culturally-mismatched motherand daughter-in-law must form an uneasy alliance, which is not always
honored, in order to find out what Denny is doing and then---stopping him from doing it!  They find themselves
in themiddle of terrorism and anti-terrorism groups that will stop atnothing to achieve their objectives, and who are
harboring the most dangerous and personalkinds of secrets. With ghosts from the past who become very much
alive as the two Canadian women find themselvesin the Big Crap Apple, Israel, then Mecca during the month when
it if filled with Pilgrims, charged with stopping a plot to destroy the city and everyonein it.

Nina is reunited with her husband, who has been hiding out from both her and himself after faking his death with
9/11 andbecoming anIsraeli Black Ops agent, lured to such by the secretary with which he was havingan affair.
But when Denny doesn’t want to become a terrorist in the service of the Jewish State, he is locked up in a secret
facility. Nina and Ashley liberate Denny, working with a more sensible Israeli agentsto stop Danny from
releasing a biological toxic bomb in Mecca that will kill a million innocent people.

In the process of saving the lives of those who had nothing do to with 9/11, Nina and Ashley become reunited with
their husbands, with the actively atheistic Ashley considering that maybe there is a God, accessible through the
Islamic religion.

MECHANOS

Village idiot in Ancient Greece taken on by a Teslian-like inventorwho seeks to empower the common man but
who also made deals with the Priests who control the commonersthatheis trying to reverse, hoping thathe can
educate the village idiot to be his co-worker effectively enough, and before the Priests gain so much control that
they will destroy everything.

Novel. Characterdriven, family-friendly, but with a believable edge.

Story: A highly prolific and ingenious Tesla-like inventor in ancient Greece, ‘Mechanos’ seeks to serve common
people with things they need for survival, but also has made shady and dangerous dealings with therich nobles and
power-hungry Priest to provide them what they want. Some of'those deals are necessary, and someare...moral
miscalculations, which let the nobles and the Priests keep holding economic and psychological power over hard
working, and truth-seeking, citizens. = While on his way to a ‘gig’ for questionable clients, Mechanostakesonan
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apprentice, a kind-hearted, deformed, and physically strong village idiot. The village idiot, through whose
perspective the story is told, is hired on asan assistant for the physical labor involved in building marvelous
machines,aswell assomeone who the elusive loner Mechanos cantrustasa confidant,and friend. As the village
idiot ‘comes ofage’ under the Masterinventor’s wing, he goes through an evolution that changes his view of the
world, the gods who presumably control it, and himself that parallel the development of mankind in general from
complacent-based servitude to Soul awakening Promethian Enlightenment.

OF LIONESSES AND LIONS Part 1
Novel. Screenplay in advanced development.

Logline: Transgender (male to female) First Nations biologist/professor (Leona) is called back hometo the Rez
when her brotheris murdered after working for Casino there thatis undervery White management, being used as
front for internationalsex-slave/human tra ffickingoperation, run by charismatic and powerful Russian mobster who
was Leona’s best bud/mentorwhen she was Leon, male Special Ops officer and well-paid mercenary.

Character-driven mob/action/metaphysicaltransgender drama, with comedic elements interwoven into the story,
which delves into the realms of Native American Spirituality (vs, contemporary reality), sex -slavery/human
trafficking, transgender challenges (for both genders)and global dangers of bio-weapons sales.

Story: Leona,a Native American transgender (male to female) formerBlack Ops soldier who is now a biology
researcher/teacher,is called back to the Rez when her brotherdies of mysterious but uninvestigated causes. Upon
arriving back ‘home’ in a new mostly-female body that few recognise and even fewer accept, Leona discovers that
the Casino where her brother worked thatbroughtin lots of money for the Tribe is being run by very White
Mobsters who are using it asa sex-slave traffickingand super-weaponssales operation, taking full advantage of the
Tribe’s legal autonomy from the White Authorities around the Rez.  Most of the once-traditionaltribal members
are okay with the operation, keeping their mouthsand eyes closed while they are becoming ‘whiter’ on the inside
and outside. The only holds outagainstthe ‘modernization’thatis occurring are Granny (an eccentric old
Medicine Woman who is now considered ‘so, like, yesterday’)and Leona’s father,an ex-Red Power activist who
has given up fighting Palefaces,advising his ‘daughter’ (who he still views as a son) to do thesame. A possible
help, or obstacle,is Sheriff Stevenson, passive ‘I see nothing’ Tribal Cop in Boris’ payroll with a secret pastthatis
activated upon Leona’sarrival. At the head of the operation is Boris, ex-KGB mobster who once worked with
Leona (when she was Leon) as a high-ranking mercenary in viciously-run Black Op missions that officially didn’t
exist. Leona is forced to dig down deep into herself to use the best elements of being male and female, scientific
and spiritual, kind and vicious so she can defeatthe Army of Palefacesthathavetaken overherhomeandits people,
amidsta myriad of obstacles, miscalculations and betrayals.

Leona goes undercover as Boris’ new partner in crime, offering him bioweaponsasa new tool in his international
sale operation,and her ‘ata distance’ affectionsasa womanasfringe. The scheme involves Leona working with
Rachel, the only real rebellious and thinking student she hasatthe university, sending her specialized biological
toxins and microbes, and other ‘toys’ of potential construction and destruction). But Granny is killed aftershe
talks to Leona,and Leona finds herself trusting only her father, the only real ally she hasleft to fight Boris with,
who warns her to not trust Stevenson too much, but Leona senses that she hasto work with the Sheriff. Tom’s
warmings becomereality when afterthe first attemptto free the girls (madeto go bad by several of the captured
girls notwanting to be liberated and to stay with their ‘masters’), Leona wakesup in a hospital bed with Stevenson
holding her hand affectionately,and Boris havinga chain around his balls. = Then Tom is presumed dead,Leona’s
TG-hating mother, Emily, kidnapped by Boris, perhaps for ‘export’ for a ‘specia lized’ sex slave market.

Stevenson appears, with an offerofhelp that Leona can’trefuse, and entrusting to her at the point where she is about
to leave him, and life on earth entirely, thathe was transgendered himself. They form analliance to find Tom and
Emily, and foil the plot Boris hasto import even more girls and arms, sending them out to the world for ‘fun and
profit’. In the process of doing so, Leona encounters Tom in the woods, and discovers thatheis notdead, and
working for Boris.  The once-dedicated Red Power activist tries to persuade Leona to give up the noble fight
against the Palefacesand join them,as it is ‘every Redman forhimself now’, but Leona refuses.

Leona and Stevenson (initially disguising themselves asthe man and woman, respectively, they used to be) execute
a brilliant and heroic raid on Boris’ wilderness compound, which involves improvised heroic deeds by Emily and
Rachel, getting all of the girls freed and all of Boris’ goons killed, gone or inactivated. Som e kind of help came
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from somewhere, Leona notaware of who it is, asshe fadesinto unconsciousness. When she wakes up, only bad
guy still remaining on the battlefield is Boris, who congratulates Leona, who he lets on that he knows at this point
was Leon, for brave heroic action, which putsbeing cruel before being kind.  Just asBoris is abouttokill Leona
with anultramodern weapon, regretfully but out of necessity, he is shot in the back by a traditional Cree arrow, fired
by Tom, who was the brainsand balls behind the assault on the compound thatsaved her. Hedies, havingbeen the
one manarmy,aided by some other Indians afterwards, who finally stood up to the Palefaces who took over the Rez
and enslaved some of their daughters.

At Tom’s funeral, Leona is reunited with Emily, who finally accepts Leona asher daughter. Stevenson is reunited
with his job, the way it SHOULD be done.

All in all, a dysfunctionalfamily in the
Calling of makingthe world functionalagain,until Leona is informed that one of the liberated girls is a mole,
working for her former Slave Masterand his Internationalnetwork of budsto find and destroy her operation. The
time clock ticks on the most important task ever presented to Leona.---find the mole and inactivate their bosses
before they destroy the Liberation Facilities from without, or within.

Stageplay. Two person play, serio-comedic with metaphysicaltwists.

Nikos, a ‘normal’ Greek restaurant owner, confronts his past when it comestime to write a book about his relatives,
and how they made him whatheis. = Those who remain of the family and their children need to know the truth
abouthis ‘sainted’ immigrant grandfatherand the difficulties which he passed on to the law-abiding,
morally-restrained family he created. History also needs to know about their moral and interpersonal
accomplishments.  Nikos is both pushed and assisted in the matterby a Greek Soldier in traditional 19th century
dress who turns out to be farmore involved in Nikos’ investigation than we realize, or can predict.

THE GODS’ HONEST GREEK TRUTH (THE GREEK GODS’ HONEST TRUTH)
Novel

Logline: The ETs posing as Greek gods haveto come to terms with the world they created down below (as well as
themselves) Mt. Olympus when Athens and Sparta are about to go to war with each other, in part fueled by their
rival ET ‘gods’ from their enemy planet, the Greek gods having to work with, for and underthe ‘mortals’ they
created for their own survival.

Story: The Greek gods, who are in reality an expeditionary team of Orion extra -terrestrials, are not havingsuch a
Golden time during the Golden Days of Athens as they continue to supervise the development of Earthling
humanoids without,so faranyway, their real origins being known by any of the ‘mortals’. Infighting amongst
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the gods is brewing, instigated by rival extra-terrestrials from Sirius, as well asperhaps traitors amongst the Orion
expeditionary crew. The once-all-powerful Zeus is reaching the end ofhis daysas a god, as well as an Orion,
finding thathe values the relationship with the one true God above all the other gods more than anythingelse,
needing to do the Right thing by the earthlings on their primitive planet before his demise.  Aiding and preventing
him from doing so are his subordinates. They include Promethius, who Zeus punished for having given fire,
reading and the ability to question whatyou read to the mortal earthlings.  Apollo, Zeus’ first born son, is the
naturalheir to his Command position, butis severely under-qualified morally, spiritually and intellectually. Zeus’
two daughters, Athena and Aphrodite, have a range war going on between them which is most vicious when they are
alone. Then there are the host of other gods, all of whom have asmany humorousand dangerous flaws asearthling
humanoids. Complicating the matterare earthling-Orion hybrids who do not know their extra -terrestrial origins,
aswell asearthling humanswith no Orionian blood who are often smarterand more innovative than their superior
ET ‘educators’.

Even more problems escalate when Athens and Sparta (thetwo ‘gems’ of the Greek experiment) edge closer to war
with each other, with potentialaccessto weaponsthat could destroy not only earthling humanoid life, but
civilizations ondistantplanets. = The drama thatunwrapsitself involves not only the Greek gods, but influential
earthlings such as Socrates, Hippocrates and Pericles, revealing very real heroic and comically-flawed traits that few
people know about.

ONE OF THE GIRLS

Feature length, family/youth.

Logline: Nerdy, kind and wise-before-his-time 11 year old boy accidently winds up doing his first Scouting
experience with a troop of girls, who eventually take him into their circle as he helps them deal with their personal
life baggage, amplified by an adult-arranged competition with the all-boys troop across the lake which turns vicious,
then becomes corrected by the kids themselves.

Based on real life experiences in Scouting, and life. Told with edge, heart, intelligence and reality -based humor.

Story: Nathaniel, awkward, runty, nerdy, compassionate and wise-before-his-time 11 yearold writer in
self-training, is sent to Scout Camp by his life-embittered, ex-wife hating, macho father(Basil) to ‘manup’ like his
older jock-mechanicsons. To Nathaniel’s surprise, he winds up being assigned to a troop of girls, a result of the
Scout troops going co-ed. Nathanielsoon finds that his own problems athome, and the split loyalties he has
between his fatherand mother(Charlene), don’tamountto a hill of overcooked campfire beansrelative to the fellow
Scouts with whom he will be spending the summer.

Sarah,a veteran Scout attheage of 12, is the hard working, ever-sacrificing but bossy den motherof the
group, more proficient than any boy herage but underappreciated by her father, who still considers her inferior in
status and ability to her fraternaltwin brother Dylan, a brat who gets credit for doing nothing of merit and praise for
being competitively-domineering by his machismo father.  Crystalis more interested in looking good in the
mirror than seeing anythingin the woods, due to her need to seduce boysand men into doing what she wants them
to, asshe was abused in the past by those of the male gender (not recalling the details or the assailant’strue
identity), and seeks revenge on any man, or boy, particularly easy marks who are kind to her.  Jenny, who is
pathologically humble and over-serving of others, was born to a Bible-belt family thatnevertold her anything about
sexuality, and even the biological things that happen to girls as they reach womanhood, including menstruation.
Samis a Tom Boy who is fiercely competitive with everyone, particularly guys, yet yearns to find something
feminine inside of her she cantrust and share. Scouter Gwen, the 25 yearold who is supposed to be the Troop
Leader, knows less about the woods and scouting than anyone in the troop, having taken on the job because it was a
way to forget the agonies her boyfriend in the city inflicted on her when he cheated onher.  Scouter Vern, who is
supervisor for the troop of all boys acrossthe lake (of which Dylan is a member)is a hard core ex-military washout
who seeks to mold the boysinto machismo, competitive manhood which hasno room for sentimentality, heart or
independent thinking.  Finally, the supervisor of all the troops is Scouter Niel, 50 year old idealist who seems to
havelittle idea abouthowthe world works outside of the idealic woods thathe sings to while riding his horse and
promoting 19th century virtue to 21st century kids.

A naturallistener, and introspective thinker, Nathanielhelps all of the girls, including Gwen, dealwith their
own life problems, while still burdened with his own. Things heatup when the usual ‘friendly’ competition
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between the girls’ troop and the boys’ is escalated by the presence of Lance, Charlene’s new fiancée,a hip-cool LA
producer who sets up a ‘Survivor Kids’ show atthe camp, with the kids asparticipants and the parents as eager,
gung-ho fans. By various means,he convertsa friendly game in the woods into a winner take all, life or death
struggle for emotional,then physicalsurvival, turning the kids into vicious animalstill finally, it is the KIDS who
stop the game, and show the adults that cooperation is always better than competition, even though it means less
ratings on the tube. And thatdespite the trend in media hipness, it is NOT cool to be cruel.

MONA: DO NOT JUDGE LEST YOU BE...
Feature-length screenplay and novel.  Thriller/suspense.

Logline: Brilliant and dedicated neuroscientist/neurosurgeon (Mona)who was viciously ridiculed outof a Calling as
a painter/writer by the ‘cool kids’ in High School encountersthem when they return 10 years later to her hospital as
backstabbingcelebs shooting a film on a set in which debilitating diseases and ‘accidents’ occur which only Mona
can stop, working with a now-responsible Cop who used to be one of the ‘cool to be cruel’ kids.

Storyline: Mona Kilosevic, plain-Jane Serbian-American in her late 20s, is a highly accomplished and respected
(by her patients anyway)neurosurgeon and an ahead of hertime research scientist. Yet Mona still yearnsto be a
painterand fiction writer, a dream she had when she was in High School which she was ridiculed into giving up by
the elitist cool-kids. The born into celebrity, ‘coolto be cruel’ clique did otherhorrible things to Mona as well,
including a drug-fueled date-rape in which Mona was drugged into unconsciousness before they had their fun.
Under the influence of dope and demonic possession beyond their control, Jennifer, Brad, Eddy, Krystal, Carl and
Taylor manipulated Sean Vogel, the not-stoned and not-born-into-celebrity-status member of the cool clique, to
carry out the rape, aftermakingMona think thathe was in love with her.  But,thatwas then.

Ten years later, the cool clique is reunited while shooting a ‘cool to be cruel’ Hollywood film at the university
hospital where Mona practices medicine in service to humanity. In frontofcamera are Brad, Eddy, Krystal and
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Eddy. Behind it asdirector is Taylor. Inthe wings, perhapsata competingproduction company,is Carl. Sean,
now a very responsible and conscience-driven Cop, is cultural advisorand head of security on the film which is
funded by sources no one knows about,and doesn’task questionsregarding. =~ Mona is overpaid to be technical
medical advisoron the film, but beyond baseline practicality, Taylor and her actorbuds do not respect her or what
she says, even when Mona saysthat medical procedures portrayed in the film should be accura te so that people
don’ttry to do them in real life where it will cost real human lives.

Sean sees that Mona takesitall in stride, havinggiven up the raceto be ‘cool’ for the higher calling of being a
responsible and effective human beingin his new Calling as a Cop who seeks to protect,serve and heal. Sean
awakens Mona’sinner vitality by convincing her to takeup artand poetryagain. They connect deeply both
personally, and professionally.

Several accidents happen on the film set which make people sick, the afflicted including Jennifer, Brad, Eddy,
Krystal and Taylor, brought back to health by Mona, who gets gratitude, sometimes, from her old enemies. On top
of'that,the top-of-the-heap actorsand director who alwayshave gotten alongwell together are pitted against each
other by a competingcompany, Enlightenment Entertainment.  The most prestigious film critic in New York,
Collin Woodworth, unexpectedly pans Brad, Jennifer and Taylor in the press, nearly destroying their careers,
perhapsbecause heis working with Enlightenment. And when Eddy and Krystal are wooed by the competing
company to work for them, they encounter Achmed Rashim, a mobster passing himself offasa pushover investor,
who forces Eddy and Krystal to literally eatshit while he makesvideos of them for the internet, after which he drugs
them and sends them out the doorwith very unflattering haircuts and ‘love scars’. Complicating mattersis Sean’s
romantic history and still-deep feelings for his boss, Captain Liz Thorverson, who he keeps away from the
investigation, and Mona. A raid on Enlightenment Entertainmentrevealsthatthe company is behind the
‘accident’s on set, and behind that company is Carl.

Itlooks like the moralbooksare balanced. There are no more accidentson theset. The cool clique is humbled,
their old and new medical problems solved by Mona, who is invited to participate in the film asa primary writer.
Enlightenment Entertainment fallsapart, and its silent boss, vicious mobster Hollywood mogul Carl (once a member
of'the cool clique in High School) is dead, ‘not able to face the music’, according to the note in his hand in his
office. Monais back to painting and writing, bonding closely with Sean. Sean doesnot buy that Carl’s death was
a suicide, suspecting that Mona killed him, and he is very okay with such. But when Sean finds out by accident
that Woodworth did not write the reviews that marked the beginning of the end of Brad, Taylor and Jennifer’s
careers as Idols, he discovers thatit was Mona’s witty remarksthatmadeitto thetradejournals instead. Through
Woodworth, Sean finds out that Carl had no connection atall with Enlightenment Entertainment.

Reluctantly, Sean calls in Liz to the investigation. They uncoverevidence that Mona hasbeen poisoning the cool
clique with toxins thatsimulate real neurological diseases and take away their good looks, giving them just enough
antidote to keep them alive, to live a life of mediocrity like the ticket buyers who they had spit on. But the toxins
that Mona uses to simulate disease are more harmfulthan she calculated. Ina madrush, Mona goes into medico
mode, and does keep four of the five alive, with the prospect of good healthbeyondit. ButasBradis aboutto die,
he confessesto Mona about the date rape, mentioningthat Sean was involved. Armed forvengence for everyone,
including Sean,Mona goes on a mutilation and killing spree. She saves Sean for last, justafterdrugging Liz and
refusing to bring her back from thedead. Sean goes afterMona, mortalcombat to the death between the two
lovers occuring, till it is stopped by a bullet from Rashim’s gun, which kills Mona. Rashim,a mem berofa Justice
seeking organization working beyond any law enforcement group,is Mona’sUncle. He informs Sean that Mona’s
self-appointed elaborate mission to kill dishonorable people harmfulto the collective human soul outside the law has
gone too far,and it was necessary to neutralize her. Before reversing the toxin Mona shotinto Liz, Rashim makes
anofferto Seanto join his organization. Sean puts off saying yes to the offer, ashe hasother things to do first.
First onthe list is selling Mona’s paintings to buyers who appreciate her art, struggle and brilliant, those patrons
being REAL people with heartand minds, rather than celebs born to ‘coolness’ or fansundertheir spell.

Bob Galligher is a top-of-his-game blue blood Ivy League Eastern executive on his way to the top of the ladder ata
Calgary-based Oil Company thatneeds a pipeline to get the oil to where it is drilled to where it can be sold so
ordinary citizens can keep driving their carsto where they want to be andneed to be. John Denne is a passionately
Traditional Chief ofa Native Band owning the land where the pipeline needs to go, charged with keeping his
people connected to their Cultural roots and keeping their bank accounts from going even furtherinto overdraft.

Logline: Colorfully-dysfunctionalMountain Man with access to a mountain-fulof gold who helps Indiansand
liberates slavesin pre-Civil West meets his match with a powerful Georgian White Slaver Industrialist who finds out
his secrets, asdoes a female Indian gunslinger (and unexpected ally) with superpowers both in the real world, and
the mysticalrealm.

Story: Big Bear, a five foot three White Mountain man with a passion to give asmuch as he can to others and a bad
habit of falling in love with women who are excellent ‘takers’ is doing whathe can in the pre-Civil War West to

supply his adopted tribe of Lakota with what they need from the White World, protecting them from what they want
from thattoxic realm. His self-appointed Mission in the White world is to free Colored slaves from their Paleface
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Masters, sometimes by using his gun, and sometimes by giving them gold which he brings in from a mountain
which no one else knows about, even his Lakota friends, so he thinks anyway. His passionis to fallin love with
women who are gold diggers, each one ofthem robbing him blind before they dump him fora mainstream man who
is ‘respectable’.

On one of his routine ‘trading on behalfthe Lakota’ trips to Utopia (newly expanded, highly industrialized and very
prosperous town) in which he plansto liberate a few more Black (and Red) slaves from their White Masters, he runs
into Blackjack,an ex-mountain man (and now sell-out businessman) with whom Big Bear shared many happy years
up in the hills. Big Bearalso meets (and falls in love with) Kathleen, ragged whore with a heart of gold (as Big
Bearsees it anyway) in need of a manto saveher from the shithead who currently owns her. By ’coincidence’,
Gwen, hot-looking Indian female gunslinger who combines her skill with a pistol aswell as her abilities to use
‘magic potion’ explosives when battling Palefaces.  Big Bear’s planto liberate another few handfulsofslaves
from their Masters, aswell asKathleen from her fate, is foiled by more armed White men then he thought,all of
them controlled and very well paid by Colonel Robinson, Georgian expatriate who hasturned Utopia into a very
prosperous mining town, by using slave labouras well as offering hard working White men the chance to get rich, as
long asthey can outdo and destroy their fellow Caucasian comrades.

Gwen and Blackjack help Big Bear get himself and the slaves he liberates out of town, but the love-struck Mountain
Manis unable to rescue Kathleen, as she scurries back to her owner, Colonel Robinson, being scared of both being
shot aswell as the uncertainty of freedom. Blackjack sacrifices himself so Gwen and Big Bearcan get away,a
price he hasto pay forhaving done Robinson’s bidding for so many years.

Gwen and Big Bear join forces to liberate a trainload of slaves en route to Robinson’s model American town, Gwen
taking over asthe ‘boss’ of the operations, letting on that she hasbeen sent by a higher power to look after Big Bear,
who she calls ‘Little Cub’ when he indulges in self-destructive but well-meant habits (such as falling in love with
women who will bring him down). Their success asliberators is a thorn in Robinson’s side, but the Colonel, who
now hasofficially made his town a Confederate recruiting center with him as General and Governer of the region,
hasa masterplan which is brewing, particularly when it comesto Big Bearand the tribe of thus-far uncorrupted
Lakota which he considers as family. He hasa particularly strong connection with Stalking Elk, theaging ‘Old
School’ chief who has much wisdom aboutthe way things should be, and his wife, ‘Bitching Crow,” a highly
intelligent woman who knows how the world really is. One of Robinson’s strategies is to cajol that Lakota tribe
into joining his new Grey Coatarmy,somethinghe achievesby giving them things that Big Bearnever
would---money, creature-comforts, firewater, and the scalps of their enemy tribes. Robinsonis helped in this
Mission by Growling Wolf, abravewith a clever mind, dark magical powers and a hunger to bring his tribe into
the modermn world, with him on top. Utopia becomesa model for ‘greed is good’ and ‘cool to be cruel’, as long as
one is a White Confederate, orwilling to fight with them for the God given right of any man to own anotherman.
Those who resist, be they red, white or black, are imprisoned, mutilated or killed by Robinson.

Gwen and Big Bear persist in their raids on Utopia with the help of some of the already liberated slaves. But the
slaves don’t show up, and there is an added sense of urgency. When the call to armscomesto join the Confederate
Army in the fight to preserve the institution of slavery, some refuse it. Most of them are German immigrants,
‘Freethinkers’ who left the old country afterhaving tried to overthrow tyranny in the 1848 rebellions there. One of
them is Hans Muller, a young doctorwho is an ardent Pacifist, about to be executed forrefusing to serve under
Robinson’s command. Gwen and Big Bear devise a hairbrained plan to liberate Hans and his buds, and it startsto
fallapart quickly. In thenicke of time, Kathleen comesto their rescue, turning the failed liberation attemptinto a
successful escape for all of the Pacifists as well asthe slaves still left in Utopia. At least for those who havethe
courage to embrace freedom and leave the ‘security’ of being in bondage.

After giving the liberated Pacifists and slaves enough gold to buy a life of their own, and sending them off, Big Bear
discovers thathis mobile reserve of gold is gone, stolen by someone he can’tidentify. The logical and doable
solution is to head towardsthe mountain where there is a seemingly unlimited supply of the gold, along with coins
printed by a very ancient civilization, perhapsthe ‘gods from the sky’. The route there is rocky and hard on the
horses, buteven harderand more interesting for the quartet of Crusaders. Big Bear finds himself in love with
Kathleen and Gwen, but for different reasons. Meanwhile, Hans (whose belief in Pacifism is fading fast,to
overly-experienced-in-combat Big Bear’s dismay)becomes Big Bear’s best friend, though he wants to be his lover,
terrified thatthe offer of such will blow any chance of suchhappening. The distrust Kathleen and Gwen have for
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each other gradually turns into an alliance, then bondship. Gwen isn’t feeling so good though, contractinga
strange disease thatneithermedicine nor magic seem to be able to keep away. But the medicine wheel atthebase
of'the cave where the gold is stored does bring her back to the land of the living.

All seems to be going well, except for the factthat Robinson, his very intelligent Black partner/servantand
Growling Bear have followed Big Bearup the mountain, following the trail Kathleen left by accident with remnants
of her torn clothing, scraped skin, knotted hair, and perfume. Knowing now thatthe mountain is soon to be
discovered by the likes of Robinson, Big Bearextractsall he can from the caves, then blows up the entrance to them,
makinga getaway with it down the other side of the slope. Meanwhile, Gwen uses her scientific knowledge and
white magic (derived from the tools left by the ETs who first established the cave) against Growling Wolf’s
manipulative mind and black magic. Growling Wolf wins, Gwen’s soul ‘relieved’ of connection with her body.

Big Bear, Hansand Kathleen are exposed to Robinson and Growling Wolf.  Itturns out that Kathleen, the whore
with the heart of gold, was working for Robinson allalong. But justatthe moment of truth, she turns on her old
Masterkilling him. Just as Big Bearis aboutto forgive herall of her pasttrespasses, she kills herself. Growling
Wolf in the meantime flees with the gold, leading Big Bearand Hans into a box canyon where magic has more
power thanmanpower. Hansis challenged to a duel, winner take all, while Big Bearis trapped in anillusory fog
watches. Growling Wolf is subdued. But the manipulative Black Magic Indian is aboutto kill Hans soul by
inviting him to become a vicious animal, possessed with the obsession to use black magic rather than wisdom. He is
saved from doing so by Gwen’s not-yet-departed-from-earth spirit, as is Big Bear. With detached determination
ratherthan anger-infused rage, Hanskills Growling Wolf, thusending his magic. Such allows Big Bear and Hans
to see where the gold is hidden---in front of their previously illusion-blinded eyes. As to whatto do with the gold,
they ask the mountain foran answer.

WOLEF’S PACT
Novel. 1970smurder mystery packed with psychological tension, historical introspection and dark humor.

It’s the early 1970s,a period of political turmoil and psycho-sociological assessment in many placesin America, but
notin Glenville Falls, small town nestled in the mountains of Western Colorado, where men are men, women are
women and anyone who preaches Peace, Love or Revolution is either expelled or ignored. Butsuch changesvery
quickly when a serial killer startstorturing, mutilating finally hanging ‘Outside Agitators’ who, so it seems, have
affiliations with RadicalLeft Wing groups in America, or KGB headquartersin Moscow. The burden of finding
out who is behind it, and why, falls to New Jersey expatriate Wolf Smith, Hippie-Cop who is disillusioned with the
Revolution butstill is trying to fight the Establishment to create an Enlightened world based on both intellect and
compassion. Wolf is helped, and hindered, in the murder investigations by his, thus faranyway, trusted Senior
partner, Sam McDonald, veteran cowboy, ex-Marine Right Wing Deputy who haskept the secrets ofhis ‘all’s well
all American’ town away from the outside world, and his new partner Wolf. Joining the tightly bound duo of
politically-culturally mismatched lawmen is Lorena Jackson, former Miss Teen Colorado who is doing everything
she canto be ‘one of the guys’ asa fledgling Assistant Deputy. The twenty-yearold’s buried feminine aspirations
are awakened by the now celibate and bumnt-out-before-his-time Wolf, something surrogate father Sam is nothappy
about.

In order to stop the murders, or murderers, all three law enforcement officers have to face their inner demonsand
deal with their own dark pasts. Most particularly Wolf, whose Europeanrootsand upbringing in New Jersey are
central to ending a stream of killings thatsoon do not distinguish between the guilty or the innocent, revealing
secrets about the colorfully dysfunctional town that could tear it and the world around it apart.

PROMETHIAN GREEKS AND YOUNG TURKS

Novel. Three young rebels in the Greek Revolution of 1822 do battle in Crete with the Turks, and each other,in a
myriad of betrayals,including a deadly love triangle which can turn the tide ofthe revolt, for betrer or worse..
Historical fiction, character driven humorand pathos.

Story: The Spring of 1821 brought to the Eastern Europe and the Middle East a crossroads of conflicting cultures,
featuringin the forefront the Christian Greeks who had been viciously oppressed for 400 years by the Ottoman
Turks, and their Islamic Turkish Masters whose Empire is about to start crumbling. Established political players
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with aims of liberating, and controlling, the Greeks are the British, Russians, Americans, French and the so-far
neutralemerging nation of Islamic Egypt, ruled by reformer/innovator Ali Muhammad. Crete lies geographically
and otherwise at the center of the Greek Revolution. Arriving to the shores of this highly strategic island fueled
by revolt appears, in the dead of night, Dimitri, ashe calls himself. Though he passes himself offasthe
over-educated son of a European family,he is actually Ali’s Prodigal son, who seeks to apply the democratic
ideals he haslearned about while being schooled in Europe by joining the Greek rebels asa doctor, scientist and
economic supporter, using his ‘tuition andrelated expenses’ money from his fathertodo so.  Still keeping his
pedigree secret, Dimitri joins a band of grass roots rebels led by Voula, self-appointed and visciously effective
‘Queen of the mountain bandits (klefti)’, who he fears, respects, befriends, then loves. The feelings are mutual,
complicated by Panos, ‘workhorse’ klefti whose dedication to liberating his fellow Greeks from the Turks is
matched only by his affections for Voula, which are notreciprocated. Add to the mix FatherBasilis, aged pacifist
Greek Priest who turns mad then clairvoyant afterhe unleashes anger for the Turks thathe hasbeen repressing for
25 years. Dimitri’s effectivenessas a doctor, scientist than military leader is soon overshadowed when his identity
is found out by a few Turks, then his father, Ali, who allies himself with the Turks against the Greeks. But with
very mixed and defective motives,all of which make life very difficult for Dimitri, Voula, and Panosas the War
escalates with regard to cruelty, betrayals and creation of weapons of mass destruction, on BOTH sides.

RIGHTWASCHED
Novel. Character-driven, satirical crime thriller.

Gone are the dayswhen New York City is called The Big Crab Apple, thanksto the new Midwestern, Family
Values Mayor, John White, who hascleaned outever bit of grunge, and nearly all the spice, from of the Metropolis.
But a new kind of epidemic has emerged within the new Happy Harmony---Suicides and mysterious disappearances
of the most influential celebs and politicos in the City, thatneverreach the press.  Stumbling on to the casesby a
series of ominous coincidences is veteran NYPD Detective and burnt-out-before-his time Larry David-like cynic
Yannis Dabaris. Solidly with Yannis, or perhapsagainsthim, is his two-months-away-from-forced-retirement
partnerof ten years, [saac Rastovic, defiant to a fault Serbian immigrant dedicated to his job, as well asto Old
World justice. Enter into the mix, newby Detective Anna Tomaselli, Yannis' protegee and love interest, with
secrets of her own that make the search forwhat and who is responsible for therash of suicides attempted and
committed by those most dedicated to the service of Life, big L, even more complicated,and dangerous, for Yannis,
his estranged family, and the gone-to-the-crappercity he still gives a crap about.

THE BLUE, GRAY AND LAVENDER
Stageplay. Seriocomedic.

Logline: Isolated Union and Confederate soldiers stumble upon a cabin occupied by a musically brilliant but insane
woman who make them forget about the War, and fight instead for her hand,and who is going to take her home with
him. But'Lady Lavender'is not who she seems, and hasmotivesthatendangerboth soldiers aswell as their
Comrades.

Story: An isolated cabin in Eastern New Mexico justacross the border from Texasin the middle of the American
Civil War. Union and Confederate Armies are aboutto clash in one of the bloodiest and decisive battles of the War,
in themiddle ofhostile Indian country. Occupying the cabin, Nichole, solitary beautiful woman in late thirties who
is a masterat the piano,singing and cooking. The only man she plays and lives for is 'Woodrow', whose portrait is
on a very large locked box, the face of her beloved covered. She yeamnsfor Woodrow to come home, havingset the
table and prepared a banquet feast forhis arrival.

A knock on the door---and on the other side, Major Benjamen Waterston, recently off the boat from upper class
England, separated from his unit aftera skirmish with rebels. Above all else he is hungry, yearning forthe pies
Nichole puton the window ceil. ButNichole, greeting him as "'Woodrow', insists that he partake of hersexually
first, a request she makes while pointing his own gun at him. Waterston does his best try to stay noble, while
looking afterthe crazy, multi-personality woman'ssafety. He tries to summon his men from the hills to come down
to the cabin, and to help escort the clearly-in-need-of-treatment AND caring Nichole to somewhere safe.
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Subconsciously, Waterston finds himself falling in love with the woman, as she reminds him of the girl he left
behind in England who did herself in when he left for America. Things get complicated when Waterston consents
to give Nichole someneed affection,butin a gentlemanly way, only to have her yell out that she is being raped.
Then changes personalities again to Waterston's wrist-beating schoolmarm English schoolteacherback in the UK.

Waterston's plan to reconnect to his men and get the self-tortured Nichole to an institution or perhapsa family
memberwho can help her is cut offatthe pass when anothervisitor comesto the cabin. Captain Eugene McGilvrey,
isolated from his Confederate unit, seeks to help a woman in distress who yelled out that she was being raped,
thinking thatthe assaulterwas Yankee Invader Waterston. McGilvrey is a self-taught, dirt poor, heroic Confederate
who is ascolorful as Waterston is stuck up. Though a series of intended actions,and incidental ones due to her
changing personalities, Nichole disarms Waterston and McGilvrey, leaving them no other choice than to sit atthe
table and feed their very empty bellies, together. While Nichole wowed them into a Christmas truce during
September with brilliantly played Silent Night, the opposing military men share stories about the whys and
wherefores about theirlives, and the War. They still do try to extract military info from each other while seeing
who can drink who under the table with some very odd tastingrum. But moreimportantly,they do psychological
combatoverwho is to take Nichlole to a place of safety before the War or an Indian attack comesherway.

Enter next, another'Woodrow', in the form of Hans, a German mountain man who hasnouse for nor knowledge
of'the Civil War or the industrialized East where it originated. Though Hansbrings gifts from the mountain which
'T work with ratherthan against' for Nichole, she insists thatheleaves, immediately. His insistence onstaying
makes her even more unpredictable,and crazy. Hansinforms Waterston and McGilvry that Nichole hasno living
relative, unless you count the ones who made her crazy by being abusive to her. But as Waterston and McGilvery
see it, very clearly, Hans and Nichole have a history between them thatis very volatile. Their attemptsto find out
whatis going on between Hansand Nichole wind up in dead ends, and almost the end of their own lives from
BOTH ofthem.

Outside the cabin, externalvolatility emerges very quickly as Union and Confederate forces find each other
within viewing distance of the cabin, which they will destroy in the crossfire along with everyonein it, most
particularly Nichole, and the kind, guilt-ridden, Indian-loving Hans. Waterston and McGilvery do their best to
divert the fighting elsewhere, and sneak Nichole out the back door, but before they can do anything, they are
attacked themselves---by NICHOLE. She insists thatthe Union and Confederate armies fight each otherto the
death,and signals forher Indian friends, who are also Hans'buddies, come in to mop up whoever is left.

Nichole disarms and containsthe two Civil War Officers in her cabin with the help of her true beloved, who she
drags out of the large box. Herbeloved is the severed head of an Indian chief, who ruled over a tribe that
kidnapped herwhen she was in her early twenties, then treated her better than the white 'Woodrow' from whom she
was taken. Itis revealed thatafterherrelease from 'bondage'atthe handsofthe Commanche, she used the Indians
to kill her abusive white husband. She kept his head, dishonoring his memory by chopping him up into pieces and
putting the flesh into the stew that Waterston,and McGilvery, but not Hansjustate. Her intention is to kill
Waterston and McGilvery, honoring them by keeping their headsin the box asher other Woodrows. Hans stops
Nichole from killing these two visitors who only had her best interest at heart, resulting in Nichole fadinginto a
deep, but restful slumber.

As to whatto do about Nichole now, with even more Indians, coming, Hans offers both of the men pipes to put in
their mouths---so they can be identified as Germans by the Comanches, who honor German whites but hate
everyoneelse. Waterston and McGivery plan to take Nichole to somewhere sane, seeking Hans'help with regard
to a specific and safelocation. Hans declines, then kills himself as he had committed the worst crimes of all.  First,
bringing White people out West to the Indians. And second, leading the expedition that 'liberated' Nichole from her
Commanche captors, the only 'masters' who showed her any kindness, and afterwards, havingthe Commanche chief,
Nichole's mosthonorable "'Woodrow', killed.

Left with nothing between them exceptthe common cause of savingNichole from the War, and her past,
Waterston and McGilvery sign their own discharge papers from the Army and agree to take her, and themselves, to
someplace sane.

TEXAN SPLIT FIRE
Novel, Civil War era.

Logline: A young German intellectual, a good ole boy Texan cowboy and the Mexican woman they both fall in
love get caught on opposite sides of the line in Civil War Texas.
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Story:  The 1860 Texas Hill Country contained many well-meaning groups with very different political agendas
thatsomehow got along very well. ~ Representing the anti-slavery, pro-Union, Pacifist Intellectual German
'Freethinkers' who fled the failed 1848 European Revolutions against the Kings and Capitalists is 23 yearsnaive
Hans Schmitt, a naturaldoctorand writer who wants above allelse to be a cowboy, pushed to follow in his martyred
Revolutionary father's footsteps by his Onkle Franz. Hans' best friend is Jake Johnson, a cowboy's cowboy, raised
on the heroic tales of his fallen fatheratthe Alamo, who sincerely believes in the ideals of the Confederacy,
including the factthat Negros are an inferior race who can't handle freedom,and will use it against themselves.
Maria is a beautiful, dangerously intelligent, and pathologically independent Tejano, who is actively Unionist,
despite her rich father'ssuggestion that the best for anti-slavery, Catholic Latinosto beat the Protestant Anglos is to
join them.

When Texasdecides to join the Confederacy,noteveryoneis in agreement with such. Most particularly the
Freethinkers and the Tejanos, who do their best to maintain good relations between their Anglo Confederate
neighbors butalso haveto be true to their own convictions. When Martial Law is established, those who refuse to
donate goodsto the Confederate Cause,or who decline the 'invitation' to join the Arm are persecuted in all manners
imaginable. Maria,Jakeand Hansundergo majortransformations when the corrupt and blood thirsty
Confederate Home Guard goes on the warpath, which include learning the art, science and price of being on two
sides atthe same time.

Based in real eventsthat occurred in the Nueces River Massacre, the most infamous 'battle'thathappened in Texas
during the Civil War.

Novella. Metaphysicalromancenovelaboutsurvivalofa Visionary Musical Protege on the contemporary

TRUMPED BY PARADISE
12 min, seri-comedic screenplay

Logline: A procrastinatingmore-heart-than-brains Pakistanipuppeteerin America is called to fulfill his jihadist
duties by his domineering motherback home, but when he finds out what his reward will be once he does the only
actpossible to make his family proud, he delaysdoing it, forcing him to revealto his girlfriend a secret he has been
hiding for years, which does NOT have anythingto do with his Islamic origins or affiliations.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME, SORT OF
Novel.

Logline: A more-heart-than-brains (but mechanically-talented) 18 yearold farm kid from anisolated region of
Alberta (Reed Johnson) who yeams for something more gets shipped to the big city afteran unexpected leg injury,
integrating with the best and worse elements in the populated world. He then has to find his way home and help
those in need he meetsin the city afterbeing framed fora murder he did not commit while not endangering his
beloved and severely-economically-challenged family back home.
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Story: Reed Johnson, 17 yearold more-heart-than-brains farm kid (except when it comesto fixing anything
mechanical)has seldom left the subsistence Alberta farm he was born on. He is surrounded by a loving family.
Three generations of Johnsons work together and stay together on the 640 acre farm thatatone time was a very
profitable 4,000 acre ranch, particularly when it was homesteaded by ex-Confederate Harry Johnson in the 1880s.
The expatriate Missouri farmerwas the laughing stock ofhis fellow ranchersatthattime for growing hay during the
summerrather than relying on the grasslands to provide all the food cattleneeded. The blizzards of 1886 wiped
outhis free-range cattle-oriented neighbors, making Harry the richest man in the region. Seizing the economic
opportunity he neverhad back home, he bought up asmuch land at ten cents on the dollar so he could to feed his
family, displacing many other families from their livelihood . The crusty old grandmotherofone of those families
laid a curse on Harry and his progeny, declaring that if they are be rich in love, they will be poor in pocket,and vice

versa. ReedJohnsonandhis 21stcentury family inherited Grandma Agnes' curse just as generations before them
did.

Reed is okay with staying on the isolated Flatbush farm on which he had been home schooled by his
recently-departed mother, but he yearns forsomething else, particularly afterhavingspent thelast yearatpublic

high schoolin Westlock. While there, he was outclassed atevery 'people' game he tried to play. The 'cool kids
who he wants to get in with take advantage of his kindness mercilessly, often without him even knowing it. After a
surprise, gentle-humored birthday party atthe farm given by a family who could not be more loving, and
down-home neighbors who are very okay with the 18 yearold Reed taking over the farm when his fathertakesto the
rocking chair and his grandfather goesto his Last Reward, he stares at the distant moonlit horizon, yearning to find
outwhat is on the other side ofit. Reedis particularly intrigued with the tales of big city life astold to him in
letters sent by his Uncle Tom,who left the farm assoon ashe could and became a success in Edmonton.  But
Uncle Tom is success who Reed's fatherJack considers a moral failure and disgrace to the family,because he never
came home. And instead of helping out the family to hold onto the land, Tom said that'it is a dis-service to common
sense and family to throw good money afterbad.'

Reed is torn between stayingathome to help keep the farm going and following his inner passions to experience the
world, ashis Hippies-for-Jesus musician motherdid before she decided to settle in onthe farm. Fate intervenes in
the form of an accident that manglesReed's leg. He is rushed to the hospital in Westlock, where the family doc
hooks Reed up to a team of experimentalsurgeons in Edmonton who can savehis limb from become useless, or
gone.

The nature of Reed's injury makes him a prime candidate for the latest new technique in soft tissue repair. A
well-funded team of medicalprofessionals sees to it thatheis put up in the best lodgings the university can provide
for the summerso they can follow up on the progress of this 'special n value'in their study. Reed does whateverhe
canto extend his stay in Edmonton, pretending that he still needs more medicalcare, ashe hopes to eventually hook
up to Uncle Tom afterhis business trips are done with. Such also allows the 18 yearold very-virgin Reed to
experience big city folks he would never meet in Flatbush, Alberta, starting with Krystyl, an attractive and kind 30
yearold nurse. The crush on Krystyl escalates, then gets complicated when Reed finds outthatsheis a victim of
abuse, resulting in his new love disappearingon him. Reed then winds up befriending Glenda, a colorful artist who
is a whiz atdoing portraits with a pad of paperand anythingthatcanmakea markonit. Reed finds outthat
Glenda is a pysch patient,in a locked ward, put there by people who fearher artistry, intelligence and kindness.

She convinces Reed to help her get out of the Ward, which he does, uniting Glenda with Sasha, who he thinks is her
sister . Inthe process, Reed gets in trouble with his medical hosts. Reed gets in trouble with the law aswell
when he finds out that Glenda is really a hooker, and that Sasha is her pimp, who gets her re-hooked on dopeas
soon asshe goes back 'home'to him.. Reed's attemptto rescue Glenda from Sasha is rewarded by the two-bit
mobster framing him for murdering her.

Reed goes on the lamb, unable to contact his fatheron the farm aswell ashis Uncle Tom in the big city. He winds
up finding refuge in a camp of homeless people who haveset up their tents and portable shacksin “River Valley
Estates”, on the shores of the Saskatchewan River. While there, Reed is taken in by 'The Professor', an old coot
whose genius with a pen and wisdom regarding humanity are too advanced forthe home-owning' world and,on a
good day, partially appreciated by the 'citizens' the 'Philosopher King' tries to take care of in the hobocamp. Not
wanting to accept anything without giving something back,Reed, while hiding his identity and real reason for being
in the camp, offershis services as'fix it' man foranythingmechanical, from vinta ge transistor radios to busted
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generators. His skill as a hunterand fisherman keep his fellow citizens fed.

News of'the mechanicalwhiz who is keeping the homeless community fed, supplied with mechanicalequipment and
infused with a new sense of dignity culminatesin that community settingup free lunches in the Park for Corporate
workers who have high paying jobs but low opinions about those who don't know how to make hordes of money.
Though Reed is still on the run from the law for the murderof Glenda, he feels accomplished, very much athome.

Events push Reed onceagain onto a road he never imagined possible when he day dreamed about the world back on
the farm. First, 'The Professor' dies, leaving Reed with his treasured writings, which are farmore extensive and
insightful than Reed or anyone else in the camp ever imagines. Butif Reed stayson in the community to take his
place, he is certain to be arrested for Glenda's murder. Second, the City Council, who is heavily influenced by
Uncle Tom, sets out to make life hell for the homeless community. Finally, Reed runs into an offerhe cannot
refuse. Dimitri Bakala,a high level mobsterwho is a masterat manipulation and cruelty, operates a chain of
highly illegal chop-shopsin Vancouver. Hearing about Reed'smechanicalgenius, and the farm kid's need to keep
his real identity secret from the Cops, 'Uncle Dimitri' offersto hire the farm kid, with money that Reed cando
whateverhe wants with.

Seeing the opportunity for survival, Reed accepts,no questionsasked. He also considers this a chance to get rich
and send money back to the farm to help his family. Reedrises fastup the ladder in Bakala's organization because
ofhis work ethic, his determination to honorhis word once given, and his 'dumb luck' atnot getting entangled into
any schemes by his co-workers to screw their boss. Before long, Reed is makinglots of money,and Bakala
considers him a surrogate son. Indesperate need to have son he can bond with, the childless Bakala does his best
to protect Reed from the law, but won't use his pull to get the charges dropped. Bakala triesto teach Reed the
ropes about how to get what you want with manipulation and cruelty, but the mobsterstarts to become converted to
being a moral man by his still Gumpish surrogate son, though only to a point.

Meanwhile, Reed keeps trying to send money hometo his fatheron the farm,butit keeps getting refused. To
make matters worse, Reed is losing his humanity while makingmoney and becomingan economic success story.
He realizes how dead he hasbecome inside when he sees aninjured caton the street, and realizes that the love for
animals which kepthim sustained on the farm is gone, ashis instinct for emotionalempathy is gone. In
desperation, he chasesafterthe injured animalto try to get it medical attention. Awakened by his regained ability
to save the animal's life, and his own Soul, Reed gives notice at the shop, asking if he can go back to the homeless
community in Edmonton to help out. Reluctantly, Bakala agrees,and wishes him well. He also finally tells Reed
thathe's arranged for charges to be dropped with regard to Glenda's murder, the real culprit having been dealt with.
But he warns Reed to still keep a low profile fora little while longer.

Upon return to the homeless community in Edmonton, Reed finds the camp in disarray. Reed does what he can for
his former 'outside’ citizens, and encountersone who is in particularly bad need. Itis noneother than Tom,who did
whathe could to get Reed offthe hook for the murder he didn't commit, as well as using his influence to have the
Cops stop harassing the homeless and otherwise unfortunate inhabitants of Edmonton. As a result of such, Tom is
homeless himself. Ironically, Reed, who came to the city to be rescued by his Uncle, savessaid Uncle's ass.

Hatin hand, Uncle Tom finally returns to the farm to make peace,and amends, with his estranged brother Jack. At
the cajoling of Jack's new fiancee, a good woman he loves almost asmuch his departed wife Mary, Jack forgives
Tom, finally reuniting the Johnson clan. They are now rich with love again,in all wayspossible.

Meanwhile, Reed made a bet with Bakala that if the Old Professor's unpublished novels were a hit atthe bookstands,
the mobsterwould go legit. After the novels championingintelligence and caring over ignorance and cruelty
become best sellers, Balaka puts Reed in charge of his stolen car chop chop operations, which he has turned into
legal repair shopsthatare making more money than they did when they were illegal, and which hire homeless
people and 'problem’ city kids aspreferred workers.  Finally, Granny Agnes' curse is broken, the Johnsonsbeing
able to berich in love as well asmoney. Butas for whatthatmoney is to used for, Jack,and Reed, decide thatit is
time to build the busted and broke farm community of Flatbush into the enriched cultural and education centerthat
Harry Johnson back in the 1880s tried to set up, since 'the Good Lord allows you to be rich only if the money is used
according to His Creative process'.

Logline: A hard working, just-turned-forty, handyman-laborer(Carlos) on a harmonically self-sustaining
independent island nation, population 2, challenges his Philosopher King boss/guru with the question of why he is
so broke and everyone else onthe mainlandis so rich.  As a birthday gift to his beloved and valued servant,and
the world, the Philosopher King sets in motion a chain of events that allows Carlos to get the materialwealth and
social status he seeks on the mainland,alongwith teachingthe world a lesson in economics, greed and
sustainability.  Social and political satire with warmth, edge and eye-opening believability.

ABYSS OF THE BRAVE
Novel. Historical.

Marie LeBlanc, highly intelligent, musically-talented daughter of a motherwho operated a top level Bordello in
France until the wrong nobleman came in asa client escapesthe law in the Old World, landing in Montrealon a cold
dayin 1752, asa promised bride to one of the richest and most intelligent men in the New World. However, 'king
of'the wilderness' Pierre Noir is rich because of his illegal smuggling operations with the English and his

intelligence is confined to his dedication to forming an independent, free-thinking Wilderness State which he is
determined will never be ruled by New France, England or the Catholic Church. Enter into the picture, Father
LeFevre, idealistic French Canadian Priestborn to poor English Colonial settlers, raised by Indians and inspired by
his unique Vision of a democratic New France. A Vision which the self-educated scholarasserts requires firm
control and guidance from the Church, even though the life-experienced, pacifist, still-virgin clergyman haslost
belief in the Christian Heavenly Father. The Priest and the Wilderess Revolutionary are both drawn to Marie, but
for very differentreasons. The love triangle gets politically dangerous when LeFevre, Noir and Marie are used as
pawns by French politicos who wantto clandestinely escalate tensions with the English, setting in motion the French
and Indian War, a vicious endeavor which tests the visions, survival and morality of all concerned.

TUCKRUNNERS
Halfhour filmable play.
Serio-comedic.

Logline: A Canadian-born White female,a First Nations Mom, and a recently hired Islamic Immigrant refugee
motherworking for minimum wage in a Saskatchewan Restaurant are pitted against each otherby a sleezy old
Greek owner who is excessively cheap, fond of flirting with the help and considers vicious competition between his
employeesas something good for the restaurant,and them. Big time power-shifts happen asthe workers find out
more about each other, their boss and themselves, leading to struggles for survival and justice that backfirein way s
they never considered possible.

Story: Outside a ‘stuffyour face with food and you are guaranteed to be happy in all ways’ restaurant,a ‘homeless
butnot hopeless’ violin virtuoso playsto unappreciative passers by with intensity and compassion, even afterheis
tossed into a dumpsterand pushed away by security. Inside, three wage slaves are stuck slogging it outin a Greek
Restaurant in contemporary Saskatchewan, Canada afterlegislation is enacted which mandates and paysemployers
for hiring of 'visible minorities'.  Ashley is a white, native born Canadian honors (and talented) student fine arts
grad with big student loans who can't get work with her degree, and refuses to let her boyfriend take care of her
economically. Leona is a First Nations women who atthe age of 23, is motherto fourchildren and ex to an
abusive deadbeat who left her with nothing. Rashadais self-educated Islamic 25 year old refugee who is the sole
provider forthree kids, and the survivor of sex-slave/human trafficking, sent to the boonies of Saskatchewan by
officials in Ontario who wanted credit for rescuing those in danger overseas but want someone else to figure out
how to integrate them into the Canadian work force. The owner of the Restaurant, Peter Pappadapolis, is an old,
sleezy, hory, pathetically cheap, morally corrupt Greek who enjoyshis one (and sometimes two) way flirtations
with the staff,but gets a particularly thrill outof pitting one worker (and class) against the other to see who will
survive working in his kitchen.
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The introduction of Rashada into the kitchen by Peter, and the favorhe gives her, makes Leona and Ashley put away
their ethnic differences as they try to trick the naive immigrantinto discrediting herself. But thetwo young
Canadian women and Rashada soon learn that aslower caste schleps being ripped off by the bosses, they havea
common Cause and very similar agonies in their private lives. They band togetherto forge a fake love letter from
Peter to the favored hostess up front, sneaking it into the handsof Peter's wife (Tula), who does the accounting
upstairs. The attempt of the workers to take down their boss backfires when Peter's wife thinks that her beloved
husband is in bed with Ashley etal, firing the lot of them. Then firing Peter, who we find out does not own the
restaurant because he wasin over his head bribing the civic inspectors and their bosses to keep the joint open.

And it turns outthat Peter neverhad relations with the hostess. With management (Peter) and workers out on the
streets, the Owning Caste (Tula) relates to the mascot mega -sized cockroach who lives very comfortably in the
kitchen thataslong as workers and managers do notrealize that their real enemies are the CEO 1% people on top,
the CEO's canrule over them.

Inthe end, Ashley joins the homeless but not hopeless violinist in song, realizing thatherfate, destiny and Calling is
to play ‘real good for free’ rather than seek an ‘successful’ life filled with applauseand fame. Rashada joinsher,
acceptingher fate asbeing underappreciated but talented from a lower station. Leona,however, hasdecided to sell
outagain, deciding to be owned by soul dead, rich dude (and dud), apologetically ‘going with the flow’ rather than
aspiring upwards.

LOONY LOIS
Novel. Young Adult fiction, and adult fiction, with edge.

Logline: Three mismatched,unassumingmillennials from an Interior British Columbia community (an introverted
'patsy for anyone'stoner, an 'everything comesto easy' First Nations pop music starlette, and an immigrant Russian
filmmakerrunning from his sorted pastback in the Old Country) arerecruited into carrying on the Work ofa crazy
yet Visionary Mountain Woman hermit aftersheis declared deceased, transformingthe trio into enlightened,
marginalized and endangered souls long before their time, with rewards' they find out only afterit is too late.

Story:

Marcusis a 20 yearold ex stoner introvert drummer/aspiring composer hasa vulnerable heart,and a proclivity
to be manipulated by assholesin his British Columbia town to do their dirty work, and take therap forit. No
matterhow hard he tries to make somethingofhis live, Marcus winds up coming back to his parents'basement.
Ivan, workahollic, service oriented masochist Russian filmmaker, came to the mountain town with his
Vancouver-raised wife, Lori, to start a production company that will revolutionize the world. Their marriage is not
only on the rocks butaboutto be flushed down the toilet, due to Lori's obsession with finding someone who is about
more than just work, and Ivan'sinability to open his heart to the wife he so desperately wants tokeep. Locally
born andraised Wendy is a First Nations pop singing starto whom popularity and money cameallto easily. Life
hasgiven her everything, except for challenges to her soul so it will be great rather than just popular.

'"Loony Lois' is anold cootstill radical Hippie Visionary who lives very alone up the mountain,comingdown only
to get supplies and to try to get the 'indoctrinated, oppressed and seduced by the powers thatbe' people down below
to openup their minds, and heartsto whatneeds to be done. To everyone in town, Lois is either a nuisance,a
laughing stock, or a tortured elderly woman who should be put in a nursing home for her own good. At one of the
City Council Meetings when Lois rants on to the citizens in the valley about whatis happening to their town and
themselves, Lois' very mainstream daughterand herlawyer husband cart'the family embarrassment'away, forher
own good, tolive in a comfortable retirement home in the valley. But within hours of Lois being admitted to the
Sunset Retirement Home, she winds up being transferred to the morgue, for a closed casket funeralthat very few
people attend, including her very distraught daughter.

But Lois is farfrom dead,atleast to Marcus, Wendy and Ivan. Her 'spirit' visits Marcus, opening his eyes to just
how small the town he grew up in is, and how much smaller the people who havelorded over him are. Lois'
influence on Ivan comesin the form of disrupting the equilibrium ofhis present marriage, inviting him to a Calling
farHigher than being a husband,orevena father. Wendy finds herself on stage asthe center attractionata
'welcome home' Powwow, visited with the realization thatthe music she hasbeen performing and composing that is

so popularis notonly built on lies, hasnota trace ofreal Creativity in them, and is toxic to her devoted fans.

Enter Clarence Cochran, a skillful inventor and talented musician, who brings the trio to gether, bringing them to
Lois' grave, where the three shocked out of their normallives millenials are visited by Lois' spirit, or perhapsa
hologram. Either way, the trio is now locked into working together to tell the world what Lois was really aboutand
to convey the socio-political messages she dedicated herlife to in the form of a movieabout her life. A movie
which would counteract the smash gone-viral hit documentary done by The Young Professors, four self-centered,
vicious, manipulative and politically powerful 'rich kid' millenials, which ridiculed and discredited Lois. A movie
which Marcus, Ivan and Wendy all participated in making, not fully knowing (or wanting to know) what it would
become.

Standing up to the Young Professors, exposing the despicable activities that made them so rich and setting the
record straight with regard to Lois is harder than it sounds. The fourrich brats who grew up to be the most
powerful moguls the town own most everyone in it, including the Law.

Inaddition, Cochran, the trio's 'handler' with regard to makingthe film and communicatingwith Lois, turns tail a nd
runs as soon as situations with the power thatbe get hot, revealing in the process that whathe did to Lois when he
was in her confidence was not much better than whatthe Young Professors did. Then there is the matterof how
dead Lois really is in the first place,as one agenda of her'ghost' is to devise a special punishment for Marcus, [van
and Wendy for being 'good' people who should have known better than to work with the Young Professors.

Extended Logline:  The International Committee of Three who are the seat of REAL power in the world decide
that democracy hastumed into a lazy, ineffective and dispassionate process, so they decide to challenge its existence
to strengthen the 'morals' who say they value it.

Leading the struggle to make the town an example of the free market capitalist dream is Horatio Wilson,
Industrialist and Preacher. In the middle of'it all:

Jack's ex-lover, friend and comrade, Olivia, under-appreciated Philadelphia bred artist/entertainer who can't go home
until she makes something of herself out West.

Looney Lois, universally-ridiculed destructively-kind 17 yearold village idiot who is brilliant as a violinist,
possessing the potentialto become a genius with the right teacher, and protector.

The aging and overworked Latino handiman who
wound up living thelife peopleassigned to him rather than the one he a spired to, tells the very Church going girls
thatthe greatest sin in the eyes of the Lord is not violation of the Ten Commandments. The most sinful actis to
under-utilize opportunities and to not follow your deepest Spiritual Passions. Still, guilt-ridden Karen decides to do
the responsible thing, putting aside her talent and love for makingmusic to attempta go atmedical school so she can
find cures for the diseases that afflicted her parents, even though she hasabsolutely no fascination orinterest in
biology or medicine. Carla decides to do the Alive thing, pursuing a career as a multigenre artist, despite the fact
thatshe has less talentin the arts a her sister and knows nothing about how cut-throat the Artistic world is.

Two years later, we find Carla asthe most passionate, creative and (afterputting in a lot of hard work) technically
talented writers, musicians and composersin a Toronto Fine Arts Institute,at which she hasspent a large portion of
her inheritance for tuition. She seeks aboveall to transform the collective human soulthrough the Arts, and is
becoming very good atit, asa rebel, particularly when she takes on playing Beethoven's Appossionata with more
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texture, innovation and expression than her farmore talented sister Karen ever did. However, Carla'sdream is
halted by no-talent, fragile-ego, super-pretentious, by-the-numbers 'Sir Ronald Williams', who in his new position as
head of the Department, sees to it that Carla is not only dumped from the program, but marginalized from the
progressive Professors there and the hip and cool students.

Carla absorbshis wisdom and frustrations like a sponge but is notafraid to challenge him as
well. Butit's Carla's birthday, makingthis milestone of reaching the big 21 alone, even more painful. She yeamsto
re-connect with her sister Karen. A series of accidents with the answering machine,and some incidents at Karen's
house at her big birthday bash, make Carla think that her sister didn't call her, enhancingher sense of isolation and
ever-increasing distance from her 'responsible’ sister.

Karen, who stayed in Saskatchewan and invested herinheritance into a premed program,is notdoing so well
competing with people in the 'real' world outside of Hillside either. Though Karen knows 98% ofthe info for
every exam,she is never able to break an 82% average. She doesn't know how to kiss the professor's asses and she
hasn'tlearned how to cheatoffherclassmates,and to makethem look badrelative to herself. Mall brats, Doctor
Barbies and gold-diggers in training Millissa and Laura,two of Carla's former lab partners,have learned how to do
so, andhave gotten As because Karen let them copy from her. Butthere is one classmate who hasbeen
supportive of Karen, and considers her the most beautifulgirl in class. John Peterson is a big, strong and
average-intelligence offspring of a down-home Saskatchewan farm wife and a father who clawed his way up
corporate ladders that fewpeople know about. John suggests that Karen join him in a new Pharmaceutical Science
training program, which doesnot require the kind of GPA thatmed schooldoes. He also wants to be more than
just a classmate to her.

At Karen's birthday party, held at John's parent's house, her biggest birthday wish is to havea heartto hearttalk
with her sister Carla, some of which would be in the 'backwards'lingo they developed between themselves as kids.
But by a series of what seem like accidents, Karen gets no response from Carla, even aftershe called Carla's
answering machine three times. Karen feels bitter towards her sister, who she thinks 'is too busy being 'artistic' to
return her calls', and is even more angry at herself for having to settle to be a biology technician instead of being a
doctor. Making matters worse, Karen is beginning to experience regrets athavinggone into bio-medical science
(which she hatesbut is a prerequisite to finding cures for diseases thatkilled her motherand father)and not perusing
a career in the arts, which is still a lingering passion. Her request to take overplaying the piano ather birthday
party is stopped by John, who saysthat Karen deserves to have a rest and that hisno-talent cousin was paid to play
there and that his very linear family insists on him providing the entertainment. But, there is hope for Karen when
she is invited by John's fatherinto the library fora private meeting. Horatio Peterson makes Karen an offershe
can'trefuse. Recognizing her talentsin science, and being the very behind the scenes head ofa very large
pharmaceutical company and research institute, he offers her special entry into a Ph.D. Program. She accepts,
thinking thatit will bring in money, and that after providing biological cures for the world, MAYBE she can cure
herself by becoming a well funded artiston her own.

More time passes....Carla puts her money where her Passions are, investing whatever funds she hasleft on her own
indy projects, reeking of edge, humor, intelligence and intensity butlackingin fluffand frivilous 'fun". She
writes tons of booksand produces lots of indy music. With regard to the most powerful canvasin the world, Carla
haspoured cash from her own pocket and empty stomach into doing an independent film that she thinks will
transform the world and allow her entry into the 'club' of the artistic elite who have power and influence. The
premier of Carla'scinema Work is under-attended, most particularly by her sister Karen, to whom she sent multiple
invitations.  Supporting the idealistic, intelligent, not-so-popular,and now pauper,artist is Peter, an English film
editor and cinematographer. Peter is the only living soul who gets most of Carla's jokes and is 'accessible but
distant'as a lover. Such is enough, asCarla needs above all someone who understands her Mind, a lover/mate who
understands herheart a luxury she cannot afford right now.

At Karen's end of the universe, she hasbecome a big time success asa research scientist at Saskatoon University,
and well funded by Horatio Peterson, whose Pharmaceutical Company concentrates farmore on making money than
makingsick people well. Karen also haslearned first hand how 'independent'scientists at the University stab,jab
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and sabatoge each othermercilessly to be the first to press, get tenure and obtain funding with the best data they can
steal or fabricate. She hason occasion played ball with such people in their crooked dealings. Still believing in her
own very innovative research, she doesn't make waves, seeing the necessity to integrate with the system the prior to
changingit. Besides, she's ontop ofthe laddernow. It's Karen who is now who is the hottest looking woman in
medicine, due to having access to the best plastic surgeons and beauticiansavailable, for profession and fund raising
purposes reasonsof course. And it's Professor Karen who former Barbie bitch classmates and medicalstudents
Millissa and Laura are dependent on to get their medicaldegrees now, and drugs to overcharge their patients for
later. Butinside, Karen couldn't be more miserable. At home,Karen hasa child, Jamie, who is a musical protege,
whose skill atthe piano makes Karen extremely jealous of her abilities, and envious beyond rage ather own
inability to find the Artist in her now dead, dark,and corrupted Soul.  She's also taken to drinking booze from the
store and massive doses of potential Soul-awakening drugs she takes home from the lab. Such is the only way to get
through life with 'dream hubby'John, whose simplistic mind and seeminlgy caring heart hasmany deep, dark secrets
inside it.

Back in the world of struggling Artists, Carla hastakenona job driving a cab to get seed money to maintain her
writing, music and ultra-low budget film making aspirations,as well asto stay nurished enough to dothem. She
finds herself dependent on Peter for both, as well as someonetoreally talk to at theend the day. Communication
diminishes when Peter gets stoned, Carla refusing to join him in that'happy'place asshe holds onto the Beethovian
credo that 'Creative Madnessis best enjoyed when straight'. Professor, Friend and Mentor KumarPatel, a n elderly
EastIndian gentlemen who is also an over-educated employee who works atthe cab company, offers hersome
advise. He suggests that Carla meet Peter half way, so that Carla doesn't wind up on the first bus backwards to
Hillside, Saskatchewan and the mundane, comfy life waiting for her with aunts and uncles who never left, and never
will.  Patel, the only Mentor in the 'real' world Carla knows, is found dead the next morning, dead by his own hand
or pethapssomeone else's in a 'colorful area of town.

Carla goes back home to Peter, then agrees to share some weed from a fellow cabbie with him. She then sharesher
unprotected uterus as well, as he expresses a desire to become a father,yet again. Finally, Carla gives in. But
when the pregnancy test is positive, Peter flees the coup, terrified of fatherhood. Carla is left with a pile ofbills,
and a fetusthat she hasto 'deal with', one way of another. She finds herself determined to not get an abortion AND
to continue her career as an Artist, but she needs farmore money than whatshe was getting atthecabcompany.

Carla flashes onanidea. She mascaradesasNatasha,a hotlooking Russian woman on the rebound from a bad
relationship who is admitedly at early stages of pregnancy. When arriving to meet Karen face to face,Carla can
hardly recognize her sister Karen, on the inside and outside. Karen does notrecognize Carla. Karenhas faked
anotherall night and into next day emergency call to go to the lab,leaving 'Natasha'at the house with a broken
down car outside, waiting for John, on his birthday.

He, and Carla, have kept up with Karen's research inside and outside
the lab, and it's ground breaking stuff. But Karen and the work could still be owned by Peterson Pharmaceuticals,
and its powerful patriarch, Horatio, who is concerned with profits atthe expense of innovative therapies. In
addition, Peterson Pharmaceuticalsis notabove creating diseases in the real world to which they already have
miracle drugs thatthey will sell to sick and dying patients to save them ---if and when they feel like it of course.
Such are plotlines that Carla wrote as films and booksthat got her blacklisted with studios and publishers. Indeed,
Doc Mikey's headaches and failing neurological functions of late could be due to him being one of the guinea pigs in
a Peterson funded study. Part of him being randomly'chosen could be thathe and Carla kidnapped John from the
last locked facility in which he was hidden from the world, giving him the sex change operation he desired ashis
truest personality, 'Katey',

The planis designed by Carla and her son Doc Mikey. Karenwill speak aboutnewestdrugs available for
neurological disease and mentalillness accordingto party line, then be reminded of who she was and wants to be by
presenting John as Krazy Katey,and introduced to her long lost daughterJamie. As well, Carla, asResearch Doc
alias, will ask Karen questions in the 'backwards'language she shared with her sister in the good old days, so that
info about thereal research can berelated without being intercepted by Horatio's enforcers and informers.
BUT----Just beforethe talk in the big auditorium, Krazy Katey, Doc Mikey's 'date',sneaksaway. And in the
audience, surrounded by powerful 'yes men' (and women) is none other than Horatio Peterson. Andrea abandons
the planaswell, having heard enough far-fetched madness,and claimingthatshe does notknow how to play the
piano anymore, if indeed she ever did.

Historical Novel

Extended logline: 1773 brought to Russia the biggest, most deadly, most tragic and most controversial People's
Revolution in the history of the Empire. At the center of it was Yemelyan Pugachev,a charismatic,deceptive,
dedicated, deluded, effective and often cruel Cossack who challenged the oppressive Catherine the Great and the
wealthy Aristocrats who kept most of the population hungry and subservient. Behind the scenes however are many
others. A onetime close friend to Yemelyan, Stefan is a humble, intelligent and kind Cossack who unwillingly
finds himself being a centralcog in the Revolutionary machinery that gets out of hand very quickly. Over-read,
hyper-intelligent but pathetically life-inexperienced 23 yearold Countessa Sventlana is beautifulhot-headed
Revolutionary who is prepared to dedicate her life and her very creative literary pento the Cause. Father Basili, a
people-serving Pacifist belonging to the Old Believer sect, which is outlawed by Catherine, finds himself
adminstering to the needs of peasants who rise up against their masters, butstill sees God ratherthan guns asthe
meansto saving his parishioners. Mustafa,an old, learned and dedicated Islamic 'godfather'to his fellow Tatars,
joins the Christian rebels, knowing fully well thatsome of them consider Allah as much of a manifestation of evil as
Czarina Katherine. On the otherside of the War thatallows NO one to remain neutralis Imperial Army Major
Alexi Stralnikov, a scholarly, highly decorated and compassionate Aristocrat who does not agree with Catherine's
oppressive policies, but fears the uneducated peasant rebels will turn into a mob if given power too soon, turning his
beloved Russia into an oppressive and bloody Police State farworse than any Czarhasinstituted. Assisting, and
mentoring, the middle-aged Alexi is Michael Kosinko, an old, wise and crafty Sergeant who hasseen, and survived,
more war than most anyone on either side of the conflict. ~ As the revolt turns into a Revolution, the participants on
both sides question their motives, as well astheir loyalties, each becoming what they never bargained for.

Story:

The story begins in 1772, with Father Vasili, a high-born aged way before his time Priest who has forsaken wealth
and privilige, to becomean'Old Believer' Priest, dedicated to takingcare of the poor and maintainingthe Old Time
Spiritual rituals ratherthan the new, improved Czarist approved old ones. Working out of the fourth church he has
build himself, as his sect is outlawed by Czarina Catherine, he hastaken it upon himself to bury the body ofa
peasant serf woman who was brutally killed by her aristocratic master, without consequences for him, and to see her
Soul offto a betterplace. The devout Vasili is conflicted between his dedication to Pacifism and his burning anger
atthe ruling classes. He would like to just ONE ofthe various people's revolutions succeed, but he knows they all
failed, the peasants payingthe highest price. He yearns for the golden daysof 1762, when Czar Peter I11, then
Catherine's husband, ruled Russia for 6 months during which he issued 200 mandates, all of which were aimed at
human rights for all, freedom of religion and equaldistribution of wealth. His murder by Catherine putanendto
all ofthat. After the funeralofthe slain peasant woman who dared to speak her mind, the still-behind-the-scenes
Vasili is determined to bury her the Old Way,and begins to speak outagainstthe Czaratthe funeral, both of which
is very illegal.  Alone by the river afterwards,he is arrested by a roving band of Imperial Army troops carting
deserters from that Army off to jail, or worse, butis rescued by Stefan Ilonowick, a young Cossack who had
deserted the Imperial Army when he found out thathis service to the Czar on the frontier in exchange for relative
autonomy for his village back home comes with a price of doing horrible things to undeserving people, most
particularly Jews. Stefan,whose attemptto fake hisown death so he could go back home was reported by his own
men to the authorities, not only liberates Vasili but one of the prisoners in the paddy wagon, a fellow Cossack by
the name of Yemelyan Pugachev. Itis not the first time thatthelow born, illiterate Pugachev hasbeen in trouble
with the Imperial Army, which he deserted, or Cossacksin his own home town, where he still hasa wife and
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children who he hasall butabandoned. Vasili joins Stefan and Pugachev ason the run rebels trying to get a
revolution started, Stefan being the one best at doing the fighting, Pugachev having the charisma to talk disgruntled
civilians into joining the Cause. Such oftenis done with tales of heroism which the heroic, thinking and kind
Stefan,ratherthanhe, performed.  To gain recruits, Pugachev tries to pass himself offasPeople's CzarPeter 111,
having escaped Czarina Catherine's executioners, emerging from hiding for the last ten years so at this very right
time, he can depose her and take back the throne, for himself, and the people. It's a story that seemsto be bought
by many of the uneducated, hungry and oppressed, but be it true or false, it seems to bring in more people forthe
revolution. And it's a claim that Vasili supports very much in public to captive audiences.

Word ofthe mountingrevolt against the ruling class which is bringing in Cossacks, peasants,and disgruntled Tatars
(Islamic Russians and othernon-Christians) reaches estates of the rich, including that owned by Count Lazinski,
who hasa daughter, Svetlana,a beautifuldaughter who he trying to marry off to a rich suitor so he can pay off'the
family debt and cheathis way back to the top of the economicheapagain. The highly -read, literarily-brilliant and
but life-inexperienced Svetlana seeksto join the revolution, fighting for the Cause with a sword anda pen. Her
attemptsto do so are twarted by not only the scared and dedicated -to-their-master servants who are assigned to look
afterher, but (without her knowing such) Major Alexi Stralnikov, who made a pledge to Svetlana's father,an old
military buddy, to see thathis daughterremained safe, pampered and a servant of her casterather thanany
democratic cause.

Stralnikov is highly accomplished, decorated. honor-driven and educated middle aged Officer in the Imperial
Army stuck in a loveless marriage to a killjoy wife who has trained his children to be aslifeless, embittered and
non-expressive assheis. When heis given the call to quench the rebel uprisings in the Cossack regions of the
Empire, he welcomes the opportunity to get away from his wife. Though not a supporter of Catherine's oppressive
policies inflicted onthe poor and lower classes, he believes that true democratization and equal distribution of
wealth in his beloved Russia must come by working with the current system, and that letting illiterate, uneducated
rebels have their way will lead to anarchy, destruction and regimes farmore oppressive than instituted by ANY of
the Czars. Assigned with Alexi to take partin the Police Action is Michael Kosinko, ankindly, smartand crafty
old veteran Sergeant who hasbeen the Major'said, confidantand mentor. Butthe location for their assignment is
Kazan,a mostly Tatarcity in an uneventfulregion of the Russian Empire where there is no real fighting going on,
making Stralnikov realize that the promotion to Colonel in this remote region is actually a demotion instituted by
those in Moscow who want him out of the way and silenced regarding his intolerance for lack of vigilance and
honorin the Army. But oncein Kazan, Stralnikov is ostracized by the men over and underhim for his insistence
on their taking defense of this city which is ata critical intersection of two trade rivers seriously. Healso takes
seriously thetask of keeping Countessa Sventlana out of trouble, which involved extracting her from a small group
of Cossack rebels she joined. He informed her thatthe unwashed, anti-industrial, pathologically-independent
Cossacks were going to stealher jewels, money and virginity, but Svetlana insists thatit was Stralnikov kidnapped
her. Still, he and Kosinko do their best to keep the Countessa contained and entertained while in Kazan when her
fatheris away on business. The rebellious, alluring and intellectually brilliant Countessa makesan attempt to ride
her horse acrossthe Volga back to the revolutionaries, but fails in this attempt to get away from her gilded cage as
well.

The Revolution moves on theroad, trying to enlarge its base. Now a small army, the Revolutionaries arrive at the
gates of an industrial Tatarcity, prepared to offer freedom, food, money and dignity to those who would join them,
death to those who passup onthe offer. They are greeted by one man, Mustafa Beloveg, Mayorand Employerof
the manufacturingtown as well asIman forits Islamic Citizens. A clever show of force by Mustafa'smen once the
surround the mostly Cossack and Serf Army with arrows against their guns indicatesto Stefan,and Pugachev,that
working with ratherthan over the Tatarswill serve the Revolution, increasing the artillery arsenal of the rebels.

Fighting between the rebels and Imperials escalatesnot only in numbers but cruelty, on both sides. Stefan does his
best to be merciful to the enemy and the 'neutrals', as such could result in them joining the revolt, and such would
lay down the groundwork for a humane Revolutionary regime aftertherevolt is over, but when Pugachev is around,
Stefan hasno choice but to follow the leader's often cruel orders and to quench and dissention within his own ranks.
Easing things up a bit is special duty Stefan is given as head of the 'decoy' brigade in which he poses as Pugachev so
thatbounty hunters and the Czarist Army remained confused asto where thereal leader of the revoltis.  Such
gives Stefan the opportunity to instill his own sense of Robin Hood democracy and justice. Making things more
interesting for the home-sick Cossack is the arrival of a runaway serf, Tatianna, whose features and essence remind
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him of his wife. She is also highly skilled asa healer, inviting a wartime romance to begin to bloom. He sets her
up in a series of field hospitalsin which all wounded and diseased are taken care of, thus giving the Revolution good
PR and good karma.

Back in Kazan, Michael Kosinko and Alexi Stalnikov (both of whom are on the outs with the Military rulers of the
city) have been ordered to keep Svetlana locked up in a luxurious room with a chastity belt so she can be safely
married off'to a suitor of her father's choice, despite the factthat Svetlana continuesto write Revolutionary books
and hasbeen secretly gathering info about the rebels outside the city so she canjoinandserve them. Her writings
have great persuative powers, particularly on Kosinko, who disguises himself as a Cossack and sneaks Svetlana out
of'the city pledging to bring defectorsto therevolt with him very soon. But it is a trick, Kosinko using the naive
Countessa to find out where the elusive Pugachevis. He and Alexi, with a special detachment of civilian -dressed
Imperial troops, follow Svetlana to her rebel friends with the aim of kidnappingthe rebel leader and ending the
revolt for good. But when the detachment of Imperials approachesthe Fort in where the battle -inexperienced
Countessa Svetlana hastakenup arms,the group of'civilian Cossacks'approachingthe fort to join the revolt are
recognized asImperial soldiers. A flatoutbattle ensues, in which Sveltana is initially paralyzed with shock,
noting that her most trusted 'Uncle Michael Kosinko is leading the attack along with Alexi, who she was told by
Kosinko hadjoined the rebellion because of her booksand dedication to the Cause. Svetlana's shock dissolves
quickly as the battle ensues, becoming an effective, vicious and mad Warrior, who demandsofthe dead and dying
Imperials that they tell her where Kosinko and Stralnikoare. Mustafa, one of the men who look afterand admire
Svetlana (particularly forbeing fearless enough to notbelieve in a God thattakescare of you, aseveryone else there
does), is thankfulfor Svetlana's ability to turn the battlein the rebel's favor. Father Vasili, who refuses totakeup a
weapon or shelter during the battle,says Mass for the living, and the dead, fearsthat Svetlana'sability tokill men
andnot get a scratch on her is because she is possessed by the devil, particularly since Svetlana's battle cry is 'no
master for anyone on earthorin heaven.. In theaftermath ofthe battle, some of the Imperials are spared by Stefan
(none of them hung or tortured as was normalprocedure), allowed to go back to their superiors with the news that
Pugachev, who is in the other area of the fort taking care of the wounded, is a merciful and kind ruler.  The illusion
about Pugachev and his real whereabouts thus remains intact.

Time and many otherbattles between Stefan'srebels and whatevertroops Alexi can muster take place over a cold
and bitter winter, an into a muddy Spring which limits mobility butnotbloodshed. Alexi's luck as a military
officer runs out when he is badly wounded, after which a weary Kosinko carts him offto one ofthe hospitals
operated by Tatianna. Tatianna recognized Alexi from a past she haskept secret from the rebels, pledging to save
Alexi and keeping from her Cossack protectorsthe factthatheis a high ranking Imperial Officer. Her past with
Alexi involved the miserably married Officer falling in love with her ata local tavern for her brilliant mind (and
body), rescuing her from an abusive and powerful Aristocrat who owned her, then clandestinely putting her
through medicalschool and setting her up in private practice undera new name. As the revolution escalated, Alexi
had asked her to infiltrate and spy on the rebels, which she did. But afterbeing with them, she has defected to their
Cause. Afterseeing whatthe Revolutionary Ideals were in the hospitalthattreated all according to need,
irrespective of political affiliation, class or wealth, Alexi defectsto the Revolutionary Causeaswell.  But not
Koskino, who is allowed to go home (her knowing he is an Imperial) with false information he will take back to his
superiors. But the crafty Kosinko hasa plan. While I benign captivity without chains or bars with the rebels, he
finds outthat Pugachev hasa Cossack wife, Sofia, who is still at home with the Great Pretender's three children.

He rides to the village with the aim of kidnapping Sofia and her children, keeping her hostage in Kazanto (a) draw
outthe real Pugachev and (b) make demands forhis beloved wife and children's release. Butupon finding Sofia,
Kosinko sees thatthough Sofia is more against the revolution than most Imperials are,angry at her husband for
being a fraud, deluded egotist, and now adulterer, ashe is now engaged to marry a young Cossack woman he ran
across in his exploits to make his Empress'.  She willingly allows herself to be kidnapped, Kosinko sneaking her
into the gates of Kazan though a siege set up by Stefan's Army.

InKazan, Stefan hasset up a siege, bankingon the citizenry seeing the futility of relying on the small detachment of
Imperials there to protect them and havingthe good sense to join a Revolution (his version of it anyway) which is
about human rights and equaldistribution of wealth, aswell as kindness. But Mustafa,aftersneakinginto the
mostly Tatarcity to caseit out, returns with badnews. The 'captive' Sofia Pugachev is roaming the foodless
marketplace alongwith the Christian Bishop hasbeen telling everyone in town that Pugachev is not Enlightened
Czar Peter I11 but her illiterate Cossack husband. Stefan preparesto launch an attack on the city before it canbe
reinforced by the Imperial Armies roamingaround the area,but is stopped, by Pugachev, who hasreceived word of
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his wife and children being held hostage from Imperial Messengers and who sends men to arrest Stefan forhis
policies of being too soft on the enemy and promoting too much free speech amongsttherebels. But aided by his
faithfulsteed, Stefan makesa run for it, becoming a fugitive from his own people as well asbeing wanted by the
Imperial Army. Soon afterwards, Pugachev, with now anarmy 0f20,000 storm the walls of the City, mercilessly
killing any who will not supporthim and burning most everything in sight. He liberates his wife, but does not
claim her as her own, his escorts taking her away from Kazan to a location where she will remain quiet and
complient with her deluded and adulterous hubby. Seeing thatthere is a problem with the woman,and the way the
Revolution is going, is Svetlana, who is wounded, and badly, for the first time in her illustrious military career.

Exhausted from fleeing Cossack rebel pursuers, Stefan finally finds a secluded campground. He wonders if he
should go hometo get his wife and family out of Russia, or remain on the lamb so they would not be hung for being
related to a 'traitor' to the Revolution. Then he considers finding Tatianna, who he loves more than his wife, and
running away to Siberia with her. His plans change when he is encountered by Alexi, also on the run from his
people for defecting to the Revolution, who relates that he hasrekindled and consummated a his relationship with
Tatiana,who haseagerly reciprocated. Stefan'slove for Tatianna turnsinto hate when he finds out from Alexi that
everything she had told Stefan about herbackground and political believes when initially joining the rebels was a
lie.

Meanwhile, Kosinko waits outside of the gates of the smoldering, blood drenched rebel held city of Kazan, greeting
his contact, Imperial General Michaelson with insults and anoceanofanger. Michaelson apologizes for notbeing
able to bring more troopsto save the city, and offersthe ever loyal Seargent Kosinko a promotion to the rank of
MajorOR a free ride homeas a civilian without repercussions. The low born Kosinko decides to accept the
promotion, and informs Michaelson about the layout of the now rebel defensesin Kazan, which henoted on his
escape from there as a beggar.  Aided with Kosinko's knowledge aboutthe weaponry and people defendingthe
city, Michaelson leads the relatively small Imperialforces into Kazan. During the first round of the battle, Father
Vasili, who swore to God to never take a human life, even that of a Czarist, begins brutally killing then damningto
hell any Imperialsoldier who he cansneak a sabre, knife or axe into, until he himself is killed, by a stray rebel
bullet, no one left to give Last Rights to him.

Logline: Besieged by killer wolves with special skills and a taste for human flesh on the Eastern Front in WWI,
culturally mismatched Russianand German Captains,declarea truce to go afterthe common enemy. They are
helped in this endeavorby a deluded mountain man with multiple personalities, one of whom is Jesus. While
dealing with the head alpha wolf and his very well organized pack,the Captainsdiscover things about themselves,
and their 'trusted' men, that create conflicts of soul as well asflesh. Based on very true story(s).

Story: The Eastern Front in Belarus, winter, 1916. German and Russian troops led by glory hungry, privileged
officers have had enough of the war, butcan't go homebecause they will be shot for desertion before they can get
outof theback line, and if they do get home, will be turned in as deserters by spies who they considered comrades at
the front. The ecosystem hasbeen destroyed for animalsas well as people, most particularly an Alpha Wolf who
hasthe responsibility to see thathis pack survives the winter. In a stroke of luck for the two legged intruders into
said wolf's charred, lifeless domain, the two Majors on both sides die in a glorious assault,leaving in command two
culturally and psychologically mismatched Captains. On the German side, the sincere but deluded Majoris tossed
out of his armored car, put out of his misery on the battlefield and sent to 'Valhalla' by a mercy killing by Captain
Telemann, who orders a retreat back to safety forwhoeveris left. The abusive, elitist Czar-serving Majorleading
the Russians into battle, from behind (who personally shoots deserters), is tossed off the only horse thathassurvived
life in thetrenches. Captain Fedoroff,a 'dirty, ingrate, traitorous' Cossack,jumpsonthe horse, organizing a retreat
for his men, from the FRONT, putting himself in harms way to give them cover, then sending the horse back to
safety so'we don'tkill the rest of you'. When the Majorbegs Fedoroffto put him out of his misery, Fedoroff putsa
wounded enlisted man on his back, throws the Majora pistol and tells the officer to 'send himself to hell' instead of
being sent to heaven by anotherman'shand.

On the Russian side is Boris Fedoroff, highly independent 'stuck in the 19th century' romantic, non-conformist,
anti-industrialist Cossack who hatesthe Czar and, despite his devout Christian faith,is devoted to a still-not
established Communist Revolution promising democratic Socialism, and a non-hierarchical 'everyone gives
according to their ability and takes accordingto their needs'ideal, Buthe is honor bound to see thatthe men under
his command allgo home alive, even the those he suspects are working for the Czar's secret police. =~ Amongst the
men Boris feels responsible for, in terms of their survival and political education, are Private Petitsia, a young,
guilt-ridden DukaborPacifist who allowed himself to be drafted into the Army to become a man who haskilled in
order to not bekilled (and to preserve the lives of his family back home). Then there is Private Laski, a criminal
who seems to enjoy killing, who tells his sadistic and self-effacingjokesto the ears and eyeson he necklace made
from slain Germans. Corporal Menovic is a mild mannered, hard working, and under-appreciated cook whose
cuisine made from whatis availableis alwaysmocked. Sgt Petrovitch, whose uniform is always worn correctly
and whose bootsare alwayspolished, takesnotes on his dissenter 'comrades', claiming that when the slain Major's
replacement comes back, they will be in big trouble with the authorities.

On the German side is Hans Teleman, a free market, pro-industrialist, Capitalist humanistic athiest who sincerely
believes in theuse of technology over passion to solve problems, competition asa way to make everyone stronger
and that German culture if allowed to flourish will savethe world from moralcorruption. Like Boris, his concern
is for his men's welfare, a conviction which got him into hot water with his bosses a yearearlier when he was part of
anunauthorized Christmas truce with the Allies on the Western Front. Under him is Private Bauer, wet behind the
ears farm kid who just wantsto go home, but believes he hasto protect his family and community back home from
the 'savage Ivan's'on the the otherside no man'sland. Lt. Goldmannis a 'by the numbers' doctor with a big ego
who does his best to keep the wounded alive, butis resentful when others do a better job atdoing so than he does.
Sgt. Schneider hasbeen through many wars before, and has miraculously survived them all, looking afterthe men
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over and underhim like an old motherhen, despite the factthatif he was discovered as a Jew, he would lose
prestige, rank and perhaps his life by Aryans in the ranks.

In the aftermath of the battle in which both Majors are kills, Captain Fedoroff'is visited in the Russian trench by
Umalo, an old, hunchbacked, locallunatic mountain man who thinkshe is Jesus. Umalo's visit is welcomed by the
wounded, ashe treats them farmore effectively than the Russian docs, using herbal medicines, insightful intuition
and faith. He also provides eatable and nutritious food for the men, angering Melovic.  After feeding and
administering to the Russians, Umalo excuses himself to go assist the Germans.  Petistsia, Lanskiand Petrovitch
all point their guns athim, as it would give aid and comfort to the enemy but Fedoroff orders them to lower their
weapons, which they reluctantly do. On the German side of no man'sland, Telemann's men are treated to top rate
medicine for body and soul, which works farmore effectively than anything Goldmann was able to provide,
arousing the by the numbers physician's suspicions about who Umaloreally is. But Telemann hasotherthings on
his mind. Due to bettersupply lines and technology on the German side, he is delivered a new shipment of
weapons, including new, long range rifle thathe play-aimsatthe Russian trench. Sensing Telemann's brash 'high
tech superior' weaponry, Fedoroff whips out his 18th century Cossack sword, daring him for a duel between German
machinery and Cossack passion. It's a stand off, though, that will await the next battle.

Thatnextbattlehas Germans and Russians entrenched, waiting till nightfall. Each side, notknowing what the other
is doing, or enduring emotionally, gets attacked from behind. The assailantsarenever seen, and unstoppable, by
machine guns, grenades, or gas, and they leave behind mutilated bodies and defective limbs. The next morning,
Fedoroff assesses the wounded on his side, Bauerascertaining the nature of the 'ghost soldiers' for his comrades.
The wilderness and farm raised men reveal to their men that their beloved comrades were killed not by soldiers but
wolves, who make an appearance at dawn on the horizon, in numbers that excede that of their two legged foes.
Umalo visits both trenches, warning them of a special brand of wolves who will decimate not only the soldiers, but
innocentcivilians. Fedoroff is the first one to take the nextnecessary step. He proposesa truce to Telemann. As
such, they could combine resources and methodologies againsta common enemy.

But, notall the soldiers under the Captains command agree with the truce in which Umalo becomes the main adviser
to bothsides. They use human meat from slain solider asbait, as suchis notonly the meat left for bait, but that
this pack likes human flesh in particular. The men under Fedoroff and Telemann;s com mand harbou fearand hatred
fotsoldiers on the other side. After some tense and deadly confrontations in which the Captains antagonize their
own men, for their own good, reason prevail. ~ While outtrying to trap wolves, in groups oftwo (Russians with
Germans, at Umalo's insistence) Fedoroff and Telemann hit on the realization thatnotall of the wolves arein on it.
They almostkill, the befriend a mother wolf with three white feet who is trying to feed her cubs. They spare 'Mama
Three Socks', realizing thathasto look out afterher own family, asthe soldiers are looking aftertheir families at
homeaswell.  The two Captainstheorize that Umalo's theory that universal ratherthan selective compassion will
be the only thing that will stop ALL ofthe killing is still unrealistic, butthey yearn forit. =~ While going afterthe
killer wolves related to Mama Three Socks.

The wolves attack in full force. Together, the Russians and Germans fend them off, not completely. Making
matters worse-—-Umalo gets wounded, havingbeen bitten by the head alpha wolf, who is suspected of carrying
rabies. He goes into seizures, requiring him to be cared for in a proper hospital. By 'coincidence', there is one
close by. An abandoned mentalhospitalin which skeletons of half eaten patientsstill linger, chained to tables and
walls. At thehospital, Goldmannis able to save the much needed mountain man mentor, assisted by Petitsia and
Bauer, who believe that Umalo really is the second coming of Christ. But more down to earth minds discover while
rummaging through supplies papers which reveal that Umalo was a patient there, an accomplished animalbehavior
scientist with multi-personality disorders. One ofthose personalities materializes ashe wakes up, then howls,
calling in a wolf attack. Banding together, the Germansand Russians fend off the attack,but Umalo, with a blank
stare, walks out of the facility, unharmed by any wolves.

The now banded togethersoldiers seek to use the techniques Umalo taught them to kill the 'demon'alpha wolf, and
disable somehow his 'minions'.  Theories go back and forth between the alpha wolf being a devil who is leading
the wolves (Fedoroff's theory), to a new form ofrabies (Telemann's view) that makes sane wolves both hungry for
human flesh and strong/.smart enough to get it. ~ Bauerand Petitsia, the most devout soldiers on both sides, both
die atthe handsofthe 'demon'wolves. Adding suspicions to this---Goldmann himself got bitten by a wolf, as did
many of the wounded, makingthem potential'zombies' if the cure for whateverwas infecting the wolves is not
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found. Umalo is presumed dead,but appearsmiraculously, with a plan. Fedoroffand Telemann set outto
find and inactivate the alpha wolf, leaving their men behind to recover their wounds and kill whateverwolves come
their way. But Fedoroffand Telemann's attempts don't work, asthe Alpha leads them to a bad snow storm. In the
aftermath of the storm, there is a massive attack from the wolves againstthe two Captains. Schneider and Menovic
come to the rescue with the few men they haveleft. Wolves attack the combined forces of Russians and Germans,
getting stronger as smarter, the latter involving stealing their ammo, bait, traps and medicalsupplies before they
head offinto the bush. Fedoroffand Telemann spare Mama Three Socks, as she tries to prevent her cubs from
stealing the goods from the men behind their backs, The wolves are led in the attack by non otherthan Umalo as
anotherpersonality,atop the horse Fedoroffsaved. Demon-Umalo is shot offthe horse, Alpha Wolf, who we now
know had been given special injections by Umalo aspart of his 'experiment' to test the morality of humans,

assesses the damage, heading forthe hills with his pack,leaving his masterseizing on the ground, then in a coma.

Schneider and Menovic are reluctant to say what happened at the hospitaland why they defied orders and left there,
The always arrogant, tattle tale informant Petrovich is distant,and seems uncaring. Driven torage, Fedoroff grabs
him by the collar to demand the truth, but it only sends Petrovich into deepershell shock., Schneider, who finally
confesses his identity as a Jew, revealed that their numbersat the hospital had been decimated not by wo lves, but by
men who havebeen bitten by the wolves and turned into vicious, destructive 'zombies' who had to be killed by their
own kind. Goldmann was one of those who had to be put down as he killed others. To try to find solace,
Schnieder startsto pray,in Hebrew, begging for forgiveness and salvation. The Christian Germans and Russians
join him in prayer. The prayerawakens Umalo, first asJesus who is pleased that the experiment to bring the
soldiers together in Common Cause (a less selective compassion). But then Umalo wantsto kill himself as
punishment forthe satanic personality in him, an effort which Fedoroff and Telemann stop by force and persuasion.
The next personality in Umalo is a Professor, who he was before all the conversions. He hasa plan---to take
Fedoroffand Telemann ONLY to 'parle’ with alpha wolf and for himself to 'become'the cure.

Finally ata safeplace where there are no other wolves around, Umalo gives Fedoroffand Telemann a crash course
in wolf talk, teaching them the vocabulary of the wild canines. Most of it catcheson, including colorful phrases
shared with good humor. But, it's back to work when the alpha wolf appears with his pack. The planis for Umalo
to lure, with wolf talk, his rebellious ex-partner into a hole in the ground they have dug, where the wolf will be given
an antidote, while his followers are told by Fedoroff and Telemann to go back to the woods and stop killing humans.
It starts to work, to the amazement of Fedoroff and Telemann. Thena wrong phrase comes out of their mouths, so
Umalo says, forcing Umala and Alpha, inside the pit, and out of sight from the Captains,to engage in a battle.
Converting again into Jesus, Umalo cries outto the sky 'Into your hands,I commend ourspirits!" A moment later,
alpha wolf and deluded mountain man are silent, Rushing up to see thatis going on, with concern for both of them,
are the Captains,and the wolves. Buttheir views are obstructed by massive wind that blows trees upon the trap,
preventing entry from anyone. Fedoroffand Telemann expectthe worse, turn their guns on the wolves and expect
to get eaten. ButMama Three Socks takesover the pack, licking the men in freindship, the others following.

Fedoroffand Telemann, resolved now to never to to war against anotherhuman, oranimal, joke with the wolves in
their own tongue, then leave, knowing thatthe ordealis over. They arrive ata location nearwhere their men were,
and are greeted atan overlook by Schneider and Menovic, both wearing new uniforms, with higher ranks, and guns
aimed at their heads, havinginformed the newly arriving Commanders that it was Fedoroff and Telemann who
insituted the unapprovedtruce.  The two subordinates inform the Captainsthatthey knowthe wolf danger is over,
and thatthereare otheragendasthathavetobemet. The first one is to turn their former commandingoffic ers in to
the new Commanders of the German and Russian Armies thathave arrived, with orders to resume the war.
Telemann demands to knowwhy Schneider turned him in, and is told that it was because Jews who advanceup th
ranks can save other Jews better, bothnow, and in the next Warto come. When Fedoroff demands an explanation
from the seemingly compliantand good-natured Menovic, he gets' 'l was just following orders given to me a long
time ago'. Fedoroffand Telemann prepare themselvesto be shot forhaving the audacity to save their men from
being slaughtered, but are rescued by Mama Three Socks and Alpha Wolf, who maulthe traitorous subordinated
Fedoroff and Telemann had trusted and cared aboutsomuch. Umalo appears,on the horse Fedoroff had rescued
and a second steed, and stops the slaughter. He treatsthe wounds on the two men, and in the meantime, gives
Fedoroffand Telemanneach a horse, requesting thatthey ride back to their home countries to tell the truth about
how the experiment to teach men about universalvs selective compassion,and to be sure thatthe Revolutionsabout
to happen in their home countries are in the SERVICE of humanity, internationally.

Logline: An underappreciated, pathologically-compassionate and rapidly aging Russian Neuroscientist (Professor
Kinski) gets some unexpected help in building a porthole to a Higher Dimension and the Wisdom within it by an old
before time American millienal publisher/producer sentto do a movie on her Slavic relatives, a self -destructive
Carnie Con man looking for a quick score, and an attractive,under-appreciated 60 years defiant KGB agent who
aspires to more than whather malebosses havein mind forher. Something goes very wrong when what is on
'the other side' of the porthole prematurely comes into Kinski's new 'crew', and universe.

Story:

Professor Vladimir Kinksi spent his life doing the right, honorable and intelligent thing to the extentthathe could as
a neuroscientist who came to age during the height of the Cold War in the Soviet Union. In21 st century Russia,
the under-appreciated 70 yearold researcher/professoris an anachronism, ashe values kindness over competition,
wisdom to cleverness and long term gains for humanity ratherthan short term glory now. One of theareas of his
research is in metaphysical physics and biology, involving transporting the mind, and soul, to higher realms of
consciousness and enhanced psychic abilities which involve transport of matter,and people, to and from 'higher'
dimensions. Still, he is unable himself to make the journey to the more Enlightened universe(s) himself, or reliably
send anyone else there to bring back the Creative Energy that will transform the 'real world', for the better. Keeping
the dedicated old teacher who is ridiculed by his younger colleagues and his students from falling into a pit of
paralytic depression is his younger 'caretaker' Natasha, who seeks to be much more.

Entering into Kinski's lab, and life, come several people to assist Prof Vlad in his Mission, or to transform it into
their own. The first oneis Anna Fedoroff,a still-hot looking middle aged woman who, by 'coincidence' looks like
the gypsy musician Vladimir fell in love with asa youngman, before he put fences around his imagination to
become a research scientist. Anna comesinto the under-appreciated Professor's lab asan eager mature student and
fan who wantsto resume the career in science she gaveup to havea family, butin reality she is a hard working,
under-appreciated middle level Old Guard KGB operative who seeks to acquire Kinski's psychic and
trans-dimensionaltransport technology so she canrise up the ranks, and eventually become the bosses of her very
malebosses. After getting Kinski excited about takingher on asa student, she makes him fall in love with her,
pushing Natasha out of thelab,as well as Vladimir's life. But Anna's knowledge of science and her ability to
become Vladimir's muse escalates the research to a point where transport of people to aswell asenergy from the
'Higher Dimension' is possible. The site for doing such is movedto Vladimir's 'wilderness lab', anisolated cabin far
from the university.

Entering the picture, again by 'accident',is Rhonda Petrovitch,an old before her time American millenial who is a
book publisher and film producer, yet seeks to be a creative writer and movie director. Rhonda has written
biographies about herheroic, artistic, mysticaland revolutionary Slavic relatives, but writing about expansive people
is all she hasdone with her life. ~ She is hired by execs on top to administrate, but not direct, write or actin, a
dramatic film aboutherfamily. One of her distantrelatives is none other than Professor Kinski, whose work she
winds up discovering while doing research aboutherfamily and mystical revolutionaries. =~ Rhonda hasalso
published/edited 'Revolutionary Blues', a fictional book by an obscure author whose Faustian Western involves the
hero going the Yaqui Spirit world, doing battle with the devil incarnate in that'dream'state,and by doing so,
changes the course of the Yaqui Indianrevolt back in his 'home' universe. Her suitcases containing the script,
Kinski's obscure research papers, and the book are pilfered atthe Moscow airport by Boris Dmitrovitch, a down and
out, self-sabotaging Camie Con man who is badathis craft. The only thing, aside from going broke, that Boris is
good atis building high tech machines onno budget, most notably hologram machinesthathe uses in his Carnie
shows, which is an essential ingredient of Kinski's porthole technology to take people, and otherthings from one
dimension to another. Or one planetto another,perhaps. Inany case, the charismatic Boris teamsup with the
reclusive Rhonda and somehow find their way to Kinski's wilderness hideout, offering their services to him and his
Vision, or so he thinks.

Despite her hard edge, and yearning for power (ratherthan wisdom) obtainable by using Kinski's porthole, Anna
falls in love with her Mark, and tries to defend Vladimir from his enemies, which in her mind include the sleazy ace
mechanic Boris and the cowardly artist-wannabe very American Rhonda. Without realizing it, the
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over-experienced Anna dares the under-experienced publisher/producer to taste ratherthan merely smell being made
fora special mealto be shared by everyone as the portholeis being prepared. Rhonda stepsoverthe line, eating
the stew before it hasall of the ingredients added to it, and finds herself on a very surreal acid trip, which involves
her bonding with, and talking to, Bolshoy Beter (Big Wind), the Professor's favoritehorse. Rhonda takesa ride on
the horse, and feels like her heroic Cossack ancestors, then feels herself becoming them, most particularly when the
horse takes her through the porthole without Vlad's knowledge or permission.  After battling real adversaries on
her terms, asthe heroine she hasnever been, Rhonda returns to the 'real' side of the porthole, asa pyschic who can
read minds, particularly Anna's. And aswell, with superpowers and brilliant insights as a composer, writer and
film director. Her enhanced abilities asan artist and mind reader come with personality thatis not kind to 'lower'
beings such as Anna (who seeks the power on the other side of the line), Boris (who seeks financialgain from the
porthole and associated hologram technology) andeven Vlad. Disturbed at what Rhonda hasbecome because she
crossed the porthole without adequate preparation and protection, and the special power a sword from the other side
has conferred to her, he isolates himself from the others, developing a mean temper.

Making matters more complicated is a package from shunted aside Natasha addressed to 'Professor Kinski et al,
containing Anna's favorite desert, which is spiked with hemlock. Anna discovers the package before Vladmir does,
and invents an excuse to visit her dying aunt. Anna hasNatasha arrested, discovering that she knows more about
the technology than Kinski does, but does not say why she wantsit shut down, revealing her American roots. Still
loyalto the Soviet system and Russia, Anna hasNatasha disposed of, via suicide. But when Vlad gets news about
Natasha's demise gets to Vlad, he bashed through the porthole to the other side, searching for Natasha orthe
Wisdom to deal with her death. Left onthe lower earthling' side of the porthole is Rhonda,Boris and Anna.

A very creative butalso very self-centered 'super' Rhonda (possessed by something from the other side) re-writes
the movie her bosses says she should just produce, using hologramsas actors. Said hologramsbecome occupied by
energies and/orbeings from the other side of the porthole.  Boris find himself falling in love with the 'newfound
genius' who now uses, and often abuses,him. Anna, who is shit on in all ways possible by Rhonda, finds evidence
that she has plansto dispose of Boris, and presents it to the love-sick Con man. He and Anna decide to form an
alliance, but on Anna's terms, some of which involve Anna being taken to the other side of the porthole with Boris'
help, so she canretreive the still absent Vladimir.

When Anna reachesthe otherside, she finds Vladimir as she never knew him. He is happy,notall interested in
science, or what is happeningon the 'earthling' side of the porthole. In THIS universe, he is a talented and
appreciated musician who enjoysplaying for, and with, Julia, the artistic gypsy muse he let get away when he was a
free spirited youngman. Indeed,in this universe, there are creative souls who are happy, carefree and brilliant.
But, they do not have to struggle, having everything they need except challenge. Greeting Anna upon her arrival in
the Realm of Light where nothing creative really grows, or gets exported to where it is needed, is none other than
Natasha,who is an extra-terrestrial who hasbeen charged for the last several hundred years with keeping the
porthole open just enough to help humanity but not enough to dis-empower by makingthings on 'earth' too easy.
But, with the accidentalopeningof the porthole by Rhonda,the wrong kind of energy and beings haveaccessto the
'lower earth' dimension, asindicated by newspapers from the future which report massive political, climatic and
biological disasters. And Rhonda is a channelfor such ultimately destructive changes. The women who fought for
Vladimir's love, and technology, form an alliance, deciding to go back to the other side of the porthole and set things
right. By 'chance', the newspaperarticles describing whatis and will happen on Vladimir's place of birth fall into
his eyes, but Julia tries to keep him on the happy side of the porthole. Valuing his Soul rather than happiness, or
hers, Vladimir goes back to the 'earth universe' where life is hard, his efforts are under-appreciated, but they will
have beneficialeffects on both universes (as well asthe others).

Once Vladimir goes back, he is instantly made prisoner by Rhonda,ashe watches the movie she hasset in motion
thatis a mechanism to transmit destructive creatures and energy into 'lower earth'. Ho observes possessed
holograms do dastartly things, including a hologram of himself as an SS Officer, shaving the head of Jewish
prisoners in preparation to mutilate them in otherways. Two of the women are Anna and Natasha. Risking life
and limb, while he still hasthem, Vladimir breaksaway from his chainsand is about to be de-atomized by the
monsters inhabiting Rhonda's soul when, out of the blue, Boris knocksher out. Rhonda'shologramsdisappear,the
souls inhabiting them turning back into themselves. But Rhonda is about to dream somethingelse, and whatever
she dreams materializes in form.
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Before Rhonda dreams more nightmares that will becomereal, Vladimir and Boris rush her to his lab atthe
university, accompanied by a still-hair-bearing Natasha,and a forrealhead-shaved Anna.  Despite the Professor's
technology, Rhonda is about to become a conduit for the wrong entities to come through the porthole, as well as
maybe someright ones. But there is one way to ensure thatthe demonsstay on the other side of the door, and the
good stuff canstill filter in, as it has been doing for centuries. Boris hasto go into Rhonda'shead,and stay there,to
confront the demons and keep them out, till she is free of them. No one knows how long Boris will haveto remain
in the 'Huya Aniya (Yaqui Spirit world) to keep both universes from destroying each other, and he becomesan
unsung hero for an indefinite time.

Time passes, and Anna's beloved hair grows back, very slowly. She is asked by her KGB boss, and formerlover, to
report what she did with Kinski, and the goods on the technology that will make the Old Guard Russians the most
powerful players in the world game. She gives him a novel and screenplay in which the humanistic aspects of
Vladimir's work are highlighted, but without the technology. She offersthe technology only afterthe world learns
when and how to use it for communalgood, notindividual power or profit.

Novel. Futuristic sci-fi thriller with social satire.

Extended Logline: Ina futuristic spiritually-sterile, artistically-dead, high-tech and pathologically gender neutral
earth thatis rapidly moving from stress-less to globally destructive , two mismatched scientists are clandestinely
assigned by their boss a special Mission. To create a new ‘Adam and Eve’ to spawn a new race of humans with
vitality and intelligence. Such involves somehow teaching two unwilling and uncaring candidatesabout the
ancient, primitive and often destructive phenomenon called ‘love’ which current research saysis the elusive secret
ingredient during the time of conception and beyond that will save humanity from itself, and its new Big Boss,
whose secret pastand agenda is atthe core of it all.

Story: In a Futuristic, pathologically gender neutral, spiritually sterilize, artistically-dead earth, where, officially,
stress is outlawed and pharmacologically eliminated, to a great extentby Complax,a required drug forall citizens
that confers happiness and relieves stress, aswell as challenge and individual thinking. The realm overseen by the
never seen but always present Professor Lord Professor Heway, the discoverer of Complax who hasa very long
history of keeping the primitive animalistic humanracein its place, for its own good. Butproblems emerge, the
most recent generation being emotionally uncaring and, of late, destructive to the International Collective that has
replaced nations,and regional culture. A scientist still working forHeway (hybrid but mostly male Terry Patel) is
charged with creating a new Adam and Eve who canspawn caring and intelligent offspring asa seed fora better
race. Butthe candidates whose genetic codes say ‘top rate intelligent’ are less than perfect in otherways.

Overly comfortable Taylor, who represents most of the population, is a half male, half female hybrid who, dueto’
accidental’ lapses in his legally prescribed and required stress-reliever medication, develops a life-threatening
condition requiring the gender-neutral apprentice publishing editor with the best intelligence ratio genes to becomea
hyper-male. He is unwillingly teamed up with Shelly, an embittered, love-less, mentally unbalanced hyper-female
who hasenormousbreeding potential, but whose intelligence ratio genetics are toprate. ‘Love’ is postulated asthe
missing ingredient in male and females who create children. But how to create love atthe time of conception and
beyond? Patel, who grew up in the Himalayan foothills before most of them becameunder Heway’s benevolent
high tech anti-nature domain and hasbecome part of that system more than he wanted to, is perplexed asto how to
teach the humortless/spiritually sterile Shelly and Taylor (who are now free from Complax and its withdrawl) about
love, and vitality. He enlists the help of Yoyo, his herma phrodites sibling, who left a career asan top level scientist
atanearly age, and is now living outin the ‘contaminated arborized maze’ (the dirt and non-sterile ‘woodlands’),
where he/sheis living asa Hijra. Yoyo takes on therole of male or female to minister to mutants, outcastsand
other human’outliers’ when she is notlooking afterand being looked afterby ‘wild creatures of unknown origin or
purpose’ (dogs, cats, horses, cows and wildlife in general).

Under Yoyo’s mentorship, the mostrecent Adam and Eve are keptin the dark asto whathappened to the horrible
fates previous candidates forthose highly prized position encountered at the hands of Heway, and themselves if
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awakened to their inner humanity/vitality/sexuality too fast. Yet, with the help ofher ‘still establishment’old fart
sibling, ‘Terr’ (who finds himself embracing ratherthan repressing the masculine side of himself as Yoyo
increasingly uses and merges with her female side), the Patels teach, sometimes by direct instruction and sometimes
by clever deception, Taylor and Shelly to become Alive, loving and even comedic lovers who are aboutto create
intelligent, loving and precocious children. Children who promise to be more intelligent, Alive, and caring than
their parents, ‘grandparents’, or their absent and not checked in with anymore superiors.

But problems emerge. Heway fearsthatthe experiment is getting out of hand, or ratherout of ‘His’ hands,and
local wars are breaking out all over the planet, threatening the very existence of the International Collective he has
established and controls from behind a very well-hidden curtain. The Chief of chiefs, who we initially think is
Jahovah orthe Devil (Yaweh, his name spelt backwards)or perhapsan ET mascaradingassuch, captures Yoyo and
demandsto know where this most promising ‘Adam and Eve’ are. She tells him nothing, despite being tortured.
She escapesthe Almighty Chief, somehow.

Yoyo finds her way back to her brother Terry, Taylor and Shelly. The time for delivery of the child who will be the
model of a new humanity is coming, very soon. They go to an Outlier clinic in the “Marginal” zones, where twins
are born, named Pierva and Piervus (‘First’ in Russian). Butthe dualbirth ‘nativity’ celebration is short lived, as
the babies emit a sound never heard in any nursery in the PM (Post Microsoft) age---laughter. Rebel protector
Terry Patel, his still shakenup sister, Taylor and Shelly, head off to the hinterlands to raise the twins in safety,and
the wonderments of the ‘contaminated, toxic and inhabitable’ zones otherwise known in previous times as natural
wilderness.

Time passes, during which the twins become brilliant, caring and very precocious. And in ways un-expected.
Piervus, born with all male parts, is the nerd and geek who lives between his ears with a highly developed often
linear IQ, while his sister Pierva is a skilled painter with an intuitive I thatis through the roof, who connectsto the
rugged woods farmore than her scholarly brother. Taylor becomesthe emotional, ‘fun’ and artistic parent while
Shelly is thelinear, often responsible ‘caretaker’ of thenew nuclearfamily. A hamlet,town then small ‘nation’
formsaround ‘President’ Taylor, “Mayor’ Shelly, Professor Emeritus Terry Patel, and ‘Granny’ Yoyo, comprising
of fellow outliers, mutants (who have been cast out of the Centralized regions) and deserters from Armies thathave
begun the practice of international/regionalwar again. The realhead of ‘Chisn’ (‘Life’ in Russian)is Terry, who
worries about everybody, most particularly Yoyo, who is becoming more despondent by the day, for reasons she
does nottalk aboutto anyone,noteven her animalsanymore. Of primary concern is to keep Chisn availableto all
refugees who seek the Vitality and Truth it represents.

Heway gets wind of what is happeningin Chisn, but means we are nottold about, and enlists the help of an
attractive mutant secretary, Atti, whose only deformities are the well hidden lobotomy scars under the bangs that
flow down to her alluring eyes. Lobotomy scarsthat Heway inflicted on her when she disobeyed him one too many
times while working under him in theresearch lab asan accomplished scientist. And before that,asa second in
Command a Mission to colonize and if possible civilize the Mediterranean region of earth, when she was known as
Athena and he was known to his human subjects,and wards,as Zeus. With adjustment of the implanthe had put
into his former assistant,comrade in arms and lover, Heway sends Atti to Chisn asa plant, to report back to him
whatis really happeningthere. And to be sure that whateveris happening,is still in keeping with his ultimate
‘breeding’ plan for the planet, a plan he has still kept very much to himself.

Upon arrival at Chisn asa tortured escapee from the Asian Research and Containment Facility, Atti convinces
everyone, even the highly cynical Terry Patel, thatshe is the real deal. In no time, she befriends and becomes
useful to everyone in Chisn. She rapidly becomesbeloved ‘Aunt Atti’ to Piervus and Pierva, a role thatbecomes
even stronger when emotionalproblemsemerge between Shelly and Taylor. Such are amplified by both Taylor and
Shelly falling in love, then lust, with the new arrival. Such sets up an environment where the mandate for Shelly
and Taylorto have more kids (so thatthe human gene poolis enriched with more super geniuses with big hearts) is
severely handicapped,aslove IS found asthe missing ingredient thatis required atthe time of coitus to produce the
better breed of children, or in Shelly’s and Taylor’s case, ANY children.

With her brother away on business gathering intel and supplies for the emerging and, hopefully,still secret
community, Yoyo becomes even more despondent. On a night when Taylor schleps up to her isolated hut to bring
her firewood and othersupplies from grateful villagers who she hashelped, but refused any friendship from, Taylor
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finds a distraught Atti reading a suicide note written by Yoyo, bidding farewell to the world andtelling no one
where she took a big jump down a large cliff. The search for said cliff is pointless for Taylorto undertake,assnow
hascovered every track available. Instead,heand Atti find themselves relieving their grief by consummatingtheir
love for each other.

A bit more time goes by, Shelly and Taylor having very intimate relations with Atti, but in different ways, and
different times. Whateverlove existed between the transformed Adam and Eve is not lost, their hatred and
indifference for each otherkept between their ears as they are needed to minister to, take care of, and mentorthe
fellow citizens of Chisn. arenot asevolved asthey are pharmacologically, biologically and intellectually. And
there is the matter of Piervus and Pierva, who aresstill keptin the dark about why Mom and Dad don’t care about
each other enough to even argue, and why Aunt Atti is more of a fatherand motherto them now than Dad or Mom.

Tell returns from a successful mission to the Centralized Zones, but notes problems between Shelly and Taylor.

But before dealing with that,heis informed about Yoyo’sdemise, and is shown the suicide note. Heis not
convinced thatit is real, as the handwriting is not Yoyo’s. Putting 2 and 3 together and getting and disturbing 4, he
surmises that Atti was the one who wrote thenote. And notesthathe ‘accidently’ saw Atti in the steep Northern
woods on his return when she was supposed to be in the Western Valley on a picnic with the rest of the kids from
Chisn. And thatthe two kids with Atti may be Pierva and Peivus, who Shelly and Taylorhad notseen all day.

The trio, united in search of the missing kids, and the perhapsnotso benevolent ‘Auntie Atti’ set out to find them.

In the Northern woods, Atti leads Pievus and Pierva up a special mountain trail for a special lesson that only they,
because of their advanced development, will be able to understand and benefit from. But the kids suspect that
something is up, particularly when they intuit, then confirm, that Attiis pregnant. But Atti continuesto move the
kids forward up towards Heway’s Himilayan foothill facility, keeping the kids in the dark about who the fatherof
her unborn child is. She also feels free from many of the programmed thoughts and sensors that Heway put into the
implantthatis still in herhead. A device thatshe leamed to inactivate and give false signals. She is dev eloping a
new agenda in her mind. An agenda otherthanherbeing the ET carrier of a half earthling child who will be
brought up by and for Heway.

Time passes, and Atti gains entry into Heway’s facility. Yoyo is a captive there, having been broughtin by Atti.
But her fellow prisoner is none other than Heway himself, who Atti hasovercome as she takes over his position as
Chief of Earth operations.

The once Mighty Heway finds himself in common cause with mortals, most immediately Yoyo, who still has
remnants of an implant Heway had putinto her head prior to her escape. An implantthatwas still powerful enough
to be used to locate where Chisn was. Meanwhile, Taylor, Shelly and Terry are on their way to the facility, walking
into a trap that Atti set for their capture. Knowing thatis such happens,hope for earth aswell ashis own planetis
lost, Heway, who is dying now due to Atti’s denying him regenerative juice required of very old souls. Meanwhile,
Atti, with her renewed beauty as Athena, is pre-occupied by havingphone sex with controllers back ather own
homeplanet. While suchis going on, a rapidly dying Heway, takingon his old role of Thor, offers Yoyo the last
thunderbolts his deteriorating ET and human body can produce. With such, he burns a hole into the restrains
holding Yoyo captive,and a hole next to her through which she can liberate Pierva/Piervus and do whatevershe has
to with/for Atti’s ‘love’ child, then make a getaway with the last batch of magic still left in his control. One such
magic is the ability to pull outher implant, which if she does, will enable her to get done whathasto be done, butat
farmore of a costthan any mutant experienced underhis care, or the post-traumatic stress she felt afterher escape.
Not knowing what is involved with the deal, but havingno other choice, Yoyo makes her getaway.
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Outside the facility, Shelly and Taylor, being more mobile and impetuousthan the aging Terry Patel, fall into a
electric field trap thatputsthem into slow motion,then onto quicksand about to pull them underground into their
own private cells. Terry tries to pull them out, but neither science, nor raw strength, nor prayerseems to work.
Coming to the rescue, Pierva and Piervus, now technologically smart and strong 12 yearolds thanksto being
selectively accelerated by Yoyo’s use of Heway’smachinery. As for Atti’s child, Yoyo was able to regress the
adolescent back into a baby, but one who requires a lot of unlearning and reteaching. To defend those who would
do such, Taylor, Shelly and her brother Terry, Yoyo, who hasbeen given thelast of Heway’smagic is transformed
from a hunchbacked old woman into a spry, strong and brilliant warrior princess. As such, she shootsatand
inactivatesa large portion of the troops sent to retrieve Shelly, Taylor and Terry. Terry, renewed in spirit such that
his naturally aging body regains strength, inactivates more troops. They retreat, for the moment, butare aboutto
regroup en mass,no doubtat Atti’s orders from inside the mountain compound. With the aid of a wooden chip
with Viking Rhunes onin it, Yoyo, whose body is now aging at super rapid rates, points her finger toward the cliffs
abovethe facility, emitting a bolt of lightning thatburies the facility, and silences Atti. For now anyway. Using a
radio transmitterthat Taylornotes looks a lot like the Arc ofthe Covenant,and a codebook she found during her
escape, she relates a message in ET to the troops telling them to retreat,and hold their position until they hear
otherwise directly from her. Pierva and Piervus translate the message for their impressed butalso alarmed earth
parents. As for whatto do with Atti and Taylor’s child, Yoyo assured them thatthe new humanity could gain
something with some fresh blood in it, and that Taylorand Shelly’s love can overcome any viciousness in Atti’s
genes within the infant. With that, Yoyo ages so rapidly that her skin shrivels into flakes, the skeleton undemeath
falling apart,then becoming dust thatblows away in the wind. A wind blowing Southward, which the
newly-empoweredTerry says is Yoyo saying where they should go next. With that,he headsNorth, alone,but not
lonely.

Shelly and Taylor, the new caretakers for the new humanity, head South with Piervus and Pierva, aswell as Atti and
Taylor’s asyet unnamed child. A child who Shelly falls in love with, for now anyway.

PURIFIKATION
Novel.

Logline: Like virtually every other POW holding facility in North America, the German soldiers in Camp 359.
buried deep in the Louisiana Bayou are given clothes, food, shelter, recreationalactivity and a healthy helping of
Democracy which is designed to de-Nazify them. So it appearsin the press and to the brass anyway, though the
reality of life there is fardifferent due the wheelings and dealings of US Army Commandant Major Horatio Smith.
The former Police Chief of the Parish and local Kingpin abuses, sells, kills, steals from and extorts whateverhe can
from the German POWs just ashe does to any Colored soldier or civilian who is unfortunate to be under his
command, orwithin the boundaries of his kingdom. Attempting to see that the German POWs, most of whom were
drafted and are NOT Nazis, are treated humanely, and thatupidy Colored souls in Lord Horatio’s domain are spared
lynching, is Major Wilhelm Whitaker, a brilliant and compassionate German Army Doctor who, despite wearing a
German uniform, is as anti-Naziasone canbe. Whitaker hasa secret past which fuels his dedication to saving
humanity wherever he can. But if found out, it could severely limit his ability to help anyone in need, aswell as
allow the demons lingering inside of him to take him over. By ‘coincidence’, Wilhelm’s half brother, a brutal,
clever and brilliantly manipulative SS Officer, gets sentto the Camp, setting into motion a chain of events thatnot
only threatens Whitaker’s attemptsto save asmany lives as he can,but could unleash a rein of Fascist terror that
would destroy the very fabric of American Democratic life, even if the US forces in Europe win the War.

Story:

August, 1945. As WWII officially ends, there is a public hanging for crimes against humanity on the parade
grounds of a German POW Camp deep in the Louisiana Bayou where prisoners are aboutto be released. The
condemned manisatthe Core of untold cruelty, only a single witness in the back of the crowd fully aware of what
he did and why.

Flash back to 1943. Doctor Major Wilhelm Whitaker, the ranking German officer amongst the prisoners, is having
yet another face off with American Commandant Horatio Smith. This time, it’s over why the German prisoners got
meatin their stew forthe first time in weeks, and who stole it from Smith’s private stash. Unlike most
Commanders of German POW Campsin the US, Smith starves, abuses, farms out, and extorts money from German
prisoners, aswell as ‘Coloreds’ in uniform and civilians, makingwhoever discovers his black marketeering
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disappear in the swamp, or worse. As a brilliant and very anti-Nazi doctor, Whitaker does his best to protect his
men andaswell as Americans from the racist KKK Wizard and regional womanizing Kingpin. But such effortsare
unnoticed by the world outside the Camp,aswell as the presently arriving International Red Cross Inspector. The
‘aboveall do no harm’ Doc Whitaker hasno choice but to do what he can for the helpless, as going public would
invoke harmfulreprisals.

Meanwhile, there are some Colored soldiers under Smith’s command who make their own stands against Smith and
his cronies. Private Leroy Robinson fakes being a mathematically-declined ‘field Nigger’ who is easily stealable
from ata late night poker game with two racist American soldiers and an Aryan German Lieutenant. With some
slight ofhand,and the ability to count cards in his head, he winds up winning most every pot from the his smug
White ‘betters’, thanksto ‘lady luck’.

Though a vicious racist, and ruthless competitorin the black market, Smith is generous to his own kind, particularly
the White patientsata local hospitalrun by Nurse Sally Jane Jackson,an ex-beauty queen who has lost virtually all
of her externalattractiveness but still yearns for romance. “Santa Smith” delivers gifts to the kids atthe hospital, a
special dress to Nurse Sally, and the services of Whitaker as a Doc to her facility, asthe aging/demented Doctor in
charge of the hospital is killing and harmingmore patientsthanheis helping. Whitaker, who is introduced asa
Swiss Jewish Doctor, ‘John Rabinowitz’, performs medicalmiracles in the facility. He refuses all pay,even the tips
thattherich patients give him that would not wind up in Smith’s pocket, deferring the money to Sally’s personal
hospital fund. He quickly gains Sally’s professional respect, personal trust and, without the still handsome German
Doc intending to do so, affection asa potentiallover.

At theend of a long day, Sally seeks Whitaker’s help in a more confidentialendeavor. She takeshim to a very
private hospital buried in the woods, a converted barn where all the patients are impoverished and Colored, supplied
to a great extent by Sally stealing medications from the White hospital. The Black Doc who normally takes care of
the Colored patientshasbeen lynched for helping his fellow Negroes and standingup for them in town, and for the
crime of ‘perpetuating a race that should be allowed to die out’. Whitaker does miracle medicine yet again,and at
the end of the shift encountersa special patient. ‘Olivia’ is a victim of domestic abuse by her husband, who thinks
thatshe deserved the beating, and who is White. Whitakertakeson treating her, but Olivia insists thathe not give
her any painrelieving anesthetics, as they are in short supply, and she is deserving of the pain. Many of'the Black
patients agree with the latter. But Olivia does want one thing from Whitaker to make the treatment work ---his
romantic affection, which he gives her, in front of numerous witnesses.

Inan interview between Smith and a new arrival to the Camp, we find out that Olivia is Smith’s wife, who was
converted to Socialist and Civil Rights ideals by rabble-rousers from the North, and who does not know how to keep
her mouth shutregarding Smith’s private businesses. The prisoner delivered to Smith’s charge, for reasonshe does
not quite understand, is none other than Whitaker’s half brother, Captain Schneider. Unlike Whitaker, Schneider is
hard core SS, aracist, and a highly manipulative wheeler-dealer who instead of opposing Smith’s illegal and
immoral money makingendeavors, may be a useful partnerin expandingthem. An alliance is forged, both men
seeing getting rid of Whitaker as their first order of business.

A few dayslater, Robinson is sent on a Santa delivery run by Smith, to the Colored hospital in the woods. It’sa
rare honor not only for the Black private but for the Negro patients. When Robinson get there, all of the patients
and staffare dead, most of them poisoned by medicationsand gas. Above the burnthospital is writing in German,
saying that such was necessary to cull the humanity of inferior beings, in Whitaker’ hand writing. Hanging on a tree,
afterbeing raped, is the body of Olivia, a hammerand sickle and starofDavid carved on her forehead.

Whitaker is swiftly convicted of the crimes and, most painfully, discredited to his men, who now think he is a
murderousNazi. Such leaves Schneider in charge of the German POWs. Knowing thathe hasa sorted pastasa
scientist who, indirectly or perhapsdirectly, in Germany before the War, made the Third Reich’s power possible, the
good Doctor accepts his fate,butis then given a second chance. Sally, sensing butnotbeing able to provethathe
was framed or the murders at the hospital, helps him escape.

In Whitaker’s absence, Nazi ‘captive’ Schneider and KKK Wizard Smith have formed a partnership, viciously
stealing what they can for themselves and their White cronies atthe expense of everyone else, particularly Jews, and
Blacks, still convincing the press know thatthe Americanization of German soldiers is going very well atthe Camp.
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In the White House, Eleanor Roosevelt, unrelenting champion of civil rights for Negroes, women and the poor, and
the real brains behind her ailing husband’s Administration, wants to personally inspect the Campsthathavetakenon
her deNazification program. But she is still underthe ‘protection’ of three men, Chief Secret Service Agent lakoka,
Southern bigot General McGilvrey and liberal Minnesota Senator Olsen who try to convince her to believe the
reports from the POW Campsratherthan takingthe risk of going there herself.

One ofthe most Wanted men in America, Whitaker seeks to find refuge in Mexico, historically a country that seeks
revenge on the US for stealing its land over two centuries. From there, he perhapswill get a boatback to Europeto
make right what he did wrong there, even it if was intended to stop the spread of Communism. Butwhen Whitaker
arrives South of the Rio Grande, he finds out thatthe Mexican government is actively supporting the American War
effort. Faking anidentity as a common Gringo criminal, Whitaker landsa job as a laborer, where he sees one too
many abuses on Mexican laborers by American Industrialists. After coming to the rescue of a woman aboutto lose
her leg, and her life, and revealing his advanced medicalskills, Whitaker is arrested, about to be hung or sent back to
the US forworse. He is retrieved from jail by ‘Gold Shirts’, Mexican Nazis working with an underground network
of powerful KKK membersand German agents. They know his identity and whathe did in the Fatherland asone of
the most brilliant scientists there. Whitaker canno longer hide his identity asa man who developed drugs to
convert shell shocked soldiers suffering from catatonic Post Traumatic Stress Syndrome into functionalmen,and
medicationsthat would enable patients with debilitating diseases to access ‘magic powers’ inside themselves to
empower them to ‘self heal’. In effect, Whitaker’s advancesin brain chemistry can turn cowards into heroes.

Such allowed lesser scientists to turn honorable heroes into conscience-lacking supermen who could withstand sleep
debt, hunger and extremesin climate. Another agentin Whitaker’s catalogofdrugs is “Wotan 5°. It is a wondrous
truth serum that loosens the tongue of any tight lipped discrete politician so that he/shereveals his/her agendasand
plans (thus dis-abling them from going into effect) followed by a period of extreme depression, and, the oretically
anyway,a manic episode afterwards in which the victim kills him/herself, after (ideally) killing those closest to
him/her. The planis to give Eleanor Roosevelt the drug during a visit to Smith’s German POW Camp, turning her
into a babbling idiot in front of the press then a suicidal lunatic, thus discrediting her liberal and humanistic Causes
so that Aryan Fascist values can be re-instilled into American life, no matter who wins the War.

Whitaker decides to provisionally join the elite group of International Nazis, to foil their plot and exposed who
really is the real people ontop. The sense of urgency to do this comes when Whitaker finds out that Wotan 5 was
tested on Private Robinson, who obtained it while ata pokergame in the Camp where the Black Private was tricked
into thinking that ‘lady luck’ delivered him a pile of loot, jewelry and high performance empowering drugs.

In retribution, Dan steals something of Carlson’s, the
briefcasein the safein the trailer.

At thelocal Flying Saucer Café, Kelci Farnsworth, the hard working and still optimistic about life owner asks for
Elena’s opinion about her new chili recipe, wanting and needing the approvalofthe half-Mexican, half-German
mountain woman. Elena fakesa thumbsupregarding the bland dish where all of the ingredients fight againstrather
than compliment each other, resulting in Kelci putting it on themenu. But moreto the pointare the other guests at
the table,a nosey Carlata and a very hungry to eatanythingDan, who presents Elena with the still closed briefcase
he stole from Carlson, with the hope that she can do something about its contents in the press.

Inthe meantime,an angry city slicker Carlson demandsthatlocalyokel RCMP Officer Glen Holz find his stolen
briefcase, immediately,and do the search without telling his bosses. Little does Carlson know that Holzhasroots
in Toronto, and a brother who worked his way up the social and economic ladder there, mostly by illegal means with
less than legal affiliates.

At the other end of town, Dan Renshaw goes to the a new Doc in town seeking help for various unexpected
ailments. Though the new Yuppie locum Doc, who Dan hates, finally becomes convinced that it is something
environmentaland not in the chronically complaining junkie’s head, it’s too late.

Elena fakesan excuse,headsoutto the
‘store’ to buy him some ‘juice’ and returns with the needed drugs to put him out of his misery, something she was
unableto do for Hans. Upon returning, she finds that Dan has died, his body, the briefcase and all of his medical
records vanished.

Fed up with Carlata’sliving habits/perfumes, constant criticism about hersister’s lifestyle, and micromanagin g,
Elena utilizes an golden opportunity to put her somewhere else. Hans, her former landlord, temporarily willed use
ofhis house furtherup the mountain to her, providing both sisters with wanted and perhapsneeded privacy.
Meanwhile. Elena discovers in the briefcase mapsto new Uranium site, with ‘even richer materials if we dig
deeper’. Also presentis a large amount of cash,in Euros, with postdated checks from severalcompanies, most
notably “Family First’ in Utah, and a large firm in Russia. Also presentis research data on a new protective drug,
said to prevent death from cancerand cancer-causingtoxins. She goes to Holz, with whom she had an unfinished
love affairwith yearsago, for help. He promises to do whathe can. She promises to get Carlata outof Hans
house, as she just figured out via the mapsthatit is sitting on a hotbed of cancer-causinguranium. Carlata doesn’t
believe her. Elena writes the most emotionally moving, edgiest and mostrevealing story of her life, submitting it to
‘Philosopher Queen’ Rita atthe Tomkins River News for publication.

Carlata refusesto move away from the Hans’ house, even when Elena sabatoges the water system, claiming that
she’s adopted herself to outback living and that whatevertoxinsare in the ground are not affectingher, as she (a) has
canceralready,and (b) is takinga new wonder drug which can make the cancer, or any otherailment you have, go
away. Carlata takeson a surprisingly materalrole, offering to cook Elena a home cooked mealof ‘wonder drug’
comfortfood. FElena needsit, aswhen she gets on line, she finds outthatRita has fired her from the newspaper, and
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Holz is warming her thatthe Cops are afterher for practicing veterinary medicine without a license, and thatthe
SPCA is hot on her trail to seize her animals because of complaints from undisclosed sources of them being abused.

Carlata offersto help Elena relocate. The new location is far away from Freshwater, in an acreage with five times
the land and ten times more comforts/conveniences, both for Elena and her animals. Inaddition, Carlata hassent
Elena’s work outto her literary contacts, who are amongst the many guests at Elena’s 66" birthday party at the
palacialnew place, which Carlata paysfor,and co-inhabits, asa NON-intrusive roommate. Adding a cherry on top
of'the ice cream, Elena has found a new potentiallove interest, Tom Fernandes-Erikson, a half Latino half Nordic
fellow artist who is also a horse whisperer. All seems well in Carlata’s world, until she gets a birthday card from
Holz, delivered by none otherthan Rita,now fired from her own newspaper and tossed out of the town she think she
owned, reduced to a wage slave courier delivery schlep.

Holz, who sold out to and was working with Carlson, is killed by the younggeologist and aspiring mobster, who
effectively made it look like a suicide. ButHolz was able to send outan envelope to Elena before Carlson and the
higher ups working with him were able to rub him out. Inthatenvelope, delivered concidentaly by Rita (along with
other birthday gifts) gives Elena passcodesto e mails and websites which lead her to discover that her sister Carlata
was working with Carlson et al. By what she readsand recalled from secretive comments made by Carlata, Elena
puts A B, C and every other letter of the alphabet togetherinto a frightening picture indeed.

Inaddition, Carlata has ghost written a
novel bearing Elena’s name, to be published afterher sister’s death, through the publisher that Elena in the present
feels bestabout working with. Toppingit all off, Carlata hasbeen paid big bucksby Utah based ‘Family First
Enterprises’ and the even larger company in Russia, whose name in translation meansthe same thing. Some of
those funds paid for Elena’s comfortable re-located life, some funneled into a privateaccount overseas. Elena also
finds outthatis was Carlata, through various personason line and otherwise, who badmouthed herto Rita’s
newspaper, the veterinary association and the SPCA, forcing her to move from Freshwater. Just as Elena is about
to dive deeper, to find out if her sister really does have cancerthathasbeen putinto remission by wonder drug
U-Guard 92 (U being uranium, 92 being its atomic number),a car pulls into the driveway.

Thinking it is Carlata, Elena sets the screen up for viewing upon her entry. This time, Elena will demand the truth,
using a knife to Carlata’sthroatthis time to get it. Enter, justa Elena is aboutto havethe argument of a lifetime
with her sister, is Sergei Petrovitch, Carlata’sex hubby. Sergei was the charming Russian “Art Collector” who
Elena secretly fell in love with at Carlata’s wedding, clearly now he is a mobster working out of Brighton Beach.
Brooklyn, with all of his ex-KGB contacts very much in place. After ‘dancing’ the knife out of Elena’s hand,and
putting it onto her own throat, Sergei surmised that Elena hasnow joined Carlata, who was working for him but of
late is stealing more from the till than he canabide. The normally non-manipulative Elena, who still doesn’t know
everything thatis going on, is pushed by the sense of urgency into a bold idea. Fakinga role asCarlata’new
partner, who is still in love with Sergei (an arrangementthat worksvery well for him), she accurately guesses most
of what the plan Sergei and his assistant moguls are planning, suggesting embellishments of her own thathe is
intrigued by. Inessence, it involves using the finding of cancercausing uranium in Freshwater to devalue all
properties there, buy up the whole town, then mine both the Uranium and diamondsunderneath with unsuspecting
workers who areexpendable.

Sergei wants her
dead. Elena hasa betteridea.

With Sergei’s contacts,and herown prowess, Elena puts Carlata into a very locked mentalhospital, under a
differentname. Something that Carlata did to her own mother, presumably forher own good. A motherwho
Carlata believed committed suicide. Butwho, Carlata nowinforms her, was killed by mobsters. Carlata wamns
Elena thatthe dangerous game she is playing with Sergei to find out who he is working for and disable them will get
herkilled. Carlata also tells Elena thateverythingshe did to her sister was forher own eventualgood. A leap of
faith involves Carlata askingthe ghost of her mother, who Elena sees above them, to intervene. Carlata finds
herself seeing and hearing the disembodied spirit of the intensely Alive Socialist Activist who she putawayin a
mentalward, for her own good, feeling forgiven by her. Butto get Carlata out of the ward, and Sergei et al out of
Freshwater, the two sisters haveto devise a plan. To avoid being recorded and reported to Sergei, they write out
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notesin the secret language they developed when kids, during the only two years when they did get along.

Backatthe Flying SaucerCafé,the Sergei and his band of four ‘Gentlemen’, are dining atthe local establishment
yet again, pretending to be helpful economic investors to the local yokuls who they will screw overin the end. The
moguls hail from oil-rich Houston, Upper Crust London, High-Society Bejing., Representing academic and
scientific staffis Carlson, who Sergei already hasplans to havekilled soon enough. The new waitress in the usually
bland Anglophone establishment,a culturally colorful French Canadianne from Quebec, who actively flirts with a
very interested Sergei, recommends yet anotherspecial, Mexican chili. Inreality, the waitress is Rita, who fearsthat
Sergei will now see through her disguise. After ingesting the chili, a delight to the palatesofall, Sergei demandsto
see the Chef, to hire him for a new chain of restaurantsin the Big Crab Apple. Or atleast to ‘burrow’ the recipe.
Coming out is none other than Elena, who was supposed to have died in a car accident the previous day. She
informs Sergei et al thatthey havebeen ingesting rapidly acting carcinogens all week atthe café, which they all
believe dueto the ‘flu’ symptoms they have been getting, and think are being amplified by what they justate.

Elena offersa solution, a bottle of U-Guard 92, which everyone except Sergei fight over like hungry, desperate
peasantsbeingtossed a single loafofbread. Refusingto beg, and willing to die with dignity, Sergei, who knows
thatthe drug is notas effective as the other investors or workers on the job think it is, demandsto know where
Carlata is just before he is taken away by the Cops, which now include local yokals who are deputized. Elena
informs him thatsheis ‘in a placethatis safe,but thatsheis still hurting,” Sergei’s sadistic smirk when hearing
that Carlata is hurting pushes pacifist still Hippie Elena into rage.

Knowing thatthe end is near, and painful,and that lingering on will tie
down Elena’s life, Carlata asksthathersister puther out of her misery with the drugs she now hasavailable from
her renewed without a license veterinary kit. But with a proper send off'so that, like Hans, she can ‘go to the White
Light’ and noteither a subdivision of purgatory or, even worse, a next lifetime as a Kardashian worshiping Mall
Bratin New Jersey. The music Carlata picked is not the ethereal Lohengrin overture Hans did, but “T Will
Survive” disco, followed by “Dancing Queen.” After sending Carlata off to the White Light, or Disco Ball onthe
other side ofthe veil, Elena’s horse beckons her to head down the hill as both of them have ‘miles to go before they
sleep’, in the land of the living.

Once collected, Olivia coachesher colorfully dysfunctional, culturally and psychologically mismatched, team in the
first Missions to destroy Hardass’s very interconnected, and often legal, Capitalistempire. The target is a secret
mine in the hills worked to death by White prisoners the Governor buys from jail and kidnapped Indians/Blacks,
sharing the wealth with railroad tycoons, European investors and Hardass Holmes. Through deception and skill,
the trio gets sufficient intel on the operation to stealing a shipment of gold coming down the mountain, replacing it
with fool’s gold when presented to the tycoons and investors, getting the Governor jailed for fraud, sending the
investors packingand (afterblowing up the mine) liberating the enslaved laborers, aftermaking it look like the
mountain is haunted by demons.

Through narrative,in his voice, we find outthat Holmes
wanted to get rid of the Governor anyway, and waslooking for an interesting way to distance himself from
aforementioned tycoonsand investors.

Prior to the next Mission, Olivia tests her recruits by offering them ‘bait’ from anotheremployer. Eli receives a
letter from a key memberofhis brother’s gang, inviting him back into the fold. Lorena gets aninvitation from an
unknown rich client she doesn’t remember going to bed with who infers that stayingwith Olivia et al will bring her
no futureatall and can advance hercareeras a performer/writer serving the people if she acceptshis offer. Pierre
is offered the chanceto leave the team and have a book written about him from an influential publisher which will
reveal the truth about himself, advance the Revolution, and provide massive royalties to continue Pierre’s program
to educate allchildren of all colors, and both genders. All three choose to meet with their new patronsratherthan
rendezvous with Olivia for anotherbriefing. But Olivia (posing asthe patrons) is great with their choices, seeing
that ‘the students want to excel and go beyond their teacher’, recognizing thatthey made more noble choices.  She
sets her labrats on more quests against Holmes and his empire. Inthe nexttwo Missions against Holmes’
associates and minions, it is Pierre and Lorena who are maximally used, Eli given minimal duties. The result is
more foiling ofbad guys (with Holmes still atlarge), redistribution of their money, and liberation of the slave labor
they own along with the bonding between Pierre and Lorena merging into romance.

At a ghost town (Unity) Olivia has reopened for ‘the business of justice’, the very independent Pinkerton agent
establishes a new community with a new vision, many of its populous being those who the team liberated. Pierre
and Lorena get married. Eli watcheson, jealousand heartbroken. Making his feeling of marginalization worse is
thatheis assigned shit jobs in the Missions, getting paid less in money and glory. His position as outsider to the
group allows him to get suspicious asto who Olivia really is, what she is doing with all the ‘expense’ money from
the expeditions that are supposed to be aboutrobbing from the rich and giving back to the poor as well as trying to
figure out whather real agenda is in these Missions thatare alwaysunableto capture Holmes. Heis senton a
Mission out of town by Olivia, alone, which he accepts,but not without taking a detour.

Eli sneaksinto an obscure town, contactingthe undercover Pinkerton who he had hired for the train robbery which
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got him arrested, then miraculously rescued from the gallows by Olivia. One eyed agent “Patch Prussian”, who Eli
finds out has two very good eyes, shares info with Eli, informing him that Olivia really is a Pinkerton Agent, but that
she hasa dark and sorted past with the Agency, and its founder, Scottish Immigrant Alan Pinkerton. Buthe is
disallowed by honorand necessity to keep his own head attached to hisbody to not say a whole lot more. He
suggests that Lorena use her charms against the gender-fluid Olivia to get the real goods on her.

Returning back to Unity, Eli delivers the goods Olivia sent her out to get (incriminating papersagainst more bad
guys and some stolen booty to be ‘re-distributed appropriately). He makespeace with Lorena and Pierre’s new
marriage, congratulatingthem on the new baby that will arrive soon. But, Pierre has fallen out of love with Lorena,
distancing himself from her because of the ‘toxin’ inside of him thathasbeen activated due to having to kill people
for Olivia and the Revolution. Lorena secretly yearns for Eli, but dares not make her feelings known. But, bigger
issues are athand. The trio agree thatit is time for Lorena to use her seductive charms, moonshine, as well as the
Pinkerton’s experimentaltruth serums, to have Olivia confess/relate,in the throws of carnalpassion, who she is and
what secrets she hasbeen keeping.

The plan works, Lorena finding outthat Olivia was one of Alan Pinkerton’s prized agents when the Organization he
founded went up against Corporate Corruption in the private sector and the Slave-owning Confederate States during
the Civil War. The very married Scottish immigrant fell in love with Olivia, and her with him. But Olivia was on
the outs when she asked that Alan leave his wife and own up to the child in her womb who is his. She also feels
betrayed by Pinkerton when afterthe War to free the slaves, he decided to hire his agency out in the service of
moguls and tycoons who oppress laborers of all colors. With regard to Holmes, Olivia’s obsession with stealing
from his empire slowly, and eventually destroying him, ‘T will get back whatis mine!’

The morning afterata hidden campground outside of Unity, Lorena secretly meets with Eli and Pierre, revealing the
goods on Olivia. But before the now united trio can come up with a planto counter whatevershe has in mind,
Olivia shows up with several citizen goons of her own, aiming guns at Eli and Pierre, and puttinga gun a Lorena’s
throat,and belly. The usually calm, cerebral and detached Pinkerton is furious ather new lover, Lorena, for not
sticking around forbreakfast aftertheir night of Passion. Knowing that Lorena cares for Eli, Pierre and the child
inside of her more than she ever can for her, Olivia sends Eli and Pierre out on a final ‘no excuses this time’ Mission
to capture Holmes and bring him back alive, or Lorena will be childless and headless.

With clues given to them by Olivia, Pierre and Eli very easily find Holmes” hide out in the mountains,and him.
Too easily, theynote. And on a trip where Pacifist Revolutionary Pierre hasto kill more men, noting thatheis
enjoying it (as partof Olivia’s experiment with him). Holmes does not meet the descriptors of being H orrible,
Heinous, Hardass Indeed,he savesPierre and Eli from getting killed by the goons who are supposedto be in his
employment. Pierre and Eli share with Holmes the problems they are having with Olivia down below. Holmes
relates thathe has had history with Olivia, which started when they were both Criminologists together then Robin
Hood outlaws working on both sides of thelaw, who fell in love then broke up, with him leaving the bedroom first.
Olivia framed him for crimes he didn’t commit, forcing him to become a Criminal forreal. Butthere is something
thathasto be dealt with first. President Grant, a kind hearted President who is working for equality for all races
and classes (but who can’t see who is trying to stab him in the back)is coming West on a train, alongwith none
other than Alan Pinkerton himself. The new trio surmise that Olivia, conveniently relieved of Eli and Pierre, is
planning to kill Grant and somehow get her revenge on Alan Pinkerton, perhaps framinghim for the murder and
somehowinvolving Lorena in the process. Eli wants no part of a Mission to save the life of the President who,
when a was a General, raped his beloved Dixie. Butto save Lorena, and her child, he goes along with it.

Meanwhile, on the train, Lorena, to save Eli and with some misguided affections for Olivia, finds her way into Alan
Pinkerton in the dining car, using her charmsand Olivia’s newest truth serum to seduce him and finally gets him
into his private sleeping car. Lorena’s intent is to get more goods on the still very married head of the Detective
Agency in the stupers of drunken passion, but he turns the tables on her, tricking her into drinking the elixor.

Lorena finds herself tied to the bedposts, threatened with disfigurement or worse if she doesn’t spill the goods on
Olivia and her new team. Coming to the rescue is Olivia, with a tranquilizing dartthatenablesher to strip Alan of
his clothes, and pistol, planning to use the latterto kill Grant, framing it on her old boss. Lorena convinces her
‘beloved’ (yet still feared)Olivia thatherattemptto pose as Alan Pinkerton is not quite up to one ofhis female
agents who posedas Lincoln to bait assassinsbackin 1861. Olivia agrees, assigning Lorena the job of working her
way into Grant’s car tokill him. Trying to buy time, Lorena agrees.

Meanwhile, master tracker Pierre and majorschemer Holmes, using gunfire, the corpses of the the dead goons, and
special effects, they pretend to be a mob of Slavers who stop Grant’s train to rob the train of its gold and ‘human
livestock’. Coming to therescue is Eli, as the sole ‘Grey Ghost’, saving the terrified citizens and guards from being
robbed and kidnapped. The only passenger assisting in the fight againstthe bad guys up in the hills is President
Grant himself, who invites Eli to share a drink with him in his private car. Once inside, Eli discovers thatthe
former Union General hasa lady friend, none other than Lorena. While Grant’s back is turned, Eli relieves Lorena
of'the silencer-gun in her hand,kicking it outside the car.

Eli, astill live Lorena, and a grateful President’s private physician head up to the hills where they rendezvous with
Pierre and Holmes, the train moving along with Grant having secretly hired Eli and his team to work forhim.
Saving Lorena’s life is easy. Keeping Holmes alive is harder, ashis cancerhasadvanced to a point where he is not
farfrom dying. As a last statement to the world, he requests that Eli and Pierre help him write his memoirs aswell
asthe aforementioned accounts for ‘whoever is open enough in mind and bold enough in spirit to believe them’.

Amongst the players in this very high stakes gameare Katerina, a young Ukra inian
Majorwhose simple life of ‘mastery in servitude’ is catapulted into chaotic purposelessness by her escape from a
POW Camp afterlosing everyone she cares about. Gustav,a German Army deserter she meets on the road who
harborsa secret pastand multifaceted life agenda. CommanderHolzmann, power hungry SS Officer who is
determined to recapture Katerina, ashe is convinced that she is his long lost daughter,and lover. Nicholi,
Katerina’s scientifically brilliant and mystically gifted Cossack father. Ivan, Katerina’sindestructible abusive
ex-hubby who she framed forsedition so she could escapehis ‘loving’. Uliti, elected and respected Yakut Chieftain
of'the Yokiva valley whose love for humanity, reverence for the Spirit ofthe land and trust in compassionate
wisdom costs him more than he could ever envision. And a Russian General whose honor and dedication to his
troops may just costall of their lives.

Serio-comedic

A downtrodden, bumnt out, yet still-defiant cynical 45 year old unrecognized writer (Avery ’Every’ Mann)does a
mirror check before going out to hit the bricks with his newest novel that could save the world from itself. He is
delayed by charactersin the reflective surface (played by the sameactoras the writer) who represent pathsnot taken
and opportunities Avery still could be talked into. After defending his case against their claims about him, Avery
hasto educate those personas about theirown flaws before he can be freed of their influence.

The characters include:

-A homeless Hobo, who still retains his dignity, reminding Avery (who wants to avoid him atall costs) thatheis one
bad economic decision or paycheck away from sharinga cardboard box with him on the streets.

-Avery’s happy,jovial,love is all you need Santa Grandpa, who refuses to buy into or adjust himselfto be a fighter
in a cool to be cruel world

-Avery’s domineering, socially-integrated ex-wife who refuses to let him be an independent thinker and defiant soul
-Trudy, a 12 yearold, who was sexually abused asa child, because she/helet it happen.

-A Nazi SS officer who seeks to enroll Avery into the Fascist ranks, offering pride in oneself and empowermentas
the benefits of such.

-Harold, intimidating big star/producer with larger ego, the head of the cool crowd who alwayskept Avery out of the
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elite loop, no matterhow hard Avery worked or how brilliant, or needed, Avery’s work is.

-Buddhist Monk (which Avery almostbecame) whose calm, non-confrontational grey answers to all of Avery’s
desperation-based yes or no inquiries confound, and instruct, sort of.

-Anarchist Radical, whose hipness in alternative political lingo way and urge to disrupt the system outdoes any of
his ability to think, or put himself in the place of his ideological opponents.

-Transgender Dancer, who seeks to lure Avery into exploring whatit is like to live asthe opposite gender, for real
ratherthan merely in a secret imagination.

-Redneck Beer Drinking Slob, who professes thatit really is fun to be dumb, and drunk, inviting the Crusader Avery

OLYMPIAN REVOLUTIONARIES AND RASCALS
Novel/Feature length screenplay

Logline: Harvey Millhouse, underappreciated, hard working, brilliant, always rejected from every ‘club’, pacifist
New Jersey suburban geek/nerd in 1970, seeks to do something truly Revolutionary, particularly when he realizes,
asthe low manonevery ‘hip’ totem pole, thatthe Revolutionary Movement hasbeen corrupted from the start by the
‘cool’ kids. After fakinghis death to avoid being conscripted into the US Army, he makeshis escapeto Canada
with the help of a hot, intelligent, emotionally intense Russian dissident with a dark secret past(Wanda), then
inherits his eccentric Mohawk Grandfather’s mountain, with a hotel atthe base. A facility where guests come to
become personas they were in past lifetimes, or wanted to be, so they canreturn to the world as Enlightened Souls
ratherthan people who are part of the problem ratherthan the solution. Things go very right, and wrong, resulting
in a pitched battles of many kinds between the colorfully dysfunctional Enlightened and the well armed, and
lucratively funded, establishment. Such winds up involving Harvey’s father, his grand father, Wanda’s family and a
corrupt Chief of the tribe Harvey’s grandpa was thrown out of farmore intensely than Harvey and Wanda ever
realized, with stakesthatare very international,and beyond. The story is told from the perspective of a very
learned and clairvoyant Old Harvey, havinghidden underground forleading a dangerous cult, being captured, then
being helped to escape by a young Doctor who has more connections with the infamous, and poorly understood,
Revolt on the Sacred Mountain than he realizes.

Synopsis

The story begins with Harvey Millhouse, a lone 75 yearold clairvoyant renegade who the world knows asthe leader
of aninfamous Revolutionary Cult from 1970, ata hotel atthe base ofa ‘magic’ mountain where a major violent
stand off between colorfully-dysfunctional eccentric idealists and the Corporate-Industrial Establishment took place
halfa century ago. Old Harvey hasbeen hiding underground ever since. His escape from recent captivity from a
very-locked mentalward was aided by a young, pathologically-linear psychiatrist, JW Jones, and JW’s on-off-again
girlfriend/Police Detective, Anna McGilvry. JW, whose freedom and medicallicence canbe taken away for
springing Harvey,is determined to use Millhouse as a model for his new theory of eccentric personalities so he can
advancehisway up the professionalladder asa shrink. Anna does not want to continue the investigation for reasons
she is hiding from JW. ButHarvey,who takeson the job of ‘mentoring’ a very unwilling JW in whatit is to be
Alive, big A, hasa completely different agenda fortelling thereal story.

The story begins in 1970, when Harvey is a 20 year old nerd/geek, still living athome in ‘go nowhere’ suburban
Hackensack, New Jersey. Despite every one of his efforts to be recognized as a writer, musician and Revolutionary
social innovator for the Cause of Good, he fails miserably, even at getting into colleges he is overqualified to attend.
He’s atthe bottom of every social totem pole, and in an age of free love, doesn’teven know how to buy it.
Harvey’sseemingly doomed attemptsto succeed at ANYthing are mocked by his parents, women, and the cookoo
bird in the clock in his room which was made by his crazy and runaway Mohawk Grandpa. An audition with the
hippest and coolest Revolutionary Rock Opera musician in New York results in ore disaster for Harvey,as he is
laughed out of the revolution ,yet again, because though he is talented, sincere but not ‘cool’. Harvey realizes, yet
again, thatthe Revolution hasbeen corrupted and taken overby the ‘cool kids’ almostas soonasit started. The
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naive competition-hating workaholic idealist returns home to find waiting forhim a hotlooking woman who really
DOES want him---offering him a chance to join the Army with special opportunities for promotion made possible
by his father. Harvey refusesto takethe offer, despite the factthatifhe doesn’treport forduty in 5 days,he will be
putin jail. In a fit of defiance, the suburban nerd who hasnever been west of Philadelphia or North of Albany
claims thathe will run away with his books, visions and freedom,to Canada.

Harvey fakeshis own death, poorly disguising himself asan old man athis gravesite in the ‘wilds’ of Northern
Westchester County, havingwritten an article about youngHarvey’sbrilliant and underappreciated works for the
Valhalla Gazette. He is met there on horseback by Wanda Petrovitch, a hot, hip and highly intelligent Soviet
dissident writing revolutionary articles who is currently the main writer atthe Valhalla Gazette. Taking a liking to
him, Wanda decides to bugger offto Canada with Harvey, so both of them can starta new life in the pristine North.

Harvey goes along with Wanda’splan of sneaking acrossthe border as a married couple with fake passports, he
being the wife and Wanda the hubby. Using his feminine charms, Harvey evadesthe American border guards
looking for draft dodgers trying to escapeto Canada. The relationship between Harvey and Wanda deepens when
they check into a hotel run by First Nations owners, but the morning after finds Harvey wondering what Wanda is
really upto. He discovers that she haswads of cash in internationaldenominations, is carrying lots of illegal weed
aswell asother drugs (which he still refuses to take because he doesn’t trust what they will to his truth-seeking
head),and is a masterforger. His attemptsto find out more about Wanda are interrupted when she makesa quick
getaway afterthe arrival of Ross Cuthand, refined corporate lawyer/administratorof Harvey’s Grandpa’s tribe,
having located Harvey there because he left one of his bundles of manuscripts with a waitress ata local diner,
thinking she would be his literary agent. Cuthand is looking for the free-wheeling, freedom-promoting Wanda,
showing Harvey a picture of her asa KGB Major. He also informs Harvey thathe hasinherited his Grandfather’s
hotel and associated ‘magic mountain’,said Grandpa finally winding up dead in an accident that putsthe old
eccentric coot out of ‘his misery, and everyone else’s’. Without any more getaway money of his own, and nowhere
else to go, Harvey headsto ‘Olympian Mountain’ in the sticks of Ontario to take overthe establishment,in a car that
breaksdown just asit gets there. The only thing thatremainsintactis the cookoo clock he left behind in New
Jersey which Harvey must keep with him atall times or forfeit any inheritance, a device thattalksto Harvey on its
terms no matterhard you try to shut it down.

Harvey is greeted by a Nick, anold fart New Yorker who thinks he’s a reincarnation of Socrates. Nick flashes a
mirror in Harvey’s face, asking him to look as deeply ashe can inside himself as he will find thatthe view ‘is notso
bad’. Butthe usually tolerantand understandingHarvey is in no mood fora philosophy lesson. Harvey’sattempt
to make the old man face thereal life problems he hashad in THIS lifetime causes Nick to direct the anger he feels
for the people who had shit on him back home into fists that wind up in Harvey’s gut, which the young pacifist (who
Nick calls a whimp) does notreturn. Approaching to break up the ‘fight’, clad as a Greek goddess, is none other
than Wanda, who explains to Harvey that his Grandfather’smountain and hotelbelow is a haven forthose who seek
to become Great People they were in past lifetimes or wish they had been, so they can return home more
Enlightened and productive Souls. And thatsometimes this is done with the help of mind altering herbs collected
from the mountain and elsewhere which Harvey, asan anti-dope and anti-drinking person, opposes. She also
explains, particularly when stoned, that miracles (along with light shows from the clouds above them)come from
the mountain, accessible to mortals below only if they don’t climb up into the sacred mountain. To keep the hotel
his Grandpa willed to him, Harvey is legally obligated to keep it running as the ‘down to earth responsible’ person
amongst delusionary Visionaries, which he does, and does so very well, aiding in their becoming even more
Enlightened. Harvey confronts Wanda,demandingthat she tell him about her KGB past, which she does,
explaining that she hasturned her life around, though her father, a powerful Soviet authority, will do mostanything
to get her back home, and crucify anyone who stops such. He also tells her thatit is vital to investigate whether the
gods, or Spirit big S., really do dwell up on the mountain but she refused, terrified of finding out that God, Spirit or
the gods do notexist and that the universe is a random, cruel place where virtue is irrelevant and useless.

Coming along to offer Harvey a way out of the dealis Cuthand who, with Emily Halson (very attractive, classy and
media connected 25 yearold First Nations co-operator of the Band) offers Harvey the chance to sell the property to
the Band ata big price, taking it off his hands. But something in Harvey saystonot sell outthe mountain so it can
be converted into a strip mine above and casino below. Maybeit’s Revolutionary Vision he hasacquired, or maybe
the ghost of his grandfather who visits him in very vivid dreams while ‘sleeping’ under the cookoo clock (warning
him to not trust Cuthand)is real. Perhaps what Harvey does in the dream realm (huya aniya)does affect what
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happensin the ‘real’ world.

Meanwhile, time passes and Harvey hasbecome an effective Philosopher King of the mountain and hotel for
Enlightenment seekers below it.  Still he hasn’t gone up the mountain to confront ‘the gods’, as those who have
done so havedied horrible deaths,according to Wanda and the skeletons in the foothills. But one night, when
having conversations with the cookoo clock (initiated by the bird more than him), Harvey sees that the clock is
bugged with listening devices and voice transmitters made by the factory where his ex-military fatherworks. On
that samenight, Wanda appearsat Harvey’s window, having discovered bugs in her bedroom made in Moscow. As
dawn approaches, the hotel is visited by unexpected and uninvited guests, backed up by well armed and privately
paid Canadian Cops, Tribal Police and US Army troops. Their bosses are Ross Cuthand, Wanda’s sexually abusive
Mobster (now Ambassador) Father,and Harvey’sown Dad. The trio demand, after getting a court order,
acquisition of the mountain (forpurposes they don’t revealto Harvey), extradition of Harvey to the US for induction
into the Army, and return Wanda to her rightful place with her ‘loving’” father. Tensions mount, Wanda fleeing up
the mountain, warning shots ather fatheratheradvise. Butthe warning shots are misinterpreted asdeadly,
resulting in gunfire from thetrio’s army at Harvey, the hotel and guests. The guests, very much living aspersonas
in pastlifetimes, return fire in variousantiquated forms. Cuthand, AmbassadorPetrovitch and Harvey’s father
(who is CIA connected)retreat, vowing to regroup and see thatjustice is done.

Meanwhile, Wanda, who has been hiding away from everyone (even Harvey) has written inspiring articles about the
revolt of Enlightened idealists against the Corporate-Military-Establishment that wind up in every newspaperin the
country. Such brings in hundreds of revolutionaries, partiers who wantto be revolutionaries, and a variety of hippie
‘businessmen’ who wantto make an economickilling selling booksand songs about Harvey, and therevolt.
Included in the latter category is none other than pop-star Brad Youngblood, the elitist pseudo-revolutionary
musician who laughed Harvey out of the Revolution before he fled New Jersey. Amongst the crowd of curious and
converted journalists is Emily Halson, who falls in love with Harvey afterreading his original (not watered down
and popularized unauthorized versions) books, and who presents a threat to the romance between Harvey and
Wanda.

Tensions mount, the non-violent protestors getting very colorful in the weapons they are using, which include
throwing pies in the face of Cuthand, Petrovitch and Harvey’sdad,then cow dung. It looks like the Enlightened
side will win, without firing a shot. Then Harvey sees Wanda’s footsteps headingup the mountain. Fearing that
she is not ok, he goes afterher, discovering en route to the forbidden peaks his Grandfather, who is very much alive.
Grandpa,an ace mechanic and engineer, operates a battery of special effects/climate changing machines buried
within the gold and uranium enriched mountain, which made it seem mystical). He also maintains pathsbetween
pools of hidden quicksand/hotsprings that line the mountain and, most importantly, medicine wheels. The wheels
are portholes which, when entered before one is ready, result in old fashioned spontaneous combustion orbeing sent
to anotherrealm for reincarnation at a future time, or something far more dangerous. Wanda’s footprintslead up to
one of the portholes. Determined to find Wanda, despite his Grandfather’s stern warning and without his
knowledge, Harvey steps one and a half feet into the wheel, afterwhich Wanda appears, from outside the wheel.
Down below, instantly, angry at Harvey comingup the hill, and terrified of whatjusthappened below.

Mischief combatby revolutionaries and partiers results in severe gunfire from the now heavily re-enforced troops
directed by Cuthand, Petrovitchand Harvey’sdad. The weak in heartand cowardly of soul flee like rats from a
sinking ship. The hip, cool, popular Youngblood goes catatonic, pissing in his pantsin front of his fans,afterwhich
is evacuated by specialenvoy sent by Cuthand. The press is paid off, strong-armed into silence and evacuated by
Harvey’s Mob/CIA connected Dad. Petrovitch leads the charge against the dissidents to get his daughterback,at
any cost. Harvey and Wanda do their best to evacuate the wounded to the hills where Grandpa puts them into the
caves. Braving the fire from bullets, and banishment from hertribe, Emily Halson goes on camera to report events
asthey are, butis halted by Cuthand, who threatensto have horrible things done to her children if she doesn’t tow
the line. With extreme regret, she reports to the world thatthe Revolutionaries are delusional, insane, vicious and
deadly anarchists, the broadcast of which makes her instantly famous.

Up thehill, theadvancingtroops gain ground on the protestors, abouttokill them all, when Grandpa maneuvers the
ground under the mountain, creating a firewall that protects the fleeing Enlightened ones and separatesthe now
fleeing troops from their crazy leader (as he tries to shoot them in the back), Ambassador Petrovitch. But
Petrovitch threatensto call in air supportto blow everyoneup. Wanda steps forward, surrendering herself to him
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and his sexually perverted and deluded soul, offering to be whateverhe wants her to be. Reviving past ‘good times’
in her father’spast,she dances him, and her, into a medicine wheel, which results in their disappearanceina cloud
of mystical smoke. As the smokeclears, an ET craft comes above, shuttling the ghost of Wanda,and her father,
into its doors, and in the aftermath, blasting the earthly choppers sent to demolish the mountain back home. Harvey
is left with his Grandfather, who passes on the baton of taking care of the mountain and its precious resources

(which the ETs need to keep humanity from destroying itself).

The story is told in segments from the perspective of Old Harvey observing Officer McGilvry thinking she is
Wanda, then realizing thatsheis a reincarnation of that beloved, complex and emotionally challenging soulmate.
Doc JW realizes that he was Petrovitch, Wanda’s father, in a past lifetime, now charged with havingto do good and
truthfuldeeds now so thathe canredeem himself forthe horrible things he did to so many in Canada and the USSR
in previous incarmation. Old Harvey goes back up the mountain, getting younger with each stride, particularly
when Officer Anna McGilvry, JW’s girlfriend in this incarnation, becomes Wanda again.

BROTHERZ

MI Politis and Punky Jennings

Novel.

Logline: Nick and George Petrakis are twin brothers with a common physicalbiology but who are very different
between the ears. From the first time in suburban New York thathe could count money, extravert Nick knew the
art of getting more of it while atthe same time being popular,and maintainingmoralstandardsina realm of social/
economic competition where taking care of family/country firstis essential. Introvertand ‘aboveall do no harm’
aspiring Globalist Socialist George was always service ratherthan profit oriented, devoting his life asan
artist/scientist to discovering Truths about humanity and medicalscience, while being pathologically ignorant of
the world asitis. The two politically and ideologically mismatched brothers serve and help each otheras pre-teens
and teens. Butthe bond is tested, then destroyed by first a woman both of them desire in different ways, then a world
that puts Capitalists and Socialists into opposing camps that have stopped listening to each other. As the boys grow
into manhood, they each become internationally -recognized leaders of their conflicting ideologies. Such becomes
more thanjusta problem asto whatto talk aboutatthe Thanksgiving dinner table when an epidemic of brain/body
killing cancerarises, pitting George and Nick against each other in a deadly battle of wits and wills with the world’s
survival in the balance.

Story:

The story opens up in present time, with Father John giving last rights and perhapsa good word to the Governor for
a pardon to Inmate Petrakis, who is convicted of disrupting the foundation of the American economy and the
family-first agenda it promotes. Petrakis, who hasself-mutilated himself as well as being beaten by the guards, is
resolved to his fate, But more importantly, the shaved head prisoner demandsthat FatherJohn,a conservative (and
in some ways corrupt) Greek Orthodox priest, hears the real story about what happened between him and his twin
brother, both of whom, FatherJohn knew from the time they were baptized, of so he thinks.

Flash back to decades earlier, when 9 yearold George and Nick Petrakis head outto shovel out their neighbors in
suburban NYC aftera huge snowstorm. George, a masochistic, more heart than head Socialist in training, seeks to
be of service to people in need, takingonly what is fair compensation formanually shoveling them out with hard
work. Nick is smart, clever and charismatic, knowing how to maximize profits from people shoveled out, and is
willing to take chances George doesn’t even think about (i.e., burrowing without permission the an absent
neighbor’s snowblower). Nick shares the money eamed forthe day’sshoveling with George, because he’s family,
‘fornow anyway’,sayingthatthe essence of American Capitalism is to do right by family and fellow c ountrymen
first.

By the time the lads get into High School, Nick haslearned how to takerisks, assess whatpeople want, and make
himself rich while not ripping off anyone, while being liked/admired by everyone. An example of'this is sneaking
outduring study hall to buy ingredients for sandwiches to sell to his fellow hungry studentsas well ashis nearly
broke economicsteacher. Incontrast, George hasturned into a idealistic philosopher Socialist and aspiring Medical
Researcher who writes insightful books the cool kids and the actively illiterate both ridicule. He’s also a pacifist
whose principles thus farhave not been tested since Nick, behind his brother’s back, hasput out the word that
anyone who beats up his brother will fall outof favorwith him. ButGeorge’s pacifism and commitment to global,
universal compassion (vs. selective compassion foronly fellow countrymen, friends and family) is tested when
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Vinny Belonise, ‘Commie, hippie, faghating’ Redneck Greaser begins poundingon George when he is walking
down the hall reading and thinking about Plato and Socraticideals. Ratherthan run, hit back, or go catatonic,
George justkeeps walking, payingno mind to his assailant. Vinny runs away,ridiculed by the crowd. Said crowd
still barely notices George. But one onlooker admires George for ‘doing a Ghandi’ on the redneck asshole. She is
Lorena,a thinking, caring, intelligent and (behind the black rim glasses) attractive girl who George falls in love with
instantly, butdoesn’t act on that yearmning because he doesn’t consider himself worthy and he wants to establish a
mind-to-mind connection with her before becoming romantic.

Nick hasformed a band, his charasmitic voice and guitar playing making every guy wanting to be him, and every
girl, but longer haired brother George knows that Nick’s true love is Calvin Wilson, Nick’s dream of dreamsto be
his wife, with, perhapsa changein gender. George, who hasnow dedicated himselfto becoming an effective artist
and scientist in the service of humanity,answers Nick’s request to write a song that will woe someone he loves a lot
to say ‘yes’ to the question of questions’ George writes a brilliant and heart moving song, which Nick sings atthe
Prom. Nick sings the songto Lorena, who falls for him and acceptshis proposalfor marriage. George is not
surprised that Right Wing Capitalist Nick, so he can become rich and powerful in the financial/political realm or
perhapshonorhis homophobic parents), is hiding his sexualpreference, but starts to develop intense anger. Anger
atNick fornottelling him thathe wanted Lorena. And anger at himself, for not going after Lorena more
assertively. Small compensation isthat Vinny because of being “Ghandized’ hasbecome George’s friend, giving
up his desire to be a Commiekilling redneck to becoming a Chaplin in the Army to minister to soldiers in need.

The socially-conscious, conservative and reserved Petrakis parents die in a car crash, leaving the lads with equal
inheritances. Nick uses it invest in the stock market, then build an economic fortune landing him as head of many
powerful companies, enabling him to shower all of that wealth on family. Thatfamily is Lorena and the children
she gives him. He is determined to give them the best of everything, including educationaladvancement, even if
they don’t deserve it, and top rate health care, pushing them ahead of the line in front of indigent deadbeatsand
other strangers who are in farmore need of medicalcare. Nick offers George said insurance coverage, but George
refuses to acceptit, as he believes that EVERYONE should get treated according STRICTLY to medical need and
NOTHING else.

George uses his inheritance to obtain a Ph.D. and MD, and to self-fund writing innovative social, political and
artistic books,and films. He is helped, and hindered, with regard to the latter by Nick, who secretly takes control of
distribution companies who take on George’s work, but with the proviso thatsaid distributors ‘strongly encourage’
George to make his writing farless Socialist, idealist and unpatriotic,and see that his most ‘subversive’ works do
not get published, so he doesn’t get a bullet through his head. One of those works, “Flagstaff Conspiracy”,is

fiction based on very possible factnovelabouta crooked Pharmaceutical Company, a discredited Blue Blood
scientist and White Supremacist organization working the CIA manufactures a disease to which they havea cure
already in house, then releases the disease on rebellious, expendable and non-compliant populations/countries,
coming in to ‘savethe day’just in time to teach the rebels a lesson about life and of course to bring home big time
profits.

Ideological differences between George and Nick escalate,and finally cometo a head atthe baptism of Yannis,
Nick’s mostfavored son. It’s the lasttime the brothers talk, the focus of the problem being Lorena. As more time
passes, Nick moves up the socio-political ladder asa Right Wing ‘family and country first” Free Market Capitalist.
At home, he secretly and illegally buys every advantage possible for his kids, encouraging them to believe that
you’re numberone or numbernothing. At work, Nick hires Calvin Wilson to be his right hand man in power-plays
(including pharmaceutical companies competingwith George thathe hasbought) and becomes his clandestine lover.

George becomes the most colorful and influential artist-scientist for the Democratic Global Socialist Left from his
university research lab where he hasdeveloped, amongst otherthings, a cure for new brand of cancerthatis
afflicting the general population atescalatingrates. He still yearns for the very absent Lorena, giving ‘Lorena’
Oscar-like statuesto his students/protégées who accomplish feats of innovation in the Arts and Sciences in service
of'the Global Revolution of curing the collective human body and Enlightening/awakeningthe collective human
soul. One ofthe prize studentsis Deanna,a brilliant and innovative youngwoman who fun -fearing George has
feelings for. But he holds back,asit will jeopardize the mind to mind relationship they have,and that he fears that
the ‘dull out disease’ inside of him will deflate Deanna’snaturalvitality. However, Deanna hasromantic feelings
for George.
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Meanwhile, Yannis, Nick’s favorite and oldest son, hasacquired his father’s economic smarts, the need to win atall
costs and, more importantly, how to manipulate people into thinking he’s a humanity -servingsaint. The ‘mark’he
hasmost convinced of this is none other than his mother, Lorena. But the beloved, for different reasons, Yannis
contracts ‘C’ disease, an epidemic of cancer thatis killing rich and poor alike atalarmingrates. Nick knows that
George’s independent lab has concoctionsthat work farbetterthan any of the drugs from the companies he owns,
and sees it asnecessary that Yannis get thattreatment. But to ensure that Yannis be put in front of the line, and not
in a clinical trial where he could get a placebo, Nick suggests that Lorena join George’s multi-discipline Art and
Science lab as a mature grad student,and warm up to him asmuch asnecessary. George is suspicious of the ruse at
first, but falls in love with Lorena. She, without meaningto, falls in love with George, in deeper ways than she ever
felt about Nick. Yannis’ is cured of the brain and body killing cancer, with an interesting and unexpected side
effect. The areasof theten yearold boy’s brain that made him a manipulative asshole are shut down, while the
compassion and empathy centersactivated. The lad decides to give back the scholarship Nick bought for him,
admittingthathe cheated on the science project that got him the award. Such leads to lots of rich and powerful
parentsbeing arrested for fraud, including Nick. Meanwhile the deepening relationship between Lorena and
George forwhat he did for Yannis, makes Deanna very jealousand bribable.

Nick movesheaven and hell to get George framed forscientific fraud, charitable fund embezzlementand raping
Deanna,andis put into jail. Inretribution, George’s loyal students and Revolutionaries beyond the lab have Nick
arrested forbeing a majorplayerin the buyrich kids into prestigious schools scam. While being loaded into the
Cop Car, in front of George’s crew of Revolutionary filmmakers, Nick viciously orders Lorena to call Calvin
Wilson, to get him sprung. Seeing thatthe brothers arein anall out war to destroy each other,and the world as an
innocent bystandard, Lorena has otherideas.

Through her contacts with Father John, who is now head Chaplin in the prison owned and operated by one of Nick’s
companies, Lorena has George and Nick put in the same cell, forced to work out their differences or to remain there
foralong time. A dealis struck, a truce of sorts, but the terms of the truce are not quite honored.

Calvin Wilson spearheadsan operation against George, on his beloved Nick’s behalf, causing George to be thrown
outhis lab, lose all funding, and to hide outin clandestine locations. To assist in this endeavor, Nick’s favorite
Right Wing Capitalist, who he has funded in previous years, hasbecome an asshole Fascist who, with Nick’s help,
winds up becoming President afterthe Prez and VP die of C-disease, or perhapsother causes. George continues to
escalate the distribution of his special anti-C disease treatment,atno cost to patients, on the basis of need, though he
intentionally putsthe rich, privileged and socially important patients well in back of the line. Yannis hasjoined
him in the Revolution against the rich, powerful and privileged asC disease, and a new variant of it, continues to kill
rich and pooralike. Nick is determined to not only stop George, butto find Lorena and bring her home, unaware
that FatherJohn has given her and therest of her sanctuary in secret location. Calvin and fate provide the bait that
will bring George out of hiding.

While assessing the publicationsin the established literature, George discovers a publication that mirrors Flagsta ff
Conspiracy.It’s from Prof. DeVree, arival from previous times, a high roller in Nick’s pharmaceuticalcompanies.
Nick smells ‘Flagstaff Conspiracy’all over it, intuiting that DeVree et al. have manufacturesd a newvariant of
C-disease that they are sending out into the world, targeting poor, rebellious, Socialist, non-Christian, and
non-White populations, keeping ‘cures’ in house for release when the ‘welfare and other un-American rebels’
change their ways, with the side effect of the Big Pharma company makinglots of money. But George doesn’t
know where Devree’s secret labis. Yannis knows the location, revealing that it was DeVree who built the science
project that got him the Top Young American Scientist award when he was a snot-nosed, social-climber trying to
please his father,Nick. But, everyonein DeVree’s lab and institute knows George. Yannis volunteers to seize the
disease-inducing agentand the ‘cures’, replacing them with inactive ingredients. But Nick refuses to let the lad go,
protecting Yannis, aswell asinviting harm to himself for notbeing as effective against Nick ashe should have been.

Masqueradingas Nick, to the best of his ability anyway, George infiltrates thelab. After some rocky faking,
George, asNick, sends DeVree and everyoneelse in the lab toa well deserved banquet lunch acrosstown, to a
stolen luxury yacht. Said high end floating restaurant is operated by Yannis and otheryoung Revolutionaries who
do not wantto grow up to be their rich parents. They vow to extractinformation from DeVree gently if they can, by
more pharmacologicaland forcefulmeans if necessary.
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With DeVree et al. gone, prematurely, George discovers a very locked safein his office which hasto be opened.
Former artist-Revolutionary-neo-hippie Deanna,clad in high end, power business suit and heels, interrupts George.
His initial thought that she came to stop him, turning against him again, is halted when she shows him her back,
whipped marksput there by Nick’s associatesas entertainment, perhaps with Nick’s knowledge, or perhapsnot.
She offers her friendship and love to George, both of which he accepts fully. Knowing the combination forthe
safe, Deanna opensit, takingout the large sums of money, and the special stash of C-disease inducing virus, along
with the cures which she says only work temporarily. As in Flagstaff Conspiracy, Deanna,helps George escape,
leaving with him out the back door. But unlike the fictional book, Deanna slips, falling down the stairs to the open
door. George tumbles with her, seeing her escape, then hiding in a dumpster. Buthe is arrested, his Nick wig
falling off, revealing to the security guard that he is actually George.

Back to the cell in the present with FatherJohn, Inmate Petrakis, who we intuit is George, is ready to die, to be
punished forhis sins of omission and lack of effective action. ButFather John knows figures out that ‘George’ is
actually Nick, the physical evidence of such being that George has a naturallarge bald spot on his head. And that
Nick’s attemptto shave his head wasnot complete enough, asthere is a fullhead of hair on its way to growing back
all over the crown. Father John fills in the gaps, intuiting (and informing) Nick he met with George and worked a
deal whereby George is given a new identity, and sent back outinto the world with Lorena, to find cures for
C-disease and the new variant,and to undo the horrible things that CalWilson and (by notrecognizing whatwas
going on) Nick, had set into motion. As for Deanna, she is in hiding aswell, with real C-inducing virus she will
release into populations of rich, important Whites if any new epidemics occur in poor, expendable diverse
populations.

Nick is determined to pay forhis sins and be sure that ‘George’ officially dies in custody,a martyr, so thathis books
and scientific work is read by more people and immortalized. Asking God and FatherJohn to forgive him, Nick
kills himself with a cyanide capsule, asking FatherJohn to send Lorena and the kids to George. And to affirm that
he will die in a carcrash officially in 24 hours, with a Will that gives all of his money to Father John,to do the Right
thing with this time.

UTOPIA FALLS
Novel
M1 Politis and Punky Jennings

Extended Logline: Utopia Falls, Wyoming, 1869, a new town in a new territory which attracts determined people
from conflicting political ideologies, nationalities, races, ethnicities and genders, all wanting to create a Paradise
resembling whatthey had athome, but with them on top this time. Very much in the spotlight is the issue of giving
women the right to vote, hold office and own property, along with whether Utopia will be run by profit-seeking
Capitalists who believe in survival of the fittest, or service-oriented Democratic Socialist ‘Anarchists’ who wantan
‘each gives according to their ability and takesaccordingto their needs’ mandate asthe only law enforced.
Orchestrating and studying the events behind the scenes is Harvard-educated ‘Doc’, an academically-altruistic
James Spader-like intellectual who uses his position as the town doctor and his skills asa clever manipulatorof
people to set up interesting social experiments, intended to study human nature and create an ideal Enlightened
society thathe can show offto his family and friends back East. But, Doc winds up becoming part of his own
social experiment, suffering the consequences of the liberations he makes possible, then havingto correct them by
dealing with powerful adversaries he has made, basic human nature and complications originating from his own
Wyoming-based family. In 1921, this sole, now mad, remaining citizen of Utopia relates the tale of the noble
experiment to a young female doctor/aspiring Western writer who is lured to the ghost town, who he hopes will set
the record straight regarding Utopia, and thereal history of Wyoming thatthe Dime Novels and Cowboy Movies do
notdare reveal.

Story: The story begins in 1921, soon afterwoman’ssuffrageis finally law across America. Melanie Hamilton,
MD, a very progressive, smartand liberated physician and aspiring Western novelist and screenplay writer, is called
away from her mostly pro-bono medical practice in California and ongoing frustrations trying to break into the
writing world as a woman, by the death of her estranged High Society motherin New York. The last wish of
Melanie’s self-centered, gold-digger, socially-conscious motheris for Melanie to visit a patient in a very locked and
guarded Sanitarium in Denver, and present her with a picture taken 50 years ago, and honor whateversaid patient
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wants her to do as her last request. Two things are promised to Melanie in her mother’swill, delivered on her
deathbed. Doctor Mel will inherit large sums of her mother’s estate,and have access to information that will make
her the most sought afterwriter in New York and California. The restrained, elderly and nearly dying patient
‘Marie’ defiantly denies that suchis her real name, spitting on the picture of Melanie’s mother with whatever
strength she has left, which is one of many reasons why Melanie develops a bond with the old woman. “Maria”is
unwilling to relate her real name, and requests, just as she is about to separated from Melby the guards, that she
goes ASAP to Utopia Falls, Wyoming, in order to retrieve her diary.

Drawn to the request and the old woman in ways she doesn’t understand, the very urban oriented Melanie finds her
way through the most uncomfortable transportation possible to a location where, she thinks, Utopia used to be
located. Guarding the somehow still-standing one-house ‘town’ thatused to be a fair sized city from any ‘real
world” intruders or ghosts is ‘Doc’, an old Teslian-like madman inventor. After seeing the faded 50 yearold photo,
and sizing up Melanie, he decides to notkill the young Doctor/writer but to relate the story of whathappened there
to her. Melanie senses something familiar about ‘Doc’ and ‘Maria’. She is determined to get a hold of Maria’s
diary, butis disallowed the aforementioned untilDoc finishes telling his side ofthe story about what Utopia was,
and could havebeen, and currently is, very much in the first person.

Doc begins by relating how the town was established by a crazy, visionary, and genius in his own universe Canadian
Mountain Man who wandered South in thelate 1850s, ‘Beaver Whisperer’ Jean LeFevre, who claimed to have
trained beaversto build damsin the river in locations he chose for them to his specification. LeFevre expandshis
‘everyone gives according to their abilities’ paradise forrugged individualists from a trading post into a real town,
along with several traditionalholidays and traditions established by the self-taught scholar Philosopher King,
namingit Utopia Falls. After the Civil War ends in 1865, and LeFevre passes on to the big beaverdam in the sky
due to mysterious causes, Utopia Falls is invaded by a wide variety of immigrants. They are from various
races/ethnicities with conflicting agendasand ideologies (i.e., White Supremacist Capitalism vs. Democratic
non-racial Socialism). They all seek to have whatthey had left (or lost) back home, but with them on top. Of course,
aswomen (who are outnumbered by men 1 to 8) still don’thave the right to vote, hold public office or own
property, their attempts to climb up the totem pole are a lot harder. Fueling and possibly preventing that attempt of
Utopia to grow into a Paradise is grassland for cattle, soil for crops, liquor, hotloose women, gambling, coal, gold,
silver, a new railroad system, and of course, the luring of suckers to Utopia thinking they will get rich offthe above.

The key post-Civil War residents of Utopia include ex-Confederate, former Georgia Aristocrat Colonel Joseph
Adams,who cajoled,paid for and/orcheated his way into becoming Mayorof Utopia, bringing with him a Capitalist
agenda where White Men, in charge oftaking care of the inferior racesand weaker gender. His new wife, Sally
Ann, widowed Mississippi Belle with fourchildren, quietly tries to negotiate conflicts between powerful combatants
with the aim of minimizing conflict and maximizing rights for the oppressed. Firey and intensely intelligent
schoolteacher Hanna Steiner, daughter of a German Freethinker, Socialist Revolutionary and active opponent of
Slavery slain by the Confederate Home Guard in Texas for notjoining ‘the Cause’, is determined to turn Utopia into
a Democratic Socialist Community with equalopportunity or both genders and all races. Lydia Thundercloud, half
Blackfoot/half White misfit doesn’t fit into the White world or the Indian one,butis very muchathomein the mind
and armsor her lover, Hanna. ‘Lord’ William Samuel Gunderson, sleazy English con man owns the Wildcat
Saloon, and controlof whateverlegal and illegal trade goes through it. Kitty, Gunderson’s most experienced
prostitute, wants out of the profession butis stuck there because of many debts she owes and is unable to pay back
due to drug and gambling habits. Lilly, 17 yearold pleasure-provider in the Wildcat, enjoys her work thoroughly
and is becoming very addicted to the economic and social perks of it. Alicia, Black hookeratthe Wildcat is, for the
momentanyway, well paid for being an ‘exotic’ pleasure provider, as long as she keeps her mouth shutabout the
horrors of having been a slaveas well as therights of Afro-American men and women who are supposed to be
Emancipated. Negro Noah Winters, mastercowboy and horseman, is well liked and well respected by all for that
skill, butnot for anythingelse. FatcatOliver Walton, regional rep for the Union Pacific Railroad and the coal
mines it now hasa monopoly on, is well onhis way to becoming far more powerful in position and wealth, through
being a crafty businessman with politicos and cleverly-oppressive boss to his laborers. Liam Casey,dirt poor Irish
immigrant is a self-assigned Labor Union organizer, fighting for a respectable wage for his fellow Irish laborers.
Wang Lee, scholar and doctor from China, had to flee his native land, and is currently an active advocate forlower
class Chinese laborers aswell asprovider of herbs for anyone in need of them. Sheriff Sean McDonald, current
sheriff, faithfully carries out orders given to him by the higher ups, and when he can, is a helper to the oppressed.
Pancho Fernandez, former Sheriff of Utopia, was framed formurder and robbery, due to his Mexican roots, and
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dedication to doing the right rather thanthelegal thing. He is now an Outlaw hiding outin the hills leadinga small
Revolutionary Band dedicated to robbing from the rich and, most of the time anyway, giving to the poor.
Laundress/cleaner Catherine Mary Brady, homely, gimped, pathologically humble, semi-literate Irish immigrant is
saddled with three hungry children, the burden made harderafterthe murder of her abusive husband by unknown
parties (perhaps McDonald), who because of being a woman, is, by federallaw. She is forbidden to inherit the
homestead herhusband owned, havingto scrounge living in town, property-less. Delfina Valdez, highly intelligent
unmarried nurse/self-taught doctor, hasbeen burdened with takingcare of her younger siblings afterher oncerich
Mexican parents were kicked out of Texasthen California by the Anglos, but still believes that standingup foryour
rights by legal meansis the only effective way to survive, and grow. Her sister, Anna, is an Anarchist, actively
fighting a losing battle against the White, Male, American establishment. Immigrant Russian Jew Jakov Lazinski is
valued by the community because of his ability to fix any broken machine,and invent new ones that can make
WASP Christians money, but his defiant, super intelligent, independent and proudly Russian Jewish wife is
ostracized by the community. Then there is Pastor Horatio Johnson, old and bitter before his time 25 yearold Fire
and Brimstone Preacher who is laughed at by the free thinking populousand drives the fearof God into emotionally
vulnerable parishioners.

Then there is Doc, the narrator, through whom we get to know everyoneelse. He comes from uppercrust Boston
blue blood stock, a Harvard educated physician and socialscientist. To pay the bills and establish a secure position
in Utopia he doctors anyone who needs it. Buthis real aspiration is to become famous back East by manipulatingthe
citizenry of Utopia into interactions they would not normally undertake, so he can assess human behaviorand build
anideal society based on benevolence and intelligence, with the intent on publishing a Master book that will make
him more famousthan any European or North American social scientist, philosopher or psychologist. But his means
to this noble end are notalwaysethical. He routinely shares confidentialtruths about one patient with another,and
sometimes turns them into half truthsor lies (along with noting what they say when under the influence of his
tongue-loosening formulated anesthetics) forthe purpose of creating an ideal society in Utopia forhis human
laboratory subjects,and himself.

We (and Melanie) are introduced to the aforementioned characters and Doc while they arein the middle ofa
‘Surrender to Spring’ supper in 1869 where Doc is the head cook, server, and the organizer of who gets to sit with
who, and whose dish gets to be sampled and criticized by selected people so as to pit oneideology against the other
to see which one would naturally ‘win’.  The main ‘event’ is a heated, then vicious, philosophical debate between
‘benevolent’ White racist, still-Confederate Capitalist, male chauvinist Adams and Socialist, anti-Confederate,
ant-racist, feminist schoolteacher Hanna Steiner. The entire town gets drawn in asspectators then active sideline
participantsuntil Sally Ann tries to be moderatorbetween her husband and the teacherof herchildren, then calms
everyone down by singing Lorena, ‘touching’ Civil War song that both sides sung which was forbidden to be voiced
because it warmed their hearts too much and took the ‘fight’ out of them. But atthe end of the music and dancing
(where handsome, popular Sheriff McDonald invites a self-effacing, homely Catherine to dance with him now, and
for many yearsto come) the men smoke the cigars and drink the whiskey while the women do the cleaning. Joining
the men, disrupting Doc’s experiment, is Ester Morris, old, ugly and dedicated ‘just passing through” woman’s
rights activist who challenges the men (Adams in particular) philosophically, then invites any women in town to
come visit her in her hotel room during her temporary stay there.

The July 4™ in-town rodeo thatyear, where the men show off their skills to each other and more importantly to the
women folk, is unlike any other. Black ascoal Noah Winters usually outshines any White cowboysin the ‘break a
wildie horse in 5 minutes flat’ event. Buthe hasbroken his leg in an equine accident,ignoring Doc and Delfina’s
advice to haveit amputated. He blames them forthe limb getting worse, harboring an even worse grudge after
seeing thatthe Doc had written him up in his ‘Theory of American Psychological Personality’ book. The stallion to
be tamed this year bucks off every man who tries to ‘hard break’ him, even Pancho Fernandez, who sneaks down
from the hills as an Outlaw with a hefty price on his head. The women in town, who are usually the handmaidens
for the rodeo and who haveall spoken with Ester Morris during her two day stay in town regarding women’s
suffrage, right to own property and right to hold public office, collectively suggest a waiver to the men. Ifanyof
the women cantame the wild stallion, the men haveto live, dress and be treated as women for two daysso they
know whatit is like to be a memberof the oppressed gender. Ifthechosen femalerider gets thrown in the process,
the women haveto give special pleasures to the men for a month. The bet is accepted by the overconfident men,
who traditionally break horses using force and extreme restraint. Delfina volunteers to be the rider after
secretly-scared Hanna tries to wiggle out ofthe dealafterhaving picked the short straw. Horse whisperer and
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Shamaness Thundercloud intervenes, using gentle tack/handlingand spiritual prayerto calm the horse down before
Delfina gets on. Assisting her on is Doc, who, sneaksan herb into the steed’s mouth he gets from Wang Lee. The
combination of Thundercloud’s gentle (and to some ‘witchlike) handling techniques, Delfina’s courage and Doc’s
herb results in the wild stallion turning into a happily ridden horse.

Having won the bet, the women have their day, or rather two days. Menhaveto dress as, be treated asand live as
subservient women for 2 days, while the women, literally, get to wear the pantsin the Utopian ‘family’ asmen.
Some men take in stride, becoming enlightened as to what it’s like to walk in someone else’s high heeled booties,
very much including Sheriff McDonald. Others, most particularly Walton, Adams, Gunderson and PastorJohn son
vow vengeance against the women, and their maleally, Doc. But during the ‘switch gender’ parties and dances,
Doc connects with self-made med student/Nurse Delfina emotionally,aswell asprofessionally.

Inthe aftermath of the bet the men lost, and which the women turned into the most interesting Social Experiment
Doc was instrumentalin starting, there is an understandingbetween the sexes that works for everyone. Women are
empowered and men are, far more than Doc thought, educated about human rights and empathy. Violence and
abuse against women is significantly down both in the homes and the brothels. And cooperation between laborers
of different races (Chinese, Black and White) reachesan all time high. Yet, resentment and mistrust of Doc mount,
particularly amongst the men in town, as well as a healthy respect forhis ability to manipulate others. The first
Wyoming Territorial Assembly Meeting is set up, each town asked and required to send a representative. The city
council members, all of which are men, decide to vote Doc as the one to represent their interests in Cheyenne
unanimously, Doc being the only one opposed to it. Doc is told that the best politician is one who doesn’t want the
job, afterwhich he is informed that fellow Utopiansare on to him as someone who can’t be trusted to keep secrets
secret, that they prefer, for medicaland personalreasons, to be doctored by Delfina ratherthan him. The latter point
pleases and intrigues Doc and asthe honored position of being Utopia’s first Territorial Senatoris an offerhe can’t
refuse, he acceptsit.

But before being sent on his way, Doc hasone official function to attend.In a gesture surprising everyone, Sheriff
Sean McDonald, who could have any woman in the territory, marries Catherine Mary Brady, a widow who still is
legally notallowed to inherit her dead,and probably murdered, husband’shomestead,a plot of arid rocky land
which is barely ranchable and not farm friendly, but finally she hasa home, legally. Doc also finds out that Delfina
is pregnant, something which makes him feel really good, but which Delfina is not so happy about, forreasons she
doesn’t reveal.

Once in Cheyenne, Doc discovers that he is indeed a master people manipulatorin the political realm amongst liars,
cheatsand braggarts who call themselves representatives of the people. Buthe does meet one honest man, William
Bright, from South Pass City, who is there to propose a proposition that women get the right to vote,own property,
hold public officeand serve on juries. As tothe ‘why’ of it, Bright says thathis wife convinced him to do so, after
talking with Ester Morris. Bright is of course cagy about any otherevents (i.e., possible cross dressing
experiments) that initiated his conversion to the Feminist Cause. Doc and Bright form an alliance and friendship.
The bill is shut down on first ballot, afterthe naive Bright asserted the practicaland altruistic reason to give women
long denied basic rights. During a recess in the lobby, Doc uses his unique people manipulating skills, informing
his fellow testosterone-valuing males that the proposition will bring in more women to Wyoming. Such would
enable every manto have a wife, mistress and lover who he doesn’t have to share with anyone else, and would never
haveto settle for unattractive hags. More women and potentialwives would increase population in the
resource-rich territory so it can becomea very wealthy state. And pleasing ‘the wives’ athome, who will naturally
voteaccording to the wishes of their husband, doubling a husband’s effectatthe poles. Doc also informs the men
that fresh women are needed in Wyoming at the brothels, as there is a new communicable disease going around,
spread by healthy,attractive female carriers which, if caught by men, will cause severe damage to their
reproductive organs, eyes and brains. The women’s rights bill passes, the official reasons being thatit would draw
in more population,enhance family valuesand provide new perspectives to a New Territory that will grow
peacefully into sustainable prosperity.

While relating the aforementioned eventsto Melaniein 1921, in stages, Doc becomes more mysterious and
dangerousto himself and others. He shoots at ghosts, attacks Melanie,and tries to hanghimself yet again.
Particularly when Melanie wants to find out who Doc, who hasnotrevealed his name,really is. And what the truth
is behind the strange connection she feels she has with him, and ‘Maria’, who by now she figures out used to be
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Delfina. But before Melanie can find ‘Maria’s’ diary, she is told more story, which she hasto listen to, and learn
from.

Wyoming becomes the first territory or state to give women the right to vote, hold public office, own property and
serve on juries. Doc, due to the many things he did in Cheyenne which benefited Utopia regarding issues beyond
women'’s rights, is elected Mayorofthe boomingcommunity, replacing a bitter and angry Adams. Delfina takes
over the clinic, aided by Doc supplying her with the best forged university degrees bearing her name thatare
buyable. Doc and Melanie get married, officiated by the duly elected Justice of the Peace, Hanna Steiner, a union
cursed by Pastor Johnson, claiming that they will give birth to a demonseed. Doc looks forward to having a really
big family, Delfina wanting no more than one child. And with eventhatone, Doc is told he hasto take over 50% or
more of the child-caring duties. The wedding reception, which is supposed to be without hard liquor, gets raunchy
due to Walton sneaking spiked booze into it so that his Chinese, Black and White laborers get drunk and begin
fighting each otherrather than bandingagainst him and the otherbosses. The fist and knife fight is putto a stop by
gunfire, from Pancho Fernandez, who rides into town, protected from arrest by twenty multi-racial Robin Hood
banditsin thehills. He drops offa wedding gift for Defina, Doc and the town---A copy of Das Capital, primer for
Democratic Socialist Revolutionary ‘Anarchists’ who want to bring down the upper classes and elevated the lower
ones.

Several years passby. Utopia becomesricher and more populated. Rich Capitalists battle with Democratic Labor
socialists. White Christian Americans do whateverthey can to see thatonly those ‘of their kind’ make it to the top of
the new totem poles emerging.. Many ‘liberated’ White women become oppressors of other women on the basis of
race, religion andnationality. Delfina runs the medicalclinic, Doc’s Mayoralduties as Enlightened (and often
frustrated) Philosopher King taking up too much time for him to do medicine. But he alwayshastime for his
daughter, Isabel, who he considers his most significant life accomplishment. The 6 year old beauty is highly and,to
some, frighteningly intelligent, preferring to be debated with ratherthan hugged, and ‘advises’ adults in Utopia with
more wit and insight than even her father, resulting in her being liked and respected by nearly everyone. Such
pleases her head-over-heart White American father,and very much concerns her heart-over-head Mexican mother.

Despite Doc’s intentions to educate Utopia and manipulate its citizens into doing the Right, Kind and Intelligent
things, he still hasmany enemies. He finds himself framed forthe brutalmurder of Kitty, head prostitute at the
Wildcat who he, yes, did meet many times to help her form a Labor Union for pleasure-providing women in town,
butwho he never had carnalrelationships with. But there is heavy evidence against Doc, including love letters he
never wrote (and is notallowed to see), a trustable eyewitness (who he is notallowed to know about so thatno harm
comesto that witness) and empty bottles of mind-altering drugs in the room ofthe dead courtesan. Every member
of'the City Council seems to be behind his arrest, or hasbeen convinced by some mastermind of Doc’s guilt. They
include political opponents Sheriff McDonald, ex-Major Adams, Wildcat Saloon owner Gunderson and Railroad
tycoon Walton, aswell as fellow People’s Revolutionary Democratic Socialists Irish Labor Leader Liam Casey,
Chinese patriarch Wang Lee and Black ascoal cowboy Noah Winters, and even self-made inventor/Jewish humanist
Jakov Lazkinski.

Doc’s solitary confinement without windows stay in the town jail prior to his guaranteed hangingis highly
uncomfortable and mind altering. His first visitor after4 daysis, despite his hallucinations, not the Grim Reaper
but Pastor Horatio Johnson, who offers salvation to Doc if he repents his many sins, no doubt so thatthe ‘trial” will
be more spectacular. Many of those sins involve Doc’s telling half truths and half lies to one person about another,
and not keeping confidentialthings told to him secret, which Doc did thinking that it would make it a better town
and modelfor anideal society, but which Johnson did with his parishioners to putthe fearfor ratherthan love of
God into them. Doc plays along with the self-deluded embittered young Pastor, until Johnson asksthe Lord Above
to forgive Doc for giving birth to a demon seed who is the incarnation of evil, namely Isabel. Doc goes ballistic,
attackingthe ‘good’ Pastor with seemingly the intent to choke the life outofhim. McDonald and his deputies
rescue the Johnson from Doc, now that they all have witnessed that the ‘good’ Doctor really is capable of murder.
McDonald then gives the urine soaked Pastor(who is supposed to have so much faith thathe doesn’t feardeath)
money, for his services as ‘bait’.

Doc’s next visitor is Delfina, who is convinced thathenot only did the murder, but thathehasbeen sleeping with
Kitty and many other women behind her back. She brings him a bowl of chili, as a last meal, never wanting to see
him again. The next visitor to thejail, as midnight approacheson his last day on earth, is Catherine Mary, Sheriff
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McDonald’s wife who Doc hastreated many times for ‘falling down the stairs’ or being ‘kicked by a cow’ on the
homestead where she lives with her clearly abusive new husband, who owns the property. Property which Doc has
seen dead bodies around as well as No Trespassing signs on while making house calls in thearea. Catherine,
freshly bruised, brings with her an apple pie, offering it to her husband at the front desk,as an apology for being so
difficult to live with athome. When Doc sees this, he flippantly asks if he canhave some ofit. Catherine turns
around to Doc, blasting him for being a godless champion of undeserved rights for laborers, Indians, Blacks,
Chinese, Mexicans and women, saying thatthe pie is for Real Americans like the Sheriff. McDonald smiles with
pride, now that Catherine has finally given up her defective idealistic political views. To insure thatheeats the pie,
and acceptsher apology, she puts the pastry on her breast, lying down on his desk, naked. Several bites later,
McDonald falls sleep into a very deep slumber. Catherine grabs the keys to the cell and his gun-belt, throwing both
to Doc, informing him about the whereabouts of Revolutionary Bandit Fernandez, who now will welcome him as a
full time memberofthe Robin Hood Army rather than justa Doc who is brought there blindfolded to treat the
wounded and sick. Meanwhile, Doc sees Catherine grab the ownership papers for the land McDonald ‘owns’
(because he married her before women could legally inherit property), forging her signature on the deed/will, so she
cannow legally own the worthless land which is rich in oil. When Doc asks whatshe will do, she says she is
heading to Denver to retrieve her children from the ‘exclusive boarding school’ their step fatherhas ‘put’ them so
she obeys athome. But McDonald wakes up, grabbing hold of Catherine, a knife to her throat. Doc shoots
McDonald, the first time he took a life, preventing him from killing Catherine. Doc finds out thathe enjoyed doing
what was necessary and thathe wasa good shot, both being requirements for his new life as a Revolutionary bandit.

Doc spendstime as a physician/surgeon and warrior with Pancho Fernandez, working side by side with fellow
misfits/rebels, including Delfina’s sister, Anna, who fights againsttherich Anglos with a gun ratherthana
stethoscope. The sometimes real and sometimes made up exploits of Doc asa vicious, murdering revolutionary
bandit make it to the newspapers, and Wanted Posters. Meanwhile, Utopia hasbecome a paradise for exploitative
White Capitalist men who oppress the ‘lesser’ races and weaker gender, setting them against each other and making
them broke, unless of course they fit in with thenew very rich elite. The people on top haveleamed well the art of
dividing and conquering people on the bottom. There’s help needed ad for new schoolteachers, Revolutionary Free
Thinking Intellectual Hanna Steinerand her ‘witchlike’ Blackfootlover, Thundercloud,have (according to the
poster) ‘left the territory foranotheroffer’. Tasha Lazinskiis still a free thinking, expressive, plainly dressed,
multi-lingual Jew, who still honors her heritage, but less people listen to her than ever, even though her now well
dressed husband Jakov has given up his Hebrew heritage and is asa highly paid inventor/genius machinist.

On one of Doc’s incognito visits to Utopia, asa woman, to case out a new bank to be robbed by now ‘General’
Fernandez’s army, he sees first-hand what hashappened in the town he had guided towardsrelative Enlightenment.
Railroad tycoon Walton cuts wages for all of his workers, knowing that the Chinese under Wang Lee’s protection
will work for the reduced pay but the Irish laborers, inspired by their leader Liam Casey, won’t stand forless pay for
even more dangerous and back breaking work in the mines and on the rails, and are about to strike. Walton sets up
atable manned by very Federal troops who were ‘just passing through’ and new town deputies where any laborer
who still wants work, cansign on for anothershift. Verbal debatesthen arguments between Chinese who need to
work and Irish who refuse to begin. From the back of the crowd, gunshots are fired by a Deputy pretending to be a
Chinamen,aimed at the Irish Strikers. An all out battle between Chinese and Irish commences, ‘broken up’ by
armed soldiers, deputies and company guards, who leave a pile of dead and wounded laborers from both sides on the
streets. The whole thing is watched with delight from the Wildcat by a smiling Adams, Walton, Gunderson and
now head pleasure-provider Lilly, and reluctantly by a well-dressed Lazinski, who Lilly is assigned to caress into
compliance. The ‘women folk’ are pushed away from the riot asthey try to break it up, including White Sally Ann
Adams,and Black demoted-to-floor-scrubber (and once well paid courtesan) Alicia. However, Delfina defiantly
comes back early from ‘coincidental’ house calls out of town, rushing in to do what she can for the wounded.
Happeningto walk by is Isabel, called in by her motherto help the wounded. Isabelbegrudgingly assists her
mother, but her talents do not include being a physician, which is painfully clear to Delfina, as well as to Doc, who
must slither out of town before either of them recognize him and have him arrested.

By now, Melanie in 1921 hasfigured out the Doc is her grandfather, Delfina is her grandmother, butcan’tbelieve
thatIsabelis her now departed mother. Diverting her from examiningthat latter possibility, Doc goes on with the

story of the past.

A few more years go by, Doc rising up the ranksin Pancho Fernandez’ Robin Hood band. After visiting a village
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of non-reservation Blackfoot where they drop off books to Hanna and Thundercloud to teach the kids about the
Whites (and themselves), and guns to help them both hunt for whateverfood is left in the wilderness aswell as for
their final perhaps victory fight against the Whites, Pancho confessesto Doc thatheis dying, and that Doc should
takeovertheband. Pancho asks,rather than demands,that Doc spearhead a critical and perhaps final Mission that
will bring down the big wigs in Utopia who have destroyed its moral fiber and turned it into a place where the rich
oppress the poor. Walton, Adams and Gunderson, the trio who run the town now, are putting on a grand over the
top ‘buffalo’ hunt, inviting powerful investors and politicians from the East,and Europe, havethe ‘Wild West’
experience while seeing how rich, industrialized and civilized Utopia hasbecome. Doc acceptsthe challenge to
disrupt the proceedings, embarrass its hosts, and if possible, extract revenge for being framed formurder and made a
hated stranger by his daughterand wife.

After Fernandez’s death,not a whole lot of his army wantsto follow Doc into this suicide mission. But somedo.
Anna, Hanna and Thundercloud are his most reliable and motivated Revolutionary Comrades, alongwith no more
than seven of his own gender. The time and place for the ‘wild hunt’ is a valley accessible by newly built railroad
where buffalo have been herded into corals with mobile noise-making machines Lazinski hasinvented and,
paradoxically, sedating drugs which Doc had snuck into the mouth of the wild stallion during the men vs woman
rodeo bet thatstarted the women’s liberation movement 8 long yearsago. On the train, hosting rich and powerful
investors/politicos are ‘future governor’ Joseph Adams and future owner of ALL of the Union Pacific lines Walton,
being entertained by head Mistress Kitty, and waited on by ‘lower wenches’ Tasha Lazinskiand Sally Anne Adams.
Most of the townsfolk have come out for the event, complete with bands on board the train blasting out inspiring
patriotic anthems. The train is well guarded, outgunning the handfulof Revolutionaries atop the hill above by 30
to one. The buffalo herd waits in the pen, minutes away from being released into the ‘wild’ and slaughtered by the
European and Eastern dignitaries. Butthe head buffalo ‘speaks’ with his still defianteyes to Doc,above,and
Thundercloud, giving them anidea.

Doc orders his small band to put branches behind their horses, race around the hills above,and yell like ghosts,
while shooting at guards troops, so as to look like an Army of demons thatwill scare off their enemy below. A
trick that Adamspulled off many times when fighting superior numbers of Union forces. The plan almost works,
then falls apart,until Thundercloud yells out something to the head bison, and his herd. The bison wake up from
their stupor, butdon’t know what to do with their regained consciousness, until the gate of the coralis opened, by
Lazinksi, commencinga buffalo stampede on the train and its inhabitants, buying him a bullet from Deputies behind
him. The stampede sends panic into everyone on the train forcing it off the tracksand its inhabitantsintoa mad
rush for survival. The bankersand politicos get away, convinced thatthe valley is haunted by ghoststhatare real,
and thusa badplace for ANY investments. Waltonis notonly embarrassed, butkilled, by bison who run him into
his own Iron Horse. Adamsis paralyzed from the neck down, and tended to by Doc, ashe still does havea medical
conscience. Hebegs his ‘demoted’ (and recently battered by him) wife Sally Ann to put him out of his misery, and
to forgive him. She initially refuses, then gives in, shooting him in the head, then weeping over his dead body.
Lazinski calls for help, and is assisted by his wife Tasha. When Doc goes to help the now on the right side of the
fight inventor, Jakov tells him that ‘I’ll be alright” and that ‘we’ (him and his now reunited wife) will be alright too,
butthatthere is trouble brewing in town, that Doc should attend to, pronto,atthe Wildcat Saloon.

Thinking thatit is Delfina and Isabelwho are in danger, Doc races totown. At the Wildcat, he discovers the
remnants of chainsused to bring in and keep sex slaves. One slave, with no shortage of fresh whip markson the
back, is left in chains, who, when ‘she’ turns around is Gunderson. Alicia appearsbehind him, giving her former
boss anotherlashing. She informs Doc that she drugged Gunderson, the new ‘Masser’, and liberated the girls he
was aboutto enslave,or sell, and thatthey all took horses from the stable and are on their way to somewhere else.
Three of the girls however still remain in the Wildcat, one white, one Native and one Chinese. They put their chains
back on, havingbeen conditioned to being slaves and terrified of freedom, begging Doc to be their new Master.
Gunderson, meanwhile, in severe agony,begs formedical help or a bullet into his brain. Alicia prepares herself to
deliver the latter, butis prevented from doing so by a round from Noah Winter’s revolver as he hobbles in. He
proposed marriage to Alicia, even though, by her own admission, she is not only a Wanted womannow buta
multiply violated one. Noahand Alicia take onthe job of liberating the souls of the still imprisoned women whose
bodies are free. Doc asks where Delfina is. Both of them look ateach other, telling her that Doctor Delfina closed
up her clinic for good recently, leaving no forwarding address.

Desperate for answers, Doc rushes to the clinic thathad been his and which was carried on by Delfina. It’s exactly
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ashe left it, complete with his favorite drink, soft applecider, on his desk. Reading materialawaits him atthe desk,
a letter in his handwriting to Kitty, admitting thathe was her lover and telling her thathe can’tbe anymore because
she is a worthless, lying, cheating piece of garbage who should kill herself if she hasenough courage to do the right
thing. “I wrote other drafts, which maybe I should have found instead,” Isabelsays asshe slithers in from the
adjacentroom, showing him other ‘Dear Jane’ letters to Kitty, asking abouthow well the literary style of them are,
afterwhich she reveals how she ‘witnessed’ Doc giving her mind altering drugs, such as the one in the jar she
present to him. She then shows him her own book about human personalities, which is very much like Doc’s. Doc
realizes that she was not only the one who masterminded hisbeing framed, exiled, and accused of horrific crimes as
a Doctor and outlaw, manipulatingothers in town into believing so many things that are not true, but that....she has
becomejustas clever and manipulative ashe ever was, but for different reasons. When asked ‘why’, his more
white than dark skinned Mexican daughterreplies ‘I wanted to be a credit to my race and class, and nota disgrace to
it like youwere.” Isabelalso says thatthatputtingDoc, her most valuable teacher, through everything he went
through from being framed forKitty’s murder was ‘an interesting experiment’.

Doc presses his now clearly evil possessed daughterinto telling him where Delfina is. Isabelreplies thather
Mexican motherwas getting off balance, due to her inferior genetic, bleeding heart idealistic morality and defective
brain chemistry. [sabelaccuses Delfina of giving quality care to the wrong patients and ineffective treatment to
‘deserving, hard working White capitalists’, most of that claim being lies of course. But she assures Doc thather
motheris in a safe and comfortableplacenow. Where her deceitful mouth won’ttell any more lies that will cost
‘good’ White Christian Capitalist-supporting people any more harm.

Logline: Genius Visionary composer Richard Wagner is awakened in Purgatory a century and a half afterhis death
in the 1880s, his Mystical Enlightenment-inducing Music set to be forgotten forthe rest of recorded time unless he
can answer for charges of inciting WWII with his anti-Semitic writings, intense connection to the best/most intense
elements of German culture, his secret LGBT life and othertransgressions which were part of his unique Creative
Process.

Synopsis: After passing due to a heartattack in the 1880s, Richard Wagner remains asleep outside of a Medicine
Wheel in 2020 ‘Purgatory’, a light projecting/accepting circle of luminescent rocks which is a porthole to Heaven
(or Nirvana or Valhalla), Hell or anotherlifetime to work outkarma or fulfill furtherdharma Wagner’s-Spirit
inspired overtures have led pilgrims leaving their body to the Wheel, and to various Heavenly locations afterwards
asthey connect man/woman and Spirit if you listen to them deeply enough. Wagner’s assigned ‘Guide’ to the
afterlife is a First Nations Shaman comes by to wake him up, on schedule, getting a message on his cell phone. He
is also a Jew, assigned asa defense lawyer for Wagner’s upcoming trial. The accusation: He incited WWII
through his promotion of German Culture in the Arts, and anti-Semitic writings and,according to some critics,
operas. Ifheis convicted, Wagner will go to Hell, or worse, Jewish hell, which is having whatever Great Deeds
youdid in life forgotten forever, or discredited.

The trial takes place in a courtroom, where Wagner vehemently claims that his anti -Jewish sentiments and grudges
againstthose who happen to be Jewish was never intended to encourage persecution of Jews, butto convince Jews
to smarten up spiritually and discard their defective religion and cultish habits. Indeed, Wagner claims thathe
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seeks through his very expressive and hyperintense music to liberate humanity from ALL Mind -restricting and
Spirit-sedating religions. And thathe seeks to liberate women and men from loveless marriagesand ‘samo-samo’
normal ‘lifeless’ self-restricting lives, his justification for having affairs with married women when he was alive.
Ideologically, he believes in liberating the German people so thatthey canreach their full artistic and creative
potential, but not that they should conquerthe world, which was the Vision ofthe Democratic Socialist Revolution
of 1848 in which he participated,and asa result of such, had to go into exile in Switzerland for12 years. The
prosecuting attorney in the trial which now brings multiple charges against the very expressive, creative and
self-confident Wagner, is a straight laced Russian, who wantsto see Richard fry for being Hitler’s favorite composer
and theological idol, who invaded and nearly destroyed the Soviet Union. Said prosecutor is also a promoter of
modern conformist society, which despite its liberal fagade, wantsto keep the public happy, contented,
non-expressive, and security seeking, so thatpeople do notinitiate political, social or artistic revolutions. The
judge is none other than Richard’s first wife, Minna, who refused to join him when he dedicated himself to
participating in the 1848 Revolutions, and who encoura ged him to write ‘safe’ operasthatdon’t offend sensibilities
or challenge ‘normal’ society perspectives. She hasanaxeto grind against him for leaving the loveless marriage
and eventually tying the knot, legally, with Cosmina, his passionate,socially committed second wife. ~ Always
around, carrying out the orders of the court, when heis watched anyways,is a Stoner Slacker Metalhead Balif,
wearing a horned Viking helmet, carting around a spear. No one listens to the Bailiff, nor takes him seriously,
including Wagner.

Three things Richard hides, from the ‘jury’ of history, aswell as his own lawyer, are the real reasons for his
anti-Semitic writings, a gay affairwith his primary funderKing Ludwig, and his habit of havingbeen a secret cross
dresser, which he feels the most shameabout. Amongst the witnesses hammeringthe nails into Richard’s coffin,
with him being sent to hell and his music being made to be forgotten,is Adolf Hitler. He is accompanied by
Wagner’s grand-daughter, who visited Adolf while he was in jail and who praises her grandfather for writing music
thatinspired her and Adolf to found Nazism. Wagner statesthathenever approved of pre-Nazis in his lifetime and
his active distain for the Nazis who emerged 50 years afterhis death. Minna lays the final accusation against
Wagner---his being intense, differentand being obsessed with liberating humanity, which is happiestin comfortable
chains of ignorance and mediocrity.

During a critical recess, Richard is keptin a holding cell, where the lovably comedic Ba iliff shows him how various
people haveacquired his music and used it towards their own ends, including Buggs Bunny and Elmer Fudd.
Wagner doesn’t mind Flight of the Walkurie being converted into ‘Kill the Wabbit’ lyrics, and takesa liking to
Buggs, until he sees the cartoon male characterin drag, singing one of his arias with altered lyrics. The naive, kind
and hungry for real information, and respect, Bailiff brings up references in Wagner’s operasthatare claimed to be
anti-Semitic, which he discredits. But Wagner can’tdeny the writings about Jews which he did put into print.
Thinking that the Bailiff is not going to be listened to by anyone, Wagneradmits that his hatred of Jews is based in
snooty Jewish gatekeepersin the French Music world who ridiculed him in his early career for being intense but not
refined or ‘cool’. Also, Wagner relates thathe was born in a Jewish quarter,to a fatherwho abandoned him. But
Wagner hides his being gay and a cross dresser, despite the factthatthe seemingly brain dead Ba iliff reminds
Wagner that he should be who he is, not anyone else, advise the composer gave the Ba iliff when he was ‘down’ on
himself earlier during the conversation in the cell.

Back in the courtroom, the Prosecution in cahoots with the Judge blow up Richard’s infidelity in his first and second
marriage as character flaws which required persecution. They also bring in King Ludwig, who lovingly hugs
Richard, ashe was in love with the Visionaries music and the man. As to what to tell the court about it, the Balif
comesin as a female shield maiden, suggesting to Wagner thatit was a good and necessary thing for him to embrace
and express the female side of his soul so he could be an effective artist. Bringing up anotheraccusation of such is
one of Wagner’s most valued friends, a French novelist, poetess and singer, who does admit to helping Richard
order female clothing that would suit her well, during and afterthe time they had anaffair. Wagner finally ‘man’s
up’, admits to being a cross dresser and gay, asa necessary part of his Creative Process. He also discovers, and
expresses, his reason for promoting German Culture. He asserts thatin his time, the Fire and Intensity of the
Liberation promoting German Spirit was in danger of being extinguished by mediocrity-loving, ‘flowery’ cultures
aroundit. And thatthe Core ofall cultures must be preserved and expressed, somehow, including the First
Nations Culture (which Germans very much embraced and helped promote), Russian culture and even, aslong as it
doesn’t rule the others, Jewish cultures. The finaljudgmentis due to comein, butit doesn’t come from the judge.
The real ‘boss’ of the courtroom, and Purgatory, is the Bailiff. With a voice that s intelligent, colorfully expressive
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and kind, the cross-dressed Bailiff dismisses the two lawyers and the judge, informing Wagner that judgment from
‘above’hasbeen rendered to Richard. Becauseheis very Creative and dedicated, Wagner is not sentenced to hell
butto anotherlifetime on earth,as an artist whose work will innovate humanity, but only afterhe dies, because he
will be disliked by gatekeepers in a Jewish dominated entertainment industry.

Extended Logline: A very unhappily-married aging Socrates in Ancient Athens tries to maintain the loving and
mind-stimulating relationship with his old flame Aspasia,an extremely intelligent, artistic and compassionate
courtesan from another country who secretly influences but is never officially part of Athenian politics. Socratesis
nagged to death by his ignorant, crude, selfish and abusive wife while Aspasia deals with the ‘moralistically and
otherwise required’ abuse from Lysices a high level popularpolitician who ‘owns’ herasa Mistress. Tensions rise
and decisions have to be made when Lysices, whose life was saved by Socratesin the Peloponnesian War long ago,
seeks revenge on the Revolutionary philosopher in many ways,and forsecret reasons of which Socrates hasno
knowledge. Based on very real characters, events and sound speculation of what history could nothave recorded,
officially anyway.

Story:  The story begins during the Golden Age of Ancient Athens, which, behind the scenes is not so golden. An
aging Socratesis, by economic necessity, is a stone mason by day carving images of the gods to keep the masses
believing in them so that the priests and politicians retain power over them and to keep his unappreciative wife and

As always, Socrates prefers to speak truths
ratherthan writing them down, telling Aspasia, as his favorite scribe that ‘she hasbetterhand writing’, hiding yet
anothersecret from her. Socrates finds out about the beatings Aspasia is getting atthe handsof Lysices, but she
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insists thathe does not seek revenge as, suffering is sometimes necessary for Enlightenment. Reflecting on such in
his own life, Socrates finally consents to go home.

Awaiting Socrates athis very modesthomeis his younger wife Xanthippe who is beautiful on the outside (in part
because of the high society wardrobe she buysto show off) butugly on theinside. She yetagain takesthe
opportunity to tell Socratesthatheis a horrible philosopher because he doesn’t tell people what they want (vs. what
they need) to know, like the popularand money makingphilosophers in town, and thatheis a neglectful fatherto his
three sons, because he cares about enlightening the world ratherthan make his family rich and comfortable. She
does everything she can to goad the Pacifist old philosopher (who was a highly decorated warrior in his youth)into a
fight, but he refuses to defend himself or fight back,in partbecause he pities Xanthippe’s ignorance (ignorance
being, to Socrates, the only reason why people are cruel) and prematurely arthritic pain in her joints.

After allowing himself to be thrown out of the bedroom, and house, forthe night, Socrates goes off into the forested
hills for some peace and quiet, where Aspasia finds him. They indulge in intimate conversations, but hold back
from doing very much physically to express their love for each other. Still, when Lysices sees them, taking with
him the popularplaywright Aristophonies, he vows to get revenge on the lovers, most particularly Socrates, using
Aristophonies in his plan.

The nextday, Socrates is atit atthe town square, the only philosopher/teacherthere who wants to teach people
Truth and Virtue, and how to teach themselves, rather than money makinglies that make the speakerrich, famous
and popularand the listeners mindlessly ‘happy’. Socratesdoes haveone very appreciative listener though, a poor
peasantkid who thanks him by offering him halfa smallloafofbread. The old man,who is hungry, acceptsit,
with gratitude. Butupon eating it, he starts to lose control of his mind, tongue and emotions, em barrassing himself
in public. Watching on is an embarrassed Xanthippe and a very satisfied Lysices, who enlists Aristophonies in his
plot to discredit Socrates by telling the playwright (who hasalready satirized Socrates in his playsas a buffoon)that
even though artists may be the pride of Athens, they need funding from the rich and powerful to be heard,and if
they don’t obey their financialmasters, they arenot heardatall. Aftera drugged out Socrates startsa fight with the
other philosophers, he is taken away by soldiers at Lysices’ orders. Trying to get Socratesaway from imprisonment
is Aspasia, who encounters wounds while doing so.

Aspasia gets her wounds treated by a Doc who wantsnothing exceptthe reward ofhealing her body, mind and
spirit. She opens her heart to him, wanting to offerthe lonely old healer sexualaffection, but...Hippocrates passes
on the offer, asking her to continue doing the Right thing by Humanity. Partof thatinvolves figuring out who gave
Socrates the drugged bread, knowing fully well that it was notthe spoiled rich kid posing asa poor peasant,but
someone who paid him to do it.

Meanwhile, Socratesis in the jail, which also doubles as a loonie bin. A new experiment in Athens thatreplaces
execution of banishment forthose who disrupt the status quo, and mediocrity, which comes with ‘democracy’.
Socrates’ main friend in the clink is a deluded prisoner, but a kind one, who assists Socrates in empowering,
enlightening and (between the ears anyway) liberating the otherprisoners there. Visiting Socrates with an offer for
release is his wife Xanthrippe, but the terms of release, coming from “up high’ are thathe restrict his activities to
makingstatues that glorify the gods and the priests/politicians, and keep his mouth shut regarding trying to make the
populous question their leaders an themselves. He of course refuses, butis convinced to go with the dealwhen he

is told thatharm would happen to ‘his secret lover’ if he doesn’t tow the line.

To be sure that Aspasia doesn’t suffer any more atthe handsof Lysices and his cronies, Socrates makes statuesthat
glory him. Aspasia visits the now cleanly, respectfully clad ex-philosopher in his shop, demandingto know why he
hassold outto ‘the system’. In order to saveher from falling in love with him, and the wrath of Lysices, Socrates
tells Aspasia thathehas no feelings or her anymore,and thathe wished aboveall for her to go away,anywhere else,
if she hasthe courage to doso of course. Feeling hurt and dejected, and with her only true friend in Athens now
abandoningher, she leaves for places unknown.

Socrates, knowing that Aspasia is safely away from Lysices, and from himself, he finally does whatneeds doing.
When revealing the stature of Lysices to the citizenry, we see thathehas fashioned the popular, strong
politician/general asa weak, defective, buffoon, in public. Adding to the very insightful AND entertaining
commentary that we (and himself) all can become demons who are ruled by our ugly and lower emotions, reflecting
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on ‘conscience without caring’ regarding his own wife asa prelude to, without higher thinking, leading to beating
her senseless. Socrates is jailed, yet again, the charge being ‘corrupting the youth’.

After the trial, which Lysices highly influence, the verdict is guilty. When asked by Lysices to read the verdict and
reason for it, Socrates passeson it, saying that ‘the letters play tricks with his eyes’, finally revealing thathe isn’t
illiterate or feels so importantthathe lets others be his scribe, butthatheis dyslexic, a condition which would be
considered anotheraffliction of the weak or the insane. The punishment from the Council of course is that Socrates
hasto killed, by his own hand, by drinking hemlock. Such is something that Socratesacceptsatfate,butwhathe
doesn’t anticipate is a visit from Lysoces into his cell. As compassion is the ultimate result of advanced
intelligence, Socratestries to examineand healLysices’ troubled and angry mind. But asthe discourse thatis
enjoyed by Socrates but (comedically as well astragically) frustrates Lysices goes on, the truthis revealed, in part
due to Socrates’ bold and insightful questions. Lysices is pissed offatthe Old Philosopher for makinghis son
‘examined his own life’. Said son and decided that it was not worth living, said committed suicide. Socrateshasof
course no idea that the latter happened. Lysecis then reveals his ultimate plan when he tries to slit his own wrists.
The politician is preparedto end it all, blaming the ‘Pacifist Socrates’ forhis murder, thus discrediting everything
Socrates and Aspasia ever did, or professed.  Through intense wit and will, Socrates preventssuch from
happening, converting Lysices into someone who DOES look into himself and sees mistakeshe made,butalsoa
way toredeem them. But, the show mustgo onof course. Aftersaving Lysices from doing himself in, Socrates
drinks the hemlock asordered by the council that with a show of hands condemned him to death and which, he
predicts, will elect a statue in his honortwo weeks later. On the way out of the world he is so tired of trying to save
from itself, Socratesis visited by Aspasia. She informshim that,yes, she is dead,and thatshe loves him. And that
her death was not a suicide, butan accident while onher way to her home City State where she would start her own
Philosophy and Education program for men and women. Socrates and Aspasia prepare their nextincarnation,
hoping they will be together underbetter circumstances,and thatabove allthey don’t wind up being dysfunctional
husband and wife in even cruder, crueler and ignorantplaces, such assuburban 20t century New Jersey.

marooned from birth in a very small population and smallerminded Upstate New York town. Emma Lancaster,
former lover, comrade, mistress and friend to Lawrenz during her mostly golden and sometimes God awful stint in
graduate schoolbefore she dropped out to do something significant for the Cause of good in the often very bad
REAL world, working with shady people who she can’ttell even her best friends about. Lawrenz’s estranged yet
beloved daughter Lorena is kidnapped by human traffickers and is about to be permanently lost to the world, and to
herself, in the deepest, darkest placesthe internationalsex slave trade has produced. Such brings Lawrenz, Dan and
Emma togetherin a Mission to rescue Lorena aswell as all the Lorenas, asmany aspossible anyway.

NEANDERTHAL EINSTEINS

Novella. Philosophical serio-comedic prehistoric fantasy

Extended Logline:  Two underachievercavemen (brothers Grim and Dral) who are atthe bottom of every social
ladder in their band yetagain get lost in the woods and ‘accidently’ run into a time traveler/ET, Promethius, who is
working with and sometimesagainst his formerlover and fellow explorer, the soon to be goddess Athena. Against
orders from his boss to help the strongest and cleverest Neanderthals first, Zeus, Promethius gives Dral the ability to
be a scientific/medical genius and converts Grim into a super-talented writer/musician/comic so they canadvance
the fledgling earthling humanoids to evolve into higher and hopefully better beings than on Promethius’ home
planet, which is destroying itself andis in need of people with more heartthan brains. But the seeds of
Enlightenment don’t grow as expected, causing a multitude of problems and comedic dilemmas for ‘mortals’ and
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‘gods’ alike, which haveto be resolved if ALL humanoid life in the universe is to continue to survive.

STORY: Grim and Dral are underachiever, more heart than brains Neanderthaltwin brothers cavemen who are at
the bottom of every social ladderin their band of hunter gatherers that just emerged from the caves. They arestill
alive because their father, Prim, is still a revered, clever and strong leader who made a promise to their departed
motherto look afterher beloved yetkind loser offspring. The homely, small framed and physically weak Grim and
Dral are constantly ridiculed by Thel, the coolest, strongest and most handsome man in the tribe, and yearn forthe
hand of two sisters, Rihi and Lilila, who completely outclass them in social rank and physicalbeauty. One day
while gathering berries, which they hope will get the two young women they have crushes on to say ‘thank you’
instead of ‘go away little worm’, Grim and Dral get lost in the woods on the outskirts of the band’sterritory. Perhaps
because they have no sense of direction. Or because Thel hassent them out there while the camp is moving to
places. Something he didn’t tell the loser brothers about, despite the fact thathe wasreluctangly ordered to do so by
the loser lads’ miraculously still alive (atthe ripe old age of 34) father, who is still the chief of the band, breathing
air into his nostrils and fire out of his mouth.

Grim and Dral run into a strange and kindly man with no hair on his face, or back,riding a big dog, which he calls a
horse, who brings them back to a campground where there is a hot and light-emitting ‘entity’ in the middle, which
the time traveler saysis fire. Which can keep you warm, cook food so it doesn’t make you sick or die early due to
dysentery, aswell as scareaway wild creatures from the woods who wantto eatyou. Rewarding the brothers for
their kindness, courage and curiosity, the time traveler, who miraculously understands Grim and Dral’s language,
teaches (with his voice aswell as implants he puts into the back of their heads that stimulate brain circuits to grow,
on their own terms) the brothers about otherthings aswell, such as the wheel, writing, reading, and medicine. And
the arts, including sounds which are called music and inspiring tales which are called comedies or dramas. A crow
arrives, seeking to feast on the time traveler’s liver, but is yelled away in a language Grim and Dral do not
understand. The usually calm and collected time traveler looks up to a flash in one area of of the sky in fear,and
anotherwith defiance. Promethius, ashe finally introduces himself by name, gives Grim and Dral two horses, and
a sled loaded with goodies thatintroduce technology and the artsto their band, dubbingnormally left brained (and
handed) Grim to be the innovatorof artist, and right brained (and handed)to be the first scientist. But he warns
them thatbeing smarter than the people you serve with thatadvanced intelligence is a curse and the blessing. And
thatto survive, they haveto ALWAYS keep the people they serve dependent on the technology they provide, or
entertained,ideally and eventually both. The soonto become geniuses of course have no idea about what
Promethius is saying, unaware of whata curse or blessing really is.

Back home, Grim and Dral, arriving on horseback, make a big splash into the social network of their home band.
Grim easily turns Thel’s crude put down humorback onthe bully in a clever and humanistic way and charmsthe ‘so
farabove him’ Lilala with music he has composed on the spot with heart moving lyrics. Dral is able to cure thells
of'the sick, and move things from A to B easily with the wheel, aswell as the axel, the latter something thathe
actually did come up with himself, and instantly wins the affection of Rihi. Butstealing Rihi and Lilila from cool
to be cruel and clever Thel isn’t the thing the lads feel best about.

Their father, Prim, is finally proud of them. Dral gives Prim a powder thatsaveshim from the ‘shit outblood then
breath out the contents of your chest’ disease which is the most common cause of death in the band. Grim creates
music and jokes that enable the old man, who defiantly maintainshis ‘throne’, to dance and laugh.

Innovation in the arts and sciences enables the band to not only survive, but thrive. And be something thatmost
membersnever experienced..to be comfortable. With houses rather than furcovered huts, and water coming out of
the ground into those houses, where singing, dancing and laughing replaces grunting, enjoyed by bellies filled with
food that keepsthe body going and pleases the palate. Grim and Dral do their best to teach others how to do the
arts and sciences, but they soon discover that they are geniuses who are farsmarterand wiser than their students,
fellow citizens, patientsand trophy wives will ever be. They become masochistic workaholics who are obsessed
with being better at whatthey are, ignoring the needs and wants of their status seeking, anti-intellectual wives (who
see to it that the superstarsin the band do not have families with any other women). Said wives also eventually will
convince their children thattheir overworked in the service of Primtonian and future generations fathers care about
the world more than their own families .
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Grim becomes a very intuitive and some say head alwaysin the clouds artist, actively non-linear in everything,
Absorbed in the emotionally moving and humorevoking songs, storrires, jokes and he writes, he becomesa pop star
who soon does notcare aboutapplause. He also composes symphonies with instruments he now builds on his own,
while losing connection with ‘meatand potatoes’ reality ashe keeps the masses (the native members of the band and
those who join it, aswell asare taken into slavery by it) entertained. Dral becomes a serious scientist, who perhaps
understands the mechanism of laughterand joy, but experiences none of it himself, while he mechanically but
effectively gives the public whatit needs technologically. His ability to suspend disbelief and appreciate art,even
though it is created by his beloved brother, disappearsashe becomesa mastermedicalbiologist who studies life but
is dead,boring and lifeless inside.

Promethius is not alone in this mission to advance the primates on earth to become thinking and less haired
humanoids, so that, presumably, it can be a colony for members of his own planet to settle into as they have
destroyed their own planet. And they are at war with a sister ‘more head than heart’ planetin anotherarea ofthe
galaxy. Athena,his co-explorer, seeks to please her father/boss, Zeus, and, like him, doesn’t want the earthling
humansto get too smarttoo fast,asthe ‘more feeling than thinking’ earthlings could create more problems for ALL
humanoidsin the galaxy. Acting on her father’s behalf,and quotinghis orders, the most beautifuldaughter of the
most powerful man on her endangered home planet condemns Promethius for not choosing the smartest, cleverest
and coolest of the Neanderthals asthe recipients of advanced technologicaland artistic insight. Promethius asserts
thatthe most effective and eventually beneficial-to-humanity geniusis one who thinks heis a moron,and keeps
over-creating, thinking that somewhere else there is a whole lot of people who are more creative. The beautifuland
cunning Athena dares her current co-explorer and former lover, Promethius, to prove it.

Using whatever shape shifter skills he has, which are farinferior to Athena’s (who is able to maintain herbeauty and
youth with interplanetary travelfarbetter than Promethius can), Promethius adopts the body of a strong, intelligent
and beautiful Huntress. He wandersinto a festivalin Primtonia, honoring the greatest innovations in thatnow
expanded settlement. Though in a female body, Promethius looks somewhat familiarto Grim and Dral, but
thankfully not enough for them to recognize him. As the Huntress, Promethius winds up, unintensionally,
becoming the dream woman that genius Grim and Dral seek to be with atall costs. While publically
acknowledging Grim and Dral’s accomplishments with respect, which they really DID do on their own (as the
implantsin their brains have stopped working) Huntress Promethius informs the congregation, with respect for how
farthey have come, thatin her settlement, they have bettereverything. From food,to music, to housing to stories,
to jokes, to medicine, to life span, which enableseveryoneto live past60. Thel and his goons, still thankfully under
the command of Prim, seek tokill the intruding ‘witch’. But she stares them down, leaving with asmuch grace, and
respect, heading into the dark woods to her ‘always better than Primtonia’ settlement.

But instead of being depressed and giving up, as Athena planned, Grim and Dral become better at what they do
because they work harderatbeing better than the Huntress’s settlement, to be worthy of being with her as just one of
their motivations. While not performing miracles in their own fields in Primtonia, Grim and Dral secretly try to
retrace the steps of the Huntress when she left. It leadsto a circle of rocks with a special an energy to it, that they
are unable to define, no matterhow farthey dig into the middle of the ‘medicine wheel’. Dral sensing something
unique about the place with his feet, Grim ‘feels’ it with his imagination-inspired ‘third eye’. Each trip to thatspot
leads to a possible other direction from the medicine wheel to explore in the attempt to find the Huntress’ earthly
home. On each intuitively inspired attemptto venture in each direction from the wheel where the footprints stop,
they are rewarded with by finding “’junk’ from the Huntress settlement. Such incude busted musical instruments to
building tools with broken gears in them. Grim and Dral both take those home, makingthem better and bigger than
anythingthey imagine is for real in the Paradise the Huntress came from, and most assuredly still is in. Hoping that
someday some how forthem to become worthy of her and her people.

But even Grim and Dral’s successful attemptsto advance their ‘number two’ settlement into something betterthan
any ‘numberone’ paradise which they never find can’tstop thehand of Mother Nature. At theripe and unheard
ofold age of42, Prim finally dies. A hole is left in the political structure of Primtonia, which Thel is eager to fill
with something called democracy. Which, if ruled by a more clever than caring cool, cunning and handsome
asshole like himself, will turn into a dictatorship. Something thatcan easily happen in a settlement where the gap
between the very comfortable and the not-so-comfortable is growing, and money hasfound its way into the mix
ratherthan barter. Along with advanced weaponry from the planet fighting against Promethius’ which finds its way
into the hands of the least intelligent and compassionate Primtonians, including Thel. But, so far, to a limited extent.
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Enter into the mix, someone else. Athena finally sees her chance to destroy Promethius’ experiment,and go back
home to her father Zeus, whose orders to not make the earthlings too smart, she hasto obey. While Grim and Dral
are most vulnerable, at the bedside of their now dead father, Athena enters the camp,then the departed king’s house,
asa beautiful woman in a purple (a color no one hasbeen ableto create yet in Primtonia forclothing or art) royal
robe, with an upturned nose, actively disrespecting every one of Grim and Dral’s accomplishments. She is a
masterful critic who is farbetter at making fun of whatthey have do, comparingit to her great town of course, in a
colorful and disrespectful manner. She gains instant popularity as someone who is affliated with very important
and talented people elsewhere who are too cool to sweat, and to whom success is effortless. Grim and Dralare
aboutto become the laughing stock and a majordisappointment to their own people, on their way to banishment or
worse. Butsomehow, they find a way to attack Athena. Working together like in the ‘old days’ when they were
young village idiots with a third brain behind them, the brothers openly admit that they are ‘out of the loop’
individualists working and struggling on their own with what they have, creating whatthey can. Which, they
sarcastically say is no doubtnotas valuable asbeing a spectator, a nothing, a no talent do-nothing, who is affiliated
with people who actually do something. The dig, derived from the brother’s shared inner intuition, and inner
experience as hard working losers who keep trying to be winners, hits Athena hard. She breaksdown, runs into the
woods, ashamed and demoted by all to being a loser.

Meanwhile, things escalate with an expensive and deadly war between Promethius’ planetand the other advanced
one with humanoid life which it invaded to steal raw materials they had depleted on their own overpopulated planet,
ratherthan takingthe smart and compassionate route of buying them, even atretail prices. As well, Promethius’
own body condition is deteriorating, an unexpected result of interplanetary traveldiseases, atthe hands of bugs that
one cansee, and can’tsee. He is now growing ten yearsolder, uglier, painfuland weaker forevery year on earth.
Something that perhapscan be cured by genius doctorDral, or a quick trip back home to his own planet, assuming it
hasn’tbeen blown up yet, which is still possible with the transmitter device that Athena has stolen from him, and
showed offin Primtonia. But Athena’sbiological condition is farworse. Courtesy of travel sickness, earthly
diseases and being mauled by a wild animalwhich also did severe damage to the multi-function transmitterdevice,
which Promethius used to make Grim and Dral smarterthan their naturalbiology allowed.

Dral takes yet anothersolo expedition into the woods, to ‘magic’ mountain, which contains botanicalmedicines that
can do miracles, with a side trip to perhaps find the Huntress’ settlement where they have been refined, or replaced
by something even more powerful. While taking a break to water his horse, looking at his reflection in the lake as
the first bald caveman, he reflects on a kind and at the right moment humorevoking remark from his still well
follicled brother Grim, that ‘no grass grows on busy streets’. But his self reflection is interrupted by an old woman
from the woods, clad in puss and blood covered rags which are caked to a body thatis deteriorating so much that it

is perhapskinder to drowned her in the water. He finally recognizes her (Athena) as the First Critic to appearin
Primtonia. Yet, he offersto help stitch up her wounds and restore her to as much health ashe humanly can, which

is not much. To help him do so, Athena uses the multi-functionaltransmitter (which was broken by the wild animal
thatattacked heron her way to theleaving areas) which she stole from Promethius. When working, the devise has
the ability to transporther homeaswell asescalate human intelligence. As Dral is a farbetter mechanicalscientist
than she ever was or will be, she begs Dral to repair it, so he canrepair her. Somehow, Dral figures out how to
make the devise functional, notknowing what it does. While Dral gets back to doing whathe can using his mortal
powers to cure Athena’smedicalills, she zapshis head with forbidden brain growing elixor, then uses it on her own
flesh for biological purposes. The combination of Dral’s rapidly rising scientific genius in the logical side of his
brain (but not the artistic left one) enables him to put together her rapidly aging tissue on the inside and outside.
Such brings Athena notonly back to being ambulatory, butinto a young, vibrant and beautiful woman who fucks off
into the woods. Before Dral can find her to ask whatis going on, his brother Grim rides in, alerting his brother to
an emergency back in Promtonia thatneeds his attention, immediately.

A plague is aboutto decimate the now over-populated settlement of Primtonia. Itis a deadly flesh and gut eating
disease which Dral, with his now super super super medical powers, is able to stop dead in its tracks. The nextday,
he figures out the cause of the disease, and devises a better way to bring water into the town and how to store it.
More miracles are produced by Dral each day, makingthe town into a city where there are more comfortsthan
necessities. Some have significantly more comfortsthan others. Butas technology escalatesin service of people’s
wants, all of the people become fat. And lazy in body, mind and spirit, something that Dral doesn’t seem to
concerned with, ashe is constantly thinking that more technological advancements are what the people need.
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Meanwhile, appreciation forart, which thatchallenges the mind and inspire the spirit are discouraged, as it makes
the upperups, and those on the bottom ‘uncomfortable’. And offends people who areafraid to look ator improve
themselves.

Grim’s most innovative works of art in story, song and music are shunned, then actively discouraged, then he is
marginalized. He becomesunimportant. And useless. Particularly to his wife, Liliala, who is now only
moderately comfortable. She praysto the gods that Grim fadesaway into one of the worlds of his imagination,and
that Dral’s wife, her thus-farbeloved sister, Rihi, dies as well, so she can marry up to someone who is important in
Primtonia. Lilila’s chronic bashing of Grim convincesall of her children that their artsy fatrsy fathercares more
about the world, and future generations than his own family. But his son thinks and feels otherwise, standing up to
his mother.

But before loving-in-lower-earthling-way motherand upstartson can startany kind of discussion, or argument, the
wind blows a giant hole into their house, followed by an earthqauake,then a wave oflocuses. MotherNature or
perhapsthe ‘angry flying ghosts above the clouds’ see to it thatjustas winter is coming on, the technical
advancements in Promtonia are destroyed, along with all of the wonder crops Dral had developed, in a valley which
had been deforested and is now void of any wild game to serve an overpopulated community nowatthe mercy of
the elements. From which no one canescape,asnew mountainshave emerged thatblock escape from the valley
unless you can develop wings, which Dral can theoretically design, but knows he can’t build.

But, the ever confident (and now arrogant) ‘nature never gives you a problem thatscience can’tsolve’) does havea
solution. The sun is still around, and plantsneed air and sunlight. He postulatesbuilding a photosynthesis
machine, literally creating life. Something thatonlya god-scientist can do, and which the ET gods were forbidden
to do. Somehow, Dral is able to create food from air and sunlight. And with some make shift mechanics,enables
the people to live in huts, but with necessities ratherthan comforts.

Problems arise quickly aswinter comes earlier than expected. Turmoil between the havesand havenotsemerge,
creating strife. Which is quenched by Thel, the new ruler, armed with weapons Grim and Dral do notrecoginize.
As for artificially made photosynthesis machine food that Dralprovided, it gives people what they need biologically
butnot whatthey want. Itis completely flavorless.. And to eat grass with the enzyme Dral developed that could
enable them to convert it into muscle massis not something the people want, aswild growing grass is equally
flavorless. And, the people haveto take a shit on toilets that are not heated like they had been before the ‘natural’
disasters. The fables, songs and music Grim comesup to ease the people’s fearsand inspire them to intelligence
based courage are too innovative for them, causing them to hate and fearit.

After being marginalized by the remaining population of Primtonia, and divorced by their wives (who arenot arm
candy forthe new ruler, Thel) Grim and Dral find themselves pulled out of their isolated huts where they are still
trying to create miracles, and puton trial. It is officiated overby King Thel, who the brothers sense have been
given advanced intelligence in the skill of being cunning, charming and manipulative by some ‘other visitors’,
something they of course dare not voice asit will putthem on the burning stake even faster. Lilila makes fun of
once star-comic Grim using words that Grim doesnot understand but the other Primtonians seem to know, evoking
vicious mocking which everyone in the settlement joins in. Except for Grim’s usually estranged son, and a few
others who hide their faces and slither away. Queen on Thel’s right side, Rihi, infers, again in words thather
ex-husband Dral doesn’t recognize, that Dral is a demon who brings demonic things to the people, the mark of the
demon being the first Neanderthalto develop male pattern baldness. Boos comein along with the ridicules from
everyone except Grim’s son and a few others who turn their head, perhaps Dral’s ‘we don’t know you’ apprentices,
orperhapsnot. Meanwhile, Dral’s lab and Grim’s music room/library are destroyed by the angry, fearfuland
condescending people who they tried so hard to serve, but now fail to please. An offense which of course requires
the worst punishment imaginable.

With the help of the third soul between them, resurrected when Dral becomes more artistic and Grim uses the
scientific partof his brain, they devise a plan. Seeing that their beloved horses are aboutto become meat forthe
hungry mob, the usually truth-and-nothing-but-the-technical-truth Dral grabs hold of his horse, claiming with artistic
flare thatthe meat of those animalsis cursed, just as the meat ofhis own flesh and the smell of the flamesburning
them cause the most vicious diseases of body, mind and spirit. Grim explains in a scientific way, the mechanisms
ofhow such would happen. They get on the ‘accursed’ animalsandride out of camp, promising to never come
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back andto accept the worse punishmentany ‘normal’ Primtonian could image. Living and dying alone.

Grim and Dral run into an even more biologically challenged and rapidly aged Promethius in his campground,
without Athena, who he sentback home using whateverporthole was still creatable with the transmitter she stole
from him. Something he feels relief athaving done, and regret, ashe still has feelings for her. Promethius knows
firsthand that Grim and Dral have evolved into a subspecies of humanoidsasadvanced,and in ways that matter,
maybe more advanced than hisown. The brothers most certainly figured outthatit was he who was the Huntress
they sought after. Butthey don’tknow the full story about where Promethius came from and why he came, but
mostprobably they do. Grim and Dral also know thatthey don’t fit in on planet earth anymore, and seek to know
what their place and purpose are as beings who are now way smarter ratherthan way dumber(and happier) than
the average human. Promethius assures them,in ‘code’ thathe dare notsay in clear words in the event thatthe
crow watching him will report it to Zeus et al, thatthey are needed elsewhere, to where his beloved horses thathe
gave them can take them, through the mountainsand away from the valley. And thatthe seeds the planted with
those they taught, inspired and served, will carry on the Mission.

Promethius sees a beam of light flashing down from the sky, assuming, or hoping anyway, that histwo Comrades
didn’t. While hobbling back to the pick-up point, and hopefully medicalrepair shop above, with the last of his
biological energy, he asksthe Grim and Dral to come up with one more miracle. Something that will keep his liver
functioning well, and discourage any black birds from wanting to eatit (Forehadowing the punishment Zues
eventually did give him, to be tied to the ground and have his liver eaten by crows by day,and havingit grow back
each night).

COLORADO COMRADE
Screenplay,novel. Drama-Comedy,socialsatire

Extended logline: An Asian Indian idealistic-Socialist-stoner cowboy in Depression Era 1930s Colorado tricks
the rich fatcatsinto giving up their wealth and power, then finds himself being the leader of a People’s
Revolution/Paradise that creates unexpected problems with his Native American girlfriend, his fellow hard working
town folk, and his own conscience when the ‘above all do no harm’ revolution requires him to do things he never
intended to preserve the Cause of Enlightenment, Compassion and Democratic Equality.

Story:
The story begins with 30 yearold KumarPatel, Sikh Asian Indian who traded his turban in for a weather beaten
Stetson, asa hand to mouth cowboy driving cattle for friend, mentorand seasoned (but nearly broke now, due to
cattle prices going down with the 1930°s Dust Bowl) rancher Sam Longmore. Kumar moves cattle and works with
people by using reason,compassion and tolerant Spiritual understanding, unlike Sam’s other hired hands. They
include functionally illiterate racist redneck Jake Hanson and ‘slow in the head, go along with whateverJakeand
Sam tell him whattodo’ Buddy Emerson. As the cattle go from lush pastures in the high country into town, we see
thatthe town of Blue River hasmore of a division between rich and poorthan ever, with widespread re -possession
ofhomes , farmsand ranches by vicious Capitalist bankerI. B. William Morgan and his fellow local mogul (and
sometime competitor) F. Simon Richter. The latter is engaged to a Mellissa Bullock, rich beautiful power bitch who
is also trying to claw her way into being richer than even the men who use heras arm candy. Enforcing Morgan’s
mandatesto keep the ‘lazy and weak’local poor, colored and Native Indian folk oppressed economically, politically
and pyschologically is Sheriff, now Colonel in the National Guard, Bill Johnston.

On the bottom of the economic totem pole are of course Jake, Buddy, Kumarand, very soon, Sam. Unlike headin
the ideal people’s revolutionary clouds and stoned on weed more than he should be Kumar, Sam believes that God
requires those rich in Vision, Compassion and Morality to be poor in pocket,and thatto serve God, youhaveto
render unto Caesarthat which is Caesar’s.. And thatthe massive poverty in the depression will soon get back to
functional ‘normal’ with less ofa division between rich and poor, butin ‘The Lord’s’ time. He hatesthe Socialist
and ‘goddless’ Communist movements to forcibly obtain rights for the common working man, buthis patience with
the mega-rich taking more and more is wearing thin. Yet there are many othercommon folk in Blue River who are
actively trying to oppose Morgan and his Capitalist cronies.

Doc Kyle Wilson doeswhat he can forno fees for the poor who fall sick (Elsa Steiner, frail bodied but brilliant
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minded 11 yearold girl, e.g.) and labor union organizing workers who incur ‘accidents’ while employed for
pathetically low wages in Morgan’s coal mines so their families don’tstarve to death (Edgar DuBois). But Wilson
canonly do so behind Morgan’s back,as Morgan fundsthe town hospital, and does whatever he hasto insure that
Wilson only take care of the rich and powerful, who deserve treatment, by both threateningto repossess Wilson’s
clinic, as well asinvites the horrible atbusiness but fantastic athealing Doc to join the comfortable rich and
powerful caste.

Of special interest, politically and romantically, to Kumaris soup line server Leona Tootoosis, 30 yearold super hot
looking Lakota woman who likes, and loves, but does not yet respect Kumar because he hasn’t matured into the
militant radicalshe is seeking asa mate. Unlike historical-philosophical self taught scholar Kumar, Leona is super
smartin science (the reason why she left the university), intensely resentful (rather than tolerant) of racist Whites,
vehemently against smoking weed, and excessively aggressive to anyone who says offensive racists and sexist
remarks by intent, or without knowing they are offensive. ~ With her on the soup line is Father Ignatius Smith, a
free thinking interfaith Catholic Priest who still believes in peaceful,and courteous, meansto fight the inequality of
wealth and power thatis escalatingby the day. But his faith in ‘the Lord will provide’ is waning. Particularly
when the People’s Labor Union office and the non-profit newspaperit runs is closed by law, so that Morgan can
convert Blue River into a New Roman Empire. Morgan seeks to form alliances other, and of course male, rich
moguls from other regions of the state,namely, H.U. Younger, F.U. Ranselhoff and K. Horatio McDonald.

Kumar’s quest to find out how to bring down the rich while doing no harm to anyone else is answered in a dream he
has,afterreading a book aboutthe Fall of the Roman Empire (while smoking his ‘special brand of sweetgrass’) to
his disinterested horse on the way to his shack in the hills. He gets lost on route due to openrange available to those
who still DO have cattle being taken overby Morgan and his associates.In the presumably ‘past lifetime’ dream,
Kumarrecalls thathe was a brilliant scientist-physician Greek architect taken into slavery in Ancient Rome by rich
(and competing with each other for power and prestige) Senators Morganius and Richterian. The latter two fatcats
in expensive designer togastoo small for their overweight bodies each seek the favorofthe very disinterested (in
them, but not Kumaris) Melissa Bullockia. Kumar is about to be put to work doing mindless labour with his fellow
captors, played by common folk in Blue River, including of course Leona, but is suddenly offered the chance to
have a higher position, butstill a slave, as someone who can design a system to bring pure water from the mountains
down to the homes of the rich, and only therich, asthey deserve such. Leona sneaksto Kumar theidea thathe
should accept the offer, and make the aquaduct from lead, which would leak into the watersupply of the rich, thus
makingthem weak, stupid, anxious and despondent so that they make dumb business decisions and therefore lose
their political power, causing the fall of the Empire.

Kumaris woken up by a weed-condemning Leona, in real world Colorado, and discovers he is in a high plains
pasture which hasrecently been opened up for mining with preliminary blasts into the rocks, the property owned
now by Morgan et al. Kumar speculatesthat perhapshe was the architect who history didn’t record who brought
down the Roman Empire. The how to do it now is provided by the exposed rocks in front of him, and the cows that
have become behaviorally off and sick, some dying, due to something shiny in therocks. Leona,with a Geiger
counter she stole from the university, informs him thatit is exposed uranium, which found its way into the water and
plants, and berries on thathill. Kumarnotesthatonly themale cattlehave behaviorand mentalchanges,notthe
females. He gets anidea---Somehow get the right doses of uranium into Morgan and the other male tycoons so that
they become depressed, stupid and fearful, and thus will lose hold of their money and power. The money and
power would then be diverted to the general population of the Blue River town, and county, legally, afterconning
the rich into signing over most, or perhapsall, of their money to the poor. Thus creating a Utopian Paradise where
each gives according to their abilities and takes according to their needs.

The planis presented ata backwater,illegal, meeting of the Blue River Workers’ Rights Union, proposed by Kumar
on the podium , and from the side, an often-correcting-‘Comrade Director’-from-the-sidelines, Leona (who still
senses that the People’s Revolution to include Whites, Blacks and Yellow skinned people will notbring in freer
thinking and more humorloving Redskinned First Nations people). The planis to build a gentleman’s power
meeting lodge for rich and powerful MEN, where selective doses of Uranium selected by chef Leona will be snuck
into the food, monitored by Geiger counter, the fatcattycoon lab ratsassessed medically by, disguised as a head
bowing brown skinned waitress, Doc Wilson. As for getting the money to build the facility, and handsomely pay
those who constructand maintain it, Kumarand Leona have already gotten permission and funding from Morgan
himself, havingconned the power hungry and ass-grabbing ‘All American family man’that the berries they found
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on the site (where the Uranium is) have ingredients that make one powerful, smart and desirable to any woman at
any price. Everyone goes alongwith it, except for Sam, who says thatit is deceptive, dangerous and, most
importantly, immoral, as (according to Jesus) ‘one must render unto Caesarthat which is Caesars’. He gets up to
leave, inviting right wing, anti-Commie All American semi-literate Jake to leave with him. But surprisingly Jake
decides to join the group, seemingly curious about what would happen butalso, perhaps,looking to becomerich
himself by tricking his fellow Socialist Comrades. Strong willed Jake convinces dim witted Buddy to join him.

Kumarand Leona supervise the building of the power meeting lodge where Morgan and the richest men in the state
(Ransellhoff, et al) come for a one week conference asto how to make themselves even richer and more powerful.
They are exposed to just enough uranium to turn them from confident, clever and competition loving moguls into
terrified, wimpy, confused, stupid, and gullible idiots who sign away their fortunes, and the town of Blue Water, to
new now well dressed ‘apprentice for the rich” Kumarand his ‘secretary’, Leona. The only power woman in
attendance is, without Leona knowing it, Melliss. She sees thatthe men she used to climb up the ladder with are
soon to be dumbshit paupers, she tries to come onto Kumar, something which Leona does her best to fight butcan’t
do so too obviously. True to Leona’s calculationsregarding the dose of Uranium given to the diners, Melissa’s
mentalcapacity and wit are fine, but she develops a limp that makes herless than attractive to Kumar, for now.

Against the claim of Sam that if the poor becomerich, they will be even more oppressive than their former
‘masters’, Kumar and Leona distribute wealth pilfered from Morgan et al very effectively, andtoall races. Blue
Water becomesa paradise for hard working, honest people, and spreadsthe ‘each gives according to their ability and
takesaccording to their needs’ credo to other towns, and states. Morgan and the men of former power are being
taken care of very well asmentalpatientsin hospital, to be released and told the truth aboutwhathappenedatan
in-determined date. Melissa, who had spit on commonermen and women like they were dirt, is now a laundress.
Former Sheriff Johnston objects vehemently to the new ‘win win all around’ Order, butbecause he is bad atbeing
clever, andis abouttorock the boatthatis already sailing, the racist goon who served Morgan and his Capitalist
White Male moguls hasbeen demoted from Colonel in the Guard to Captain. He is rudely commanded by a First
Nations Major(who he spit on before) to leave Blue Water with the rest of the troops who arenot needed there
anymore to keep Blacks, Indigent Natives, Irish, Okie migrant workers et al from entering the state or to do
Morgan’s bidding.

The Democratic Socialist movement in the economically insiginificant Wild West awakens sleeping Giants in the
Urban East. Donald Wentworth, boss of many bosses, including Morgan, in the still ruled by rich New York City,
hires a special consultantto contain the social same-wealth-for-all experiment Kumar set into motion. Itis none
other than Sam, who hasjoined therich Capitalists, not because he likes them, but because he feels that God
requires that some economic hardships are required for people to be spiritually sound. And thattherich will,
eventually, take care of the poor, without being tricked or forced into doing so. For different reasons, Wentworth
and Sam are terrified ofthe Bolshevik Revolution in the Soviet Union will spreadto America, both havingserved in
the International Expeditionary Force after WWI that failed in its attempt to defeat the Reds but which did establish
a blockade around Russia.

Under Wentworth’s clandestine direction, now Major Sam with his new commandingofficer, Colonel Daniels, set
up a blockade around Blue River. Such hinders imports to and exports from the now economically blossoming town
with troops, as well asofficial signs and news paperarticles warning incoming folk thatthereis a plague in town.
Goods can’t go out for sale, and pre-purchased goods from elsewhere (very much including medicine, booksand
paper/ink to print the Blue River newspapers) are replaced with junk, or disallowed entry. And those who have
ventured out to spread the good word aboutthe experiment, or bring in goods to support it, come back in bad shape.
Such include DuBois, who was tarred, feathered, and nearly beaten to death in nearby town. Butsuch only unifies
the citizenry of Blue River, which now encompasses some of the First Nations populationsin nearby areasand
others who are determined to not only be self reliant. Intheir own now independent country. Which invites other
towns to join them.

Kumarorganizes a detachment of citizens to teardown the blockade fences,as well asto remove and remake the
‘no trespassing signs’ the US government now hasput up around thetown. Eachsign artist is guarded by a citizen
with a weapon which, hopefully, no onewill havetouse. Theyconvert the government ‘no entry’ notices into
welcoming signs for all with expansive minds and open hearts, expressed with real sentiment as well as irreverent
and playfulhumor. Such takesplacein the view of US Army troops armed with artillery. Amongst the citizenry
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taking down the no entry signs and makingnew ones, is literary genius and illustrator in the making 11 yearold
Elsa, defying her mother, under the personalprotection of Kumarnow. And Chief Russell, Leona’s super armed
old flame from the Rez who hasthe charisma of a Revolutionary Warrior and the humorous wit of a popularradio
comedian,none of which Kumar possess, and which Leona both needsand deserves. Particularly from someone
who is one of her own people. Making things worse, Sam is the co-commanderof'the troops.

Having completed her signs, Elsa pulls outa sling shot, determined to join the brigade as a fighter. Kumarorders,
or rather diplomatically and poetically requests, her to put that weapon down,and to use a pen instead. To run to
safe position and record whatis donetoday,and whatshould be donetomorrow. Kumargives her a pen to do it.
Leona rushes over, tries to yell that message into her, very non-diplomatically, and with non intended insulting
remarksto her character. Elsa attacks Leona with thepen. Kumaris unableto break the fight up with more words
and gestures, but fails miserably. Russell comesto the rescue with his mouth,and words in German. He reminds
Elsa about the obligation she has to her great granddad, a Free Thinker German who had to flee the 1848 revolutions
in Europe afterthe good guys lost them,and who continued the fight against slavery and oppression in the US
during the Civil Warand afterwards. It convincesElsa to ride to the back lines to live longer and be spokesperson
for the people who may get killed. The way Russell and Leona look ateach other, the painin Leona’s belly and her
intermittent vomiting convinces Kumarthathis battle to win Leona’s heartis a lost cause.

But fornow, Kumar needs to disable the troops and break the blockade without causing any harm to anyone, even
the troopsthemselves. And especially notto the detail of chain gang prisoners building the fence and hauling out
heavy artillery, being whipped by a forman,. One of the prisoners is none otherthan Johnston. Stepping up to the
plate, perhapsto show offto Leona, or perhapsto prove to himself that he is worthy of being the grandson ofa Sihk
who fought nobly against the British in India, Kumar sets the battlein motion. He instructs the citizenry to give
him cover and convinces them thatthe bullets and arrows they fire should destroy equipment, not human flesh. With
flair, cunning and a a whole lot of luck, Kumardisables and takesthe place of the Foreman, masterfully freeing the
prisoners, justin time for the bullets and arrows to fly from the citizenry. Some of the prisoners run back to the
Army troops. ,Some freeze in position, catatonic. Some join their new leader, Johnston,and join the Red and White
skinned citizenry below. The Army troops are terrified of the selective destruction of building equipment and ammo,
aswell asgunfire. Most flee. Some freeze, catatonic. Sam stands his ground, trying to inspire the troops to remain.
Daniels calls for a retreat, Sam underorders, concedesand joins him.

The glory of ‘Comrade General’ Kumar’s victory with no casualties on either side is short lived. After the soldiers
retreat and the blockade fence is destroyed, Leona, pregnant with Russell’s child, decides to go back to the Rez, for
now, with him and the other warriors, leaving the White skinned revolutionaries to fight their own battles, for now.
But Kumaracceptsthe wisdom ofthat decision, asthere is anothergirl in his life now. Eleven year old Elsa writes a
brilliant set of articles that get distributed in all of the majornewspapersin the US. Such relate the humanity of the
Blue River Social Economic experiment, the innovation of the townsfolk being self sufficient even with limited
supplies coming in. Townspeople working with Mother Nature to make/grow what they need. And most
importantly, the determination that this Revolution sees as its first mandate, like Ghandi’s back in Kumar’s family’s
home, to do no harm to others while makingbig changes for everyone.

The articles reachesa furious Wentworth in New York, and a frustrated Sam in front of him. Butunder
Wentworth’s anger is a plan he hadalong. One which he doesn’t share completely with Sam.

The US Army, acting legally, damstheriver to Blue River, effectively starving the region of badly needed water
which every living thing needs. Kumaris forced to be assertive with panicked people, and the situation. The
usually easy going, humble and listening more than ordering leader of the Movement is given emotionalsupport by
Johnston, along with special medication from the once anti-Revolutionary Sheriff thathe claims, unlike the weed
he still resorts to, will boost Kumar’s confidence, bravado, endurance,and charisma,aswell as, ability to think fast
and effectively. Kumaris notsure whatthe rare white powder that one snorts ratherthan eatsis. Johnston informs
Kumarthat Doc Wilson, who is on the road elsewhere trying to drum up support and supplies, had prescribed for
himself and other hard working Revolutionary docs who had work around the clock treating injured Unionize
Strikers physically and emotionally, The spiked cocain seems to work on Kumar. For betteror worse. He
becomesempowered, his self esteem and charisma boomingatthe expense of his humility and wisdom.

But...KumarHAS to blow up the dam,and do it without any casualties to either side. The group of people still with
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Kumar, (Jake, Buddy, Elsa, Elsa’s widowed-from-killed-Labor-Union-father mother, DuBois) become distrusting of
their once beloved leader, as he has become authoritative, dresses like an organizer rather than a worker, and seems
better fed and watered than anyoneelse. And, to a certain extent, Kumarhasbecome corrupted, a bit anyway, by
the power he still has. But...the first step in the nextbattle...blow up the dam.

It soon becomes, by divine coincidence, July 4. Kumar comesup with a planto blow up the dam while the now
VERY heavily armed and well seasoned Army Troops guarding it are ata celebration away from their stations.
Leaving Elsa behind, to record the property but not people-destroying event rather than fulfilling her wish tobe a
partof it, Kumarsets the planin motion. Posing asan officer, Kumar with his escort mistress ‘Jake’ (a
homophobe who, surprisingly, finds out thathe likes being a girl) diverts and sendsto the celebration nearby one of
the two guards still on duty, placing dynamite with a long fuse into the dam. Johnston, posing asan officer, with
less than convincing female escorts Buddy and Dubois, moves ahead to the guard ata second station,a fat Seargent
who had to be drugged with spiked cookies, the ’girls’ takinghim away from his post. Johnston plants dynamite
into the right location, then looks at his watch, knowing what will happennext. A carapproachesJohnston,two
soldiers emerging from it, each with a wife and child to watch the upcoming celebration fireworks from the Army
camp. He recognizes one asa good friend and the other asthe foreman who beat him while building the blockade
fence. The latter apologizes for having beating Johnston while he was pretending to be a prisoner. With a false
smile, Johnston said it was ok, asit was in the line of duty. The next carcomingin brings Ransellhoffand
Younger, still wobbly, recently found in a mentalhospitaland liberated from their revolutionary captors. Johnston
turns to his Army buddies, asking them to turn around to look atthe fireworks to come, with their families. He
shootsthem all in the back, props them up, then lights the fuse and runs away, justas Ranselhoffand Youngerare
within range of the blast.

The dam explodes, just afterthe first July fourth fireworks below start. The river flows again, free, wild and
wonderfully, feeding the valley again. Elsa remains ather observation post, writing about what she sa w, or thinks
she saw with her binoculars and herability to read lips, a bit anyway . She knows somethingis wrong, as body parts
floatdown theriver.

The next morning, we (and Elsa) see that Ranselhoff and Younger, dug up from rubble, have just died, and are being
taken to an ambulance. Stopping them along the way is Wentworth, who, forthe camerasand reporters, crosses
himself with sorrow, claims thattheir deaths will be avenged, then afterwalking away and out of view smiles with
delight, havingarranged for his competitorsto be officially killed by Communists. Elsa puts together what actually
happened.

Elsa writes feverishly, with voice over, recalling the eventsasthey really were, But she is interrupted by Johnston,
who shows her a picture of her mother, pointing his gun atit. She lets him take her pen away,and he takesthe
papersshe is writing on. He congratulatesherfor putting ‘family before Comrades’. Through Johnston’s claims,
it is confirmed thathe was hired by Wentworth, and thatkilling his former Army bud and the ‘foreman’,as well as
Ranselhoffand Younger, was required collateral damage fora greater good.

Some time passes. The Blue River Revolutionaries are slandered in the press as murdering terrorists, asindicated
in headlines of New York Times, Denver papers and others Kumarreads. Wanted posters for Kumarand the squad
that did the blow up, but for Johnston, he is wanted alive, not dead, which makes Kumarconsider something
unexpected. The town is surrounded by mega troops and weapons, Sam and Daniels directing them. Remaining
citizens have made barricades made with their furniture and even books. They include radicalized Jake, Buddy,
DuBois, Fr. Smith and Johnston, who handsbig guns to small children, pushing them to get killed. Elsa tries to
discourage it, but backs down when Johnston shows infers thathe will kill her motherif she persists.  Elsa’s
motheris with Morgan and Richter, released from the hospital, but still slow in thinking, ditzed out. They are
trying to puttogether sling shots, but get themselvestangled in them. Melissa is on the lines now aswell, asRebel
Babe. Disappointed with her former sugar daddies (Morgan and Richter), she comes on to an uninterested Kumar
with her seductive charmsand dramatic revolutionary battle cries. .

With compassion, and righteous indignation, Sam raises up picture of the soldiers, women and children who were
killed, demandingimmediate surrender. Kumarlooks atthe pics with compassion and curiosty, seeing something
in thatis not right. With sadistic eyes, and a plan in mind, Daniels putsup a photo of former mogul shitheads
Ranselhoffand Younger, demandsto knowwho killed them. Three bullets are fired, one into each picture and one
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into Daniel’s hat. He demandsthe shooterbe ID’d.

Jake stands up, defiant, followed by Buddy and many othercitizens. Then, when it is safe,by Mellissa,using it asa
come on to the new boss in town, Kumar. Mellissa startsa big People Power chant ButKumaris more
concerned with Elsa’s despondency. Then a carhe hears approaching from distance. He orders his people to give
it cover. Pounding through blockadeis Wilson, in a home-made armoured car. Upon getting through the
blockade, he distributes whatevermedicalsupplies and food is left in it. Kumar asksif he has any super white
powder (cocaine) that he hasprescribed forhimself and others, but Wilson denies ever using or prescribing it.
Kumarlooks to Johnston,arming more kids who are about to be killed, with suspicion. Then figures outthough a
photo from Wilson brought in aftervisiting with what was left of the family of the soldier killed atthe dam,that
Johnston was buds with him photo taken a day before the blast.

Having figured out that Johnston is working for the otherside, Kumar confronts then fights him. Kumar is thrown
off,. A desperate Johnston then grabs hold of Elsa, threateningto kill her. Her motherassaults Johnston. He
shootsher in theleg. Johnston threatensto kill Elsa if everyone doesn’t surrender, now. Just as Kumarorders
guns down, reluctantly, and against Elsa’s demands to die for the cause,a semi alert Morgan and Richter, working
together, for the first time, shootrocks and manure at Johnston’s back with sling shots, throwing him offbalance..
Like 5 yearolds, they laugh in delight as Johnston is kicked in the balls by Elsa, then is shot in head by her mother.

Behind the lines, Daniels yells outto the group, ordering the motherto drop her gun, and everyoneelse to. The
group aims their guns atthe Army troops. Kumardoes so as well, then pulls back. Drops his gun, puts his hands
together in prayer. Startstochantin his Asian Indiantongue. Father Smith, then the others do so also.

Daniels smiles with delight, says thatone problem is solved, prepares to move in the troops with his swung out arm.
But its forward progress is halted by Sam, who joins in the chant. He approachesthe camp,takes off his uniform
en route, taking out a bloody letter from a pocket..

Elsa readsletter a repentant Sam delivered to his
surrogate son Kumar.

Flash to 40 yearslater as an older Elsa presents letter and manuscript underit to two high level film exec, one
interested in the script , the other not. She paysthem with a coin as she leaves. Execs look atcoin, one side
inscription of Kumar, the other, of Wentworth, the big boss. To decide if to go with the project of not, they do the
usualthing---coin toss, Coin lands onits edge, no winner. MUSIC. ‘Which side are youon?’ plays outto credits.
